The Office of the National Economic and Social Development Board (NESDB)
has long been responsible for compiling the National Income of Thailand in compliance with
the international System of National Accounts (SNA). The National Income of Thailand
covers 3 sides--namely production, expenditure and income, which reflect the overall
economic conditions of the country. At present, the National Income of Thailand in the 2012
edition has been completed and ready for public dissemination.

The National Income of Thailand the 2012 edition, following the international
System of National Accounts (SNA), is compiled using the chained volume measures (CVM)
in measuring the real terms. It is the third edition to be compiled and disseminated to the
public with the CVM. In this 2012 edition, data are revised back to 2009 in accordance with
the latest available primary data, except for the receipt and expenditure data of the public
sector which are revised back to 2000. This is to ensure the accuracy and the consistency of
the entire system of national accounts. Details of revisions are indicated in the revision note on
the following page.

The NESDB would like to express our gratitude to agencies and individuals
who constantly supply basic data as well as contribute suggestions on enhancing compilation
of the National Income of Thailand and other statistics accounts.

In this publication, the estimates have been revised back to 2009. The revisions are made
based on the most recent data from the primary sources as follows:

Revising data

Agricultural and livestock production figures according to the latest series
from the Office of Agricultural Economic, and Department of Livestock,
Ministry of Agriculture and Co-operatives.

Quantity and price of fishery production according to the survey of 2010-2011
by the Department of fisheries, Ministry of Agriculture and Co-operatives.
The revision affected both the production and private consumption
expenditure.

Industrial production figures according to the latest series from the Office of
Industrial Economics, Ministry of Industry.

The population figures according to the population census 2000 and 2010 by
the National Statistical Office, which have been revised back to 1995. The
revisions affected the GDP per capita and the GNP per capita.

Receipt and expenditure of the government sector in gross output of the
Central Bank — which have been added up for the year 2000-2011.

Net insurance premiums and claims of the government sector - which have
been revised for the year 2000-2011.

Tax data collection per unit product, particularly on the business tax allocation
to the local government, and mineral royalty allocation to the local
government - which have been revised to be in accordance with the allocation
of the Department of Primary Industries and Mines for the year of 2000-2011.
Other production taxes, particularly on the property registration fee allocation
to the local government — which have been revised to be consistent with the
taxation of Department of Lands for the year of 2000-2011.

Social security benefits in cash, also revised for the year of 2001-2011.
Updating other basic data according to the latest data available from original
data sources.

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Executive Summary

The Thai economy in 2012, from the Gross Domestic Product (GDP) perspective, grew
significantly by 7.1%, rising from a 0.6% growth in 2011. This increase was attributed mainly by
the recovery of production after the severe flood disaster by the end of 2011. As a result, the non-
agricultural production grew notably by 7.7% as well as low production base in previous year.
Total demand also expanded due to increases in both domestic and external demands which were
mainly contributed by the expansion in private final consumption expenditure, and the public and
private investment in construction, and machinery and equipment.

Production expanded by 7.1% compared to a rise of 0.6% in previous year. Non-agricultural
sector, accounted for 88.9% of GDP, increased by 7.7%. Such increase was seen from
manufacturing with a rise of 7.0% in contrast to a fall of 4.7% in previous year due to the
recovery of production after the severe flood disaster in 2011 together with the government’s
First-car Tax Rebate Scheme. Other sectors with expansion were wholesale and retail trade
(5.7%); transport, storage and communications (10.2%); financial intermediation (14.1%); and
business services (11.0%). Moreover, the agricultural production rose by 1.9% slowing down
from previous year owing to the contraction of forestry and fishery production.

Domestic demand increased as a consequence of the government’s economic stimulus scheme
e.g. Rice-pledging scheme, First-car Tax Rebate scheme, and rising major crops prices which
resulted in higher farm income and caused private final consumption expenditure to expand by
6.1%. Meanwhile, gross fixed capital formation expanded by 10.2%, compared to a rise of 4.9%
in previous year. Public investment grew by 7.1%, moreover private investment rose faster by
11.1%. Government consumption expenditure increased by 5.8% as compensation of employees
grew by 2.6%. As for purchase of goods and services, it went up by 9.9%, on the contrary
purchase by households and enterprises decreased by 2.2%. However, social benefit in-kind
increased by 11.9%. The external sector increased with slower pace. Exports of goods and
services grew by 5.1% while imports of goods and services expanded by 6.0%.

National income in 2012 registered with the value of Baht 8,470,716 million, a 6.5% increase
higher than a 5.1% rise in previous year. This consists of a return to labor with the value of Baht
3,776,137 million or a 10.6% expansion, and a return to capital, land and operation with the value
of Baht 4,694,579 million or a rise of 3.4% lower than a 4.8% growth in 2011. Measured in per
capita, national income per capita in 2012 was 127,395 Baht, higher than 120,108 Baht in
previous year. Disposable income per capita was 105,612 Baht compared to consumption
expenditure per capita of 97,994 Baht. Per capita personal saving increased slightly to 9,203 Baht
from 9,083 Baht.

For overall economic stability in 2012, gross savings and investment expanded at higher rates
with a 16.2% growth in investment and a 9.9% growth in savings. As a result, savings-investment
gap or current account posted a deficit of Baht 46,938 million-accounted for 0.4% of GDP. This
figure was lower than a surplus of Baht 130,457 million in 2011.

For price stability, GDP implicit price deflator increased by 2.0% decelerating from 3.6% in
previous year. Agricultural price index rose by 3.1%, slowing down from 6.4% in 2011 due to
slowdowns in prices of major crops with the rate of 4.9% from a rise of 6.8% in previous year.
Meanwhile, non-agricultural price index increased by 1.9%, lower than 3.2% in previous year.
Consumer prices index (CPI) and producer prices index (PPI) rose by 3.0% and 1.0%,
respectively.

in 2012 National Accounts Perspectives

Gross Domestic Product of 2012 expanded by 7.1%, faster than 0.6% in
the previous year. This was contributed mainly by the recovery of
production from the severe floods at the end of 2011, coupled with the
low base effects. Non-agricultural sector, which accounted for 88.9% of
GDP, grew by 7.7% led by manufacturing, trade, hotels and restaurants,
transport and communication, financial intermediation and business
services. In particular, manufacturing sector, which accounted for 29.1%
of GDP, rose by 7.0% compared to a contraction in the previous year.
This reflects the recovery of manufacturing production from the floods.
In addition, the First Car Tax-Rebate Scheme drove growth in auto-
vehicle production by 54.1% compared to a decline in 2011. Agricultural
sector, on the other hand, grew slower at 1.9% as production of crops
slowed down while forestry and fishery contracted.

Gross Domestic Product (GDP) of 2012 at current market prices valued
at Baht 12,221,417 million. After deducting Baht 507,189 million of net
factor income from the rest of the world, Gross National Product (GNP)
was registered at Baht 11,714,228 million, an 8.5% growth. After further
deduction of net indirect taxes and depreciation, National Income (NI) of
2012 valued at Baht 8,470,716 million. The per capita GNP was Baht
176,175 while per capita NI was Baht 127,395—higher than Baht 120,108
in 2011 or a 6.1% growth.

Domestic Demand expanded in response to government’s economic-
stimulating measures such as Rice Pledging Policy and First Car Tax Rebate
Scheme. Together with the higher crop prices, farmers’ income rose
favorably. As a result, private final consumption expenditure grew by 6.1%.

Gross Fixed Capital Formation went up by 10.2%, compared to a 4.9%
rise in the previous year. Private investment accelerated from 9.5% in
2011 to11.1%. Similarly, public investment rose by 7.1% compared to an
8.6% fall in the previous year.
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Government Consumption Expenditure accelerated from 3.2% in the
previous year to 5.8%. This was driven by a 2.6% growth in compensation
of employees and a9.9% growth in purchases of goods and services.
Meanwhile, purchases by households and enterprises fell by 2.2%. Both
depreciation and social benefits in-kind went up by 4.3% and 11.9%,
respectively.

External Sector showed slowdowns in both exports and imports.
Exports of goods and services at current market prices grew by 7.8%,
slowing down from 11.2% in the previous year. This was a result of
slowdown in merchandized exports by 5.2%. Meanwhile, services
receipts continued to expand by 21.6%. Imports of goods and services at
current market prices also grew at slower rate from 18.4% in the
previous year t09.4% as both merchandized imports and services
payments slowed down by 10.9% and 3.8%, respectively.

Trade and Services Balance at current market prices registered a surplus
of Baht 81,119 million—a lower surplus compared to Baht 193,095
million in the previous year. This was contributed by lower surplus of
trade balance at Baht 188,767 million and continuation of services
balance deficit at Baht 107,048 million. After incorporating Baht
507,189 million deficit of factor income and a surplus of transfer, the
current accounts registered a deficit of Baht 46,398 million, compared to
a surplus of Baht 130,458 million in the previous year.

National income (NI) or income from factors of production in 2011
posted the value of Baht 8,470,716 million, a 6.5% growth compared to a
5.1% growth in the previous year. Compensation of employees, which
accounted for 44.6% of national income accelerated by 10.6% while
returns on capital, land and firms—a 55.4% share—qgrew slower by
3.4%. Net property income went up by 16.0% while operating income
slowed down by 2.3%.

Domestic Savings in 2012 registered the value of Baht 3,460,177 million
or an increase by 9.9% higher than a 3.1% growth in previous year.
Overall net savings valued at Baht 1,636,960 million, a 1.6% growth
resulting from a 1.2% increase in private sector savings and a 4.1%
increase in public sector savings—compared to a decline of 4.8% in the
previous year.

Overall Economic Stability, both savings and investment expanded
with investment increasing by 16.2% and savings increasing by 9.9%.
This led to a savings-investment gap or current account posting a deficit
with the value of Baht 46,398 million, accounting for 0.4% of GDP. This
saving-investment gap was lower than a surplus of Baht 130,457 million
in the previous year.

GDP Implicit Price Deflator rose by 2.0% decelerating from 3.6% in
the previous year. Agricultural price index grew by 3.1%, slowing down
from a 6.4% rise in previous year due to slower increases in prices of
major crops from a 6.8% rise in 2011 to 4.9%. Non-agricultural price
index rose by 1.9%, also slowing down from a 3.2% rise in 2011.
Consumer prices index (CPI) and producer prices index (PPI) grew by
3.0% and 1.0%, respectively.

This owed mainly to expansions in private consumption
and investment, coupled with low base from the severe flood in previous
year. Non-agricultural sector increased substantially by 7.7% compared
to 0.0% in previous year. Meanwhile, agricultural sector grew by 1.9%,
slowing down from a 6.2% growth in 2011.

Agricultural production decelerated by 1.9% as a result of contraction
in forestry and fishery production and slowdown in crop production. On
the other hand, livestock and agricultural services expanded.

Non-agricultural production grew by 7.7% from a 0.0% growth in
previous year with expansion in almost all sectors. Sectors with high
growths include manufacturing, wholesale and retail trade, hotels and
restaurant, transport and communication financial intermediation and
Real estate, renting and business activities.

Agriculture, hunting and forestry

Total production increased by 2.2% slower than a 6.4% growth in
previous year. Major production activities are as follows:

e Crops grew by 2.2% with expansions in major crops, namely
rubber by 7.2%, paddy 8.1%, palm-oil 4.2% and cassava 8.8%.
However, production of maize, pineapple, sugarcane and vegetable
declined. Implicit price deflator of crops increased by 4.9%, a
slowdown from a 6.8% growth in previous year.

e Livestock increased by 3.1%, higher than a 1.6% growth in
previous year. This was due to increases in production of raw milk,
hen’s eggs and duck’s eggs by 8.1%, 3.1% and 8.6%, respectively.
On the other hand, production of chicken slowed down by 0.6%
following lower external demand. Implicit price deflator of
livestock fell by 14.3% as a result of lower prices of chicken, hen’s
eggs and swine.

e Agricultural services increased by 4.9% compared to a fall by
1.3% in previous year due to expansion in planting area such as
paddy, cassava, palm-oil and rubber.

o Forestry decreased by 4.7% compared to a 12.9% rise in previous
year as a result of a contraction of firewood and charcoal products.

Fishery

Fishery decreased by 1.8% compared to a 4.0% rise in the previous
year as a result of Early Mortality Syndrome (EMS) in shrimps causing
a 3.0% decline in marine fishery. Meanwhile, freshwater fishery
expanded by 3.6%. Total implicit price deflator went up by 3.0% as
price of marine fishery rose by 4.6% while that of freshwater fishery
fell by 3.4%.

Mining and quarrying

Mining and quarrying increased by 9.9% compared to a contraction of
4.2% in previous year. The expansion was contributed mainly by
increase in crude oil production by 7.3% particularly in the largest oil
fields — Plameuk, Lanta, Songkhla and Sirikit. Natural gas and liquefied
natural gas also increased by 15.3% and 7.4%, respectively due to higher
capacity in Platong Il. Other minerals that also went up include gold,
silver, stone, sand and clay, zinc, gypsum, fluoride, shale, etc.

Manufacturing

Manufacturing grew by 7.0% compared to a 4.7% decrease in previous
year. This was due to recovery of the 2011 severe floods in Thailand
coupled with acceleration in car production to meet with the orders
from the First Car Tax Rebate Scheme. Moreover, manufacturing that
rely on domestic market also grew favorably.

Industries with a favorable expansion

e Foods and beverages grew by 6.5%, continuing from an
increase of 5.9% in previous year. Rice mill expanded
production largely in response to the government's Rice-
Pledging Policy. In addition, production of liquor, beer and
non-alcoholic beverages also increased as the factories recovered
from the 2011 severe floods.

e Paper and paper products went up by 1.7% compared to a 3.2%
fall in previous year. This reflects higher demand for paper from
related industries as well as exports.

e Petroleum refinery increased by 8.2% primarily from higher
demand for gasohol and diesel gasoline as the First Car Tax
Rebate Scheme drove up the number of cars.

e Chemicals and chemical products expanded by 7.7% as
factories recovered from the severe floods.

e Rubber and plastic products rose by 13.7% mainly due to higher
demand from related industries e.g. automobiles.

e Other non-metallic products grew by 9.4% following higher
demand of cement and concrete products.

e Basic metals expanded by 3.1% due to recovery of related
industries from the severe flood.

e Fabricated metal products expanded by 5.2% from higher
demand for metallic equipment by the related industries.

e Machinery and equipment went up by 7.1% due to higher
demand—both domestic and external.

e Electrical machinery and apparatus grew by 9.8% mainly from
the higher domestic demand.

e Motor vehicles accelerated by 54.1% in result of the low base of
2011 coupled with substantial orders led by First Car Tax Rebate
Scheme.

e Furniture and other manufacturing industries rose by 2.5% in
line with higher domestic and external demand.
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Industries with a slowdown expansion

Wood and wood products expanded by 2.6% lower than 9.4% in
the previous year. This was due to shortage of wood, despite
higher demand for products from construction sector.

Other transport equipment expanded by 5.5%, a slowdown from
16.8%, following the slowdown in manufacturing of motorcycles
in response to lower domestic demand.

Industries with a contraction

Tobacco products came down by 1.3%, as producers adjusted
the production plan to be consistent with the domestic demand.
Textile decreased by 7.7% due mainly to fluctuation in raw
material prices and lower orders from abroad.

Wearing apparel contracted by 8.2% in result of lower exports,
reflecting the loss of competitiveness.

Leather products and footwear declined by 1.9% led by a fall in
leather-bleaching manufacturing due to raw material shortage.
Printing and publishing continued to decrease by 0.3% from a
1.1% fall in previous year as change in consumer behavior led to
contraction of publication items e.g. newspapers and magazines.
Office, accounting and computing machineries continued to
fall by 12.9% from lower orders by related industries abroad due
to behavioral change from using the HDD.

Radio, television and communications equipment contracted by
3.1% originating from reduction in electronic parts as sluggish
world economy led to lower demand.

Medical, precision and optical instruments, watches and clocks
came down by 3.1% caused by lower exports.
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Electricity, gas and water supply

Electricity, gas and water supply grew by 10.7% accelerating from
1.2% in previous year. Electricity generation and distribution increased
by 11.2% compared to a 0.2% fall in previous year in line with
increased usage in all user types—except government sector. Water
supply production and distribution rose by 5.6% compared to a 2.9%
fall in previous year. As for gas separation, the production decelerated
from a 30.6% growth in previous year to 12.5%.

Construction

Construction service grew by 6.9%, compared to a 4.3% decline in
previous year, mainly a result of expansion in public construction. Both
central and local administration had repaired roads, bridges, etc. as part
of the recovery from the 2011 severe floods. For state-enterprise
construction, most of them are continuing projects from the previous
year e.g. the MRT Purple Line Bang Yai — Rat Burana and SRT Red
Line Bang Sue — Taling Chan, UaArthorn Housing Project Phase 3-5,
North-bound third-phased express way by the Expressway Authority of
Thailand and 3G mobile network by the TOT PLC. Private construction
continued to expand, especially for residential buildings, which was due
to rising demand along the BTS lines coupled with the renovation from
the floods.
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Wholesale and retail trade, repair of motor vehicles, motorcycles
and personal and household goods

This sector increased by 5.7%, accelerating from a 0.2% growth in
previous year. This was mainly due to a rise in wholesale and retail trade
by 4.4% following higher demand in consumption and investment
products. The repairing of motor vehicles and personal household goods
increased by 19.1% due mainly to recovery works needed for recovery
from the floods. As a result, repairing of motor vehicles expanded by
23.9%, compared to a 6.9% fall in previous year. Repairing of household
appliances grew by 12.5% rising from a growth of 10.8% in previous year.

Hotels and restaurants

Hotels and restaurants grew by 14.3% an increase from 11.3% in
previous year. Restaurants service increased by 8.8% compared to a
3.2% growth in previous year following a rise in household
consumption. Hotel services grew by 22.8% a slowdown from a 25.9%
rise in previous year. This owes mainly to the number of inbound
tourists which slowed down from 20.7% in previous year to 16.2%
particularly those from East Asia—namely Malaysia and Taiwan.
Meanwhile, tourists from China and Japan still increased. Tourists from
Europe slowed while those from America expanded. As a result,
revenues from tourism slowed down from 30.9% in 2011 to 26.8%. The
occupied rate grew to 60.8% increasing from 57.5% in previous year.
The room rate rose by 1.3%.

Transport, storage and communication

Transport, storage and communication rose by 10.2% from a growth of
3.1% in previous year. This was due to an increase in land transport by
6.3% from a 3.0% in previous year. The expansion occurred both in
passenger and freight. Similarly, air transport service also rose by 16.7%
compare to a 3.1% fall in previous year in line with inbound tourists and
low-cost airlines. Telecommunication continued to expand by 12.5%
from 6.2% in previous year in accordance with the business profits.

Financial intermediation

Under the new methodology, the financial intermediation services
indirectly measured (FISIM), introduced in the 2010 series, financial
services grew by 14.1%, higher than 4.9% in previous year. This resulted
from rising net interest income of financial institutions in line with
expanding amount of loans—both for households and businesses.
Deposits also increased along with other fees. Insurance businesses grew
mainly from rising total net insurance.
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Real estate, renting and business activities

This sector grew by 11.0% faster than 4.9% in previous year. Real estate
services accelerated slightly from 3.6% in previous year to 3.8%. Other
business services increased by 14.6% compared to a growth of 2.0% in
previous year. This was originated from expansions in business
consultant, architectural and engineering services, photographic activities
and other business services. However, legal service contracted. Renting
of the machinery and equipment increased noticeably from 6.8% in
previous year to 12.0%. On the other hand, computer services slowed
down from 13.4% in 2011 to 11.8%. Similarly, research and
development also slowed down.

Education

Education increased by 3.1% faster than 1.0% in previous year due
mainly to public education accelerating from 1.6% in previous year to
3.8%. However, private education declined by 2.4% compared to a 3.8%
decline in previous year attributed mainly by private universities and
private vocational education. Kindergarten and primary education
slightly increased.

Health and social work

Health and social work expanded by 6.7% higher than a 6.1% increase in
previous year as private health service accelerated from 4.6% in previous
year to a growth of 7.9%. Private clinic and private hospital grew by
14.4% and 5.2%, respectively. Public health services slowed down from
6.5% in previous year to 5.1%, so as the social welfare services.

Other community, social and personal service activities

Other services grew by 7.6% on the rise from a 6.5% growth in previous
year. Culture, recreation and sports activities grew by 10.4%, a slight
increase from 10.0% in 2011. This includes expansions in other
entertainment activities from 16.9% in previous year to 20.6% and
lottery from 14.1% in previous year to 16.6%. Meanwhile, radio and
television decreased by 1.6% compared to a 5.0% rise in 2011. Other
services activities grew faster from 2.9% in previous year to 8.3%,
comprising of expansions in beauty salon by 13.0% from 6.7% in 2011,
laundry service from 5.7% in 2011 to 15.0% and other personal services
from 3.5% in 2011 to 5.2%. Non-profit organizations grew slower from
5.2% in previous year to 1.8%
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Composition of private final consumption expenditure

Private final consumption expenditure in 2012 increased by 6.1%
compared to a rise of 1.7% in 2011.

Contributing factors include expansion of farm income due to hiking
prices of major crops namely rubber, cassava, and paddy as a result of
the government’s Rice Pledging Scheme. In addition, the recovery of
consumer’s confidence, and low unemployment rate raised purchasing
power. Another factor was the continual measure of government stimulus
packages, particularly the First Car Tax Rebate Scheme which resulted in
the high expansion of motor vehicles. Consequently, expenditure in
durable goods-especially vehicles expanded significantly by 55.8%,
compared to a rise of 7.2% in previous year.

Private final consumption expenditure covered final consumption
expenditure of individual households and of non-profit institutions
serving households. Household final consumption expenditure increased
in all items especially on durable goods—namely vehicles. Meanwhile,
consumption of non-profit institutions serving households slowed down.
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Household consumption expenditure classified by goods and services items

Food and non-alcoholic beverages increased by 1.9% compared to a rise
of 0.7% in previous year. Expenditure on food items increased only by
0.2%, compared to a rise of 0.7% in previous year. This was attributed
mainly by the decrease in meat and fishery product; sugar and dessert
along with the slowdown in rice and cereals; and ready meals in line with
the deceleration and slowdown in some kind of food supply in the
domestic market. However, expenditure on non-alcoholic beverage
increased by 14.0% compared to a rise of 1.1% in previous year. Such the
expansion was partly resulted from low production base in previous year
especially drinking water which was affected by the severe flood.

Alcoholic beverages and tobacco increased by 2.4% in contrast to a fall
of 0.9% in previous year. This was a result of a 5.1% rise in expenditure
of alcoholic beverages. Breweries and liquor increased by 3.8% and
6.5%, respectively. Such the expansion was resulted from low production
base in previous year as the higher excise tax of alcohol beverages has
been imposed. On the contrary, expenditure on tobacco products dropped
by 3.2% according to the sales volume of tobacco factory.

Clothing and footwear grew by 2.6%, compared to a rise of 3.2% in
previous year. This was attributed by expenditure on footwear slowing
down by 0.7% compared to a rise of 9.6% in 2011. Expenditure on
clothing rose by 2.8%, rising slightly from 2.7% in previous year.

Housing, water, electricity, gas and other fuels grew by 8.2%,
compared to a rise of 1.8% in previous year attributed by an expansion of
water and electricity, including housing rent; and gas and other fuels.

Furnishing, household equipment and routine maintenance of the
house decelerated by 7.6%, compared to a rise of 8.3% in previous year
as a result of expenditure on household equipment and maintenances
slowed down by 7.9%. This was in accordance with a slowdown in
private residential constructions, which was affected by higher cost of
production. Meanwhile, expenditure on furnishing grew by 3.7%.

Health increase by 4.7%, slowing down from a rise of 15.3% in previous
year. Such a slowdown was originated from deceleration in medicine
expenses and medical services by 5.5% and 1.2%, respectively.
Meanwhile, out-patient services increased by 0.3%.

Transport increased significantly by 20.2%, compared to a rise of 1.6% in
previous year as expenditure on vehicles increased considerably by 55.8%
compared to a rise of 7.2% in previous year. Sales of passenger vehicles
grew greatly by 87.9% while motorcycles rose by 6.1% as a result of the
First Car Tax Rebate Scheme which started at the beginning of 2011.
Expenditure on private transport services grew by 4.8% in contrast to a fall
in previous year. The expansion was in line with the recovery of economic
situation, whereas public transport expenses increased by 3.6%.

Communication slowed down by 5.1%, compared to a rise of 6.2% in
previous year as a result of a 4.0% deceleration of telephone services, from
a 6.2% growth in previous year. Meanwhile, expenditure on postal
services increased by 14.2% compared to a rise of 2.8% in previous year.

Recreation and culture grew by 12.3%, higher than a rise of 10.0% in
previous year due to expenditure in recreation and entertainment, and
newspaper and magazines rising by 17.7% and 6.8%, respectively.
Meanwhile, expenditure on equipment and instruments decelerated by 3.1%.

Education continued to drop to 1.7% compared to a fall of 0.4% in
previous year, due to a fall of private school students, particularly in
vocational level and tertiary level.

Restaurants and hotels grew significantly by 15.8% compared to a rise
of 8.7% in previous year. Restaurants services increased by 8.3%; while
hotels services grew by 29.5% due to increasing number of foreign
tourists particularly from China and Russia in line with the recovery of
economic situation.

Miscellaneous goods and services increased by 10.9% compared to a
rise of 6.9% in previous year. Major contributions of expansion were the
rise of financial services by 14.5% compared to a rise of 2.9% in
previous year, and other services by 3.4% owing to the recovery of
economic situation. Personal care services and personal effects increased
only by 6.4% and 12.3% slowing down from a rise of 8.2% and 18.8% in
previous year, respectively.

Non-profit institutions serving households consumption expenditure
decelerated by 1.8%, compared to a rise of 6.8% in previous year,
consisting of education, health, and social protection slowing down by
0.4% and 3.7%, respectively.

Private consumption expenditure classified by durability

Durable goods consisting of vehicles, furniture, large electronic
equipment, computers, radios, and televisions, increased by 33.8%,
compared to a rise of 10.4% in previous year. Such an increase was seen
particularly in vehicles—namely passenger cars, commercial cars and
motorcycles as a result of the First Car Tax Rebate Scheme.
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Semi-durable goods include clothing, footwear, kitchenware, and
textiles, grew by 5.9% from a rise of 5.0% in previous year. Such an
increase was seen in kitchenware and textiles; and vehicle equipment in
accordance with the rise of retail sales of goods in department stores and
the sales of vehicles.

Non-durables goods comprising of foods and beverages, medicines,
household products, water supply and electricity grew by 3.5% from a
rise of 0.9% in previous year. The increase was in accordance with
expenditure on electricity with a rise of 19.7% in contrast to a fall of
1.2% in previous year. Moreover, expenditures on water supply and
foods and beverages continued to increase.

Services covering education, health, hotels and restaurants,
entertainment and recreation, net tourists receipts, and other services
increased by 2.0% in contrast to a fall of 0.3% in 2011. Such an increase
came from expansion in housing rent, household maintenance of the
house, hotels and restaurants, recreation and entertainment, and
miscellaneous services. Slowdowns were found in health, and
communication services while education declined. Expenditure on
non-residents in the country rose by 31.6% higher than 27.1% in
previous year, while expenditure of residents abroad grew by 14.8%.

General government final consumption expenditure at current market
price registered at the value of Baht 1,993,078 million with an increase
of 10.6%. Government compensation of employees valued Baht
1,070,762 million, an increase of 9.4% as a result of the 5% salary raise
for government officers since April 1,2011 which also included the
temporary living cost supplements as part of the policy. Meanwhile, net
purchase of goods and services with the value of Baht 455,466 million
rose by 13.0% due to the raise in service items other than personal and
supplies along with public utilities. Consumption of fixed capital
registered at the value of Baht 227,584 million—an 8.6% increase.
Social benefit in kind had a value of Baht 239,266 million with an
increase of 13.9% due to a raise of pre-head expense under the Universal
Health Coverage Schemes and the free compulsory education program.

The value of government final consumption expenditure grew by
5.8%, attributed by 2.6% increase in compensation of employees, 9.9%
in purchase from enterprises and aboard, 4.3% in consumption of fixed
capital, and 11.9% in social benefit in kind. Meanwhile, purchase for
households and enterprise fell by 2.2%.

Gross capital formation

Gross Capital Formation is comprise of gross fixed capital formation
and change in inventories. Gross capital formation or investment at
current market price registered at Baht 3,506,575 million, consisting of
gross fixed capital formation and change in inventories with the value of
Baht 3,317,761 million and Baht 188,814 million, respectively.

The value of gross fixed capital formation continued to rise by 10.2%
compared to 4.9% in previous year as a result of an increase of private
investment from 9.5% to 11.1%. Meanwhile, public investment rose by
the rate of 7.1% in contrast to an 8.6% decrease in previous year.

Private construction at current market prices posted the valued of Baht
521,987 million consisting of residential, non-residential and other
constructions with the value of Baht 283,386 million, Baht 169,579
million, and Baht 54,281 million, respectively. The volume of private
construction continued to grew by 7.5%, accelerated from 6.7% in
previous year. An expansion was result of rising demand in residential
units especially along the Mass Rapid Transit (MRT) lines. In addition,
the expansion was also due to the repair and renovation of buildings
affected by the severe flood disaster in the last quarter of 2011.

Private investment on equipment and machineries at current market
prices posted the valued of Baht 2,077,952 million and the volume
increased by 12.1%, accelerating from 10.2% in previous year. An
increase was due to higher demand for replacement of existing
machineries and equipments damaged by the flood disaster. In the
meantime, transport equipment, especially trucks, also expanded after
recovery from the flood disaster.

Public investment

Public investment at current market price posted at Baht 717,822
million, consisting of public construction, and public machineries and
equipment with the value of Baht 504,105 million and Baht 213,717
million, respectively. The volume of public investment went up by the
rate of 7.1%, better than an 8.6% drop in previous year.

Public construction at current market price registered at Baht 504,105
million, consist of resident, non-resident and other constructions with the
value of Baht 40,483 million, Baht 69,736 million, and Baht 393,886
million, respectively. The volume of public construction rose by 7.2%
better than a 14.2% drop in previous year. This was due to an increase in
central and local authorities’ construction on flood-alleviation,
rehabilitation and prevention program especially the repairing of road
and bridge. Meanwhile, there were continual projects of state enterprise
construction, namely the expansion of the purple line Bang Yai - Rat

Authority of Thailand, and the third generation mobile phone service
network (3G) construction by TOT Public Company Limited.

Public machinery and equipment at current prices valued at Baht
213,717 million. The volume of public machinery and equipment rose by
6.8%, decelerating from 7.0% in previous year. This result was derived
from continual projects of state enterprise machinery and equipment
namely the submarine optical fiber cable project of CAT Telecom Public
Company Limited, electricity generator of Electricity Generating
Authority of Thailand. Meanwhile, there were six commercial aircrafts
imported by Thai Airway Public Company with the valued of 35,556.17
million, compared to seven aircrafts with the value of 27,418.50 million
imported in previous year.

Change in inventories

Change in inventories at current market prices were Baht 188,814
million, an increase from previous year due to rising of stock of
manufacturing goods and high imports of gold. However, the stock of
agriculture goods declined.

Overall production in 2012 expanded from previous year owing to
recovery from the severe floods. As affected from the flood, most
producers restarted their production in second half of the year. Domestic
expenditure and investment increased from the previous year. The
increased stock was apparent in manufacturing goods such as food and
beverage, office equipment, computer and electronic parts and
non-metallic products. As global economy had not yet recovered, orders
from abroad decreased, especially those from the European Union
countries. However, some industries showed lower stocks, for example,
radio and television communication products, vehicle manufacture as
result from the First Car Tax Rebate Scheme and chemical and chemicals
products.

For agriculture product, stock of paddy slightly decreased while stock of
rice increased due to the government’s Rice Pledging Policy. This was
coupled with lower rice export due to increased amount of rice in the
world market and competitive prices offered by other rice-exporting
countries. Meanwhile, amount of gold imports rose due to the
speculation of gold during the price fluctuation period with expectation
of the price of gold to rise in response to the quantitative easing policies
by the European Central Bank and the Federal Reserves. In results, the
overall change in inventories in this year increased.

7,020,565 million, a 5.2% growth, which was lower than previous year.
A deceleration originated from a slowing down in export volume from
8.4% growth in 2011 to 2.4%. However, export price increased by 2.7%
higher than 1.7% in previous year. Manufacturing export value-the
largest share-slightly increased in compliance with a higher
manufacturing export prices despite the lower quantity. These was seen
in major manufacturing goods namely electronics, vehicle and agro-
manufacturing products. On the other hand, agricultural and fisheries
export products such as rice, rubber and aquatic animals contracted.

Service receipts at current market prices registered at the value of Baht
1,541,753 million, accelerating from 16.8% in 2011 to 21.6%. A
stepping up was driven by foreign tourists, business service and
transportation items which increased by 30.5%, 17.4% and 3.6%,
respectively.

Imports of goods and services

Both imports of goods Imports of goods and services recorded current market prices value at

gg\c,ivﬁerwces slowed Baht 8,484,198 million, a slower increase by 9.4% compare to a 23.5%
increase in previous year. Both of merchandise imports and service
payments slowed down.

Merchandise imports at current market prices reported at Baht

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Compensation of employees

Compensation of employees amounted to Baht 3,376,137 million and
accounted for 44.6% of national income. Employees’ wage and fringe
benefit rose by 10.6% increasing from an expansion of 5.5% in previous
year. This was due to the acceletion employees’ income in
non-agricultural sector as the 300-Baht minimum wage in the seven pilot
provinces and 40 percent increase in the remaining 70 provinces was
effective on April 1, 2012. However, compensation of emloyees in
agricultural sector was slowdown.

Private and Government compensation of employees

Private compensation of employees recorded the value of Baht

Private and Government  2+439,482 million or 64.8% share of total compensation of employees.

compensation of The value reflects an 11.5% increase compared to a 4.2% in 2011.
employees increased by Compensation of non-agricultural sector expanded by 10.6% from a
11.5 % and 8.8%, growth of 4.2% in previous year in response to the 300-Baht minimum
respectively wage in 7 pilot provinces and 40 percent increase in the remaining 70

provinces on April 1, 2012. Meanwhile, compensation of employee in
agricultural sector slowed down owing to agriculture commodity prices
decline. Although rice prices went up from the Rice Pledging Scheme, it
could not offset the price declines in all other crops. Compensation of
government officials including public servants, state enterprise
employees, public permanent employees, and public temporary
employees recorded the value of Baht 1,323,613 million, an 8.8%
expansion compared to 7.0% in 2011. This accounted for 35.2% to total
compensation of employees.

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Compensation of employees by sector

Compensation of employees in agricultural sector registered the value
of Baht 199,462 million, accounting for 5.3% to total compensation of
employee. The value decelerated by 9.4% compared to an increase of
24.3% in previous year. Wages and fringe benefit in agriculture, hunting
and forestry rose by 10.1% lower than an expansion of 30.9% in 2010.
The higher rice prices resulting from the Rice Pledging Scheme could not
offset the lower prices of other agricultural products. This partly reflected
the lower demand for cassava and rubber from China due to its economic
slowdown. Livestock prices also dropped from over-supply of swine,
chicken meat and eggs. As a result, compensation of employees in
agriculture, hunting and forestry decelerated. However, compensation of
employees in fishery increased by 5.7% compared to a contraction of
3.7% in previous year.

Compensation of employees in non-agricutural sector valued Baht
3,563,633 million, accounting for 94.4% to total compensation of
employees. This showed an increase of 10.6% compared to a 4.2%
growth in previous year. The increase was mainly from a 12.6%
expansion in manufacturing sector, which accounted of 26.4% to total
compensation of employees, compared to a contraction of 1.0 % in 2011
caused mainly by the 300-Baht minimum wage policy. Moreover,
production of automobile expanded robustly due to the government’s
First Car Tax Rebate Scheme. Other manufacturing sectors such as
petroleum products, construction materials, and food and beverage also
increased due to strong domestic consumption and investment.
Compensation of employees in financial intermediation sector expanded
by 13.5% compared to 8.0% in 2011. Wages and benefit in real estate
and business activities grew by 9.4% as the sector recovered in both
demand and supply from the severe flood in 2011. Compensation of
employees in mining, wholesale and retail and contruction rose by
13.7%, 12.3% and 9.3%, respectively. However, wages and benefit in
hotel and resturants, public sector and other community services
decelerated by 11.0%, 5.8% and 4.9% from expansion of 14.1%, 6.1%
and 5.6% in previous year, respectively.

Returns on land, capital, and entrepreneurs

Net return on land, capital, and entrepreneurship amounted to Baht
4,694,579 million, accounting for 55.4% of total national income. It
decelerated by 3.4% from an expansion of 4.8% in previous year. Such
as rise was categorized by type of income as follows:

Income from farms and unincorporated enterprise was valued Baht
2,972,342 million and accounted for 35.1% of total national income,
which slowed down by 2.9% from an 8.0% increase in previous year.
Farm income grew at slower rate by 3.0%, due mainly to contraction in
overall agricultural prices. In addition, external demad decreased in line
with economic slowdown.

Income from entrepreneurship or profit of corporations posted the value of
Baht 1,293,927 million and accounted for 15.3% of national income. It grew by
1.0% from a contraction of 0.6% in 2011 due to better overall operation.

Households and private non-profit institutions income from property (Net)
registered the value of Baht 433,455 million, an increase of 18.0% compared to
a contraction of 4.3% in previous year. Such expansion was mainly from
income from property, valued Baht 753,022 million, increased by 16.7%.
Similarly, income from other sources, such as provident funds, government fund
and insurance also grew by 16.2%. Dividends received by households rose by
15.2% as a result of overall operation improvement. However, interest received
by households decelerated by 21.9% from expansion of 31.1% in last year.
Households’ expenses on property had a value of Baht 319,567 million which
decelerated 14.9% compared to 19.5% in 2011. This was mainly result from
deceleration of interest expense on consumer loan from 28.6 % in previous year
to 13.6%, hence causing overall income from property (net) to increase.

General government income from property consisting of income from rent,
interest, and dividends decelerated by 6.1% compared to an increase of
21.0% in previous year. A deceleration was mainly from dividend income
which decreased by 4.2%, composing mainly of Government Savings Bank,
Electricity Generating Authority of Thailand (EGAT), Government Hosing
Bank, Metropolitan Waterworks Authority (Thailand), Industrial Estate
Authority of Thailand, and Expressway Authority of Thailand. Meanwhile,
income from rent rose by 41.2% in line with special benefit from petroleum
concession and real estate rental. Income from interest expanded at 20.1%.

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Savings and saving-investment gap

Gross savings with the value of Baht 3,460,177 million grew by 9.9%,
higher from 3.1% in previous year. Meanwhile, gross capital formation
posted the value of Baht 3,506,575 million, an increase of 16.2%. Thus,
savings and investment gap showed a deficit of Baht 46,398 million—the
first deficit after showing surpluses for 6 consecutive years.

Net savings in 2012 posted the valued of Baht 1,636,960 million, a
slowdown of 1.6% ongoing from a deceleration of 4.8% in previous year.
A slowdown was due mainly from deceleration in private saving by 1.2%
while government saving improved to 4.1%. Depreciation continued to
increase by 12.1%.

Private net savings

Consisting of households and non-profit institutions, corporation savings
had the value of Baht 1,380,948 million, accounting for 84.4% of total
net savings. This showed a slowdown by 1.2% from 6.8% in 2011.

1) Households and non-profit institute savings

Households and non-profit institute savings registered the value of Baht
611,933 million, decelerated by 1.7%. Personal disposable income
posted the value of Baht 7,022,306 which increased of 8.3% in 2011. A
slowdown was primarily from compensation of employees growing at
10.6% while income from entrepreneurship decelerated by 2.9%. Income
from property and income from dividends increased at 16.7% and 17.5%,
respectively. As a result, total household’s income rose by 8.5%. After
deduction of income tax, interest consumer debt and other transfer
households, household disposable income grew by 8.3%, higher than a
6.0% growth in 2011. However, household consumption expenditure in
2012 increased at a higher rate than disposable income at 9.0% compared
to a slowdown at 6.1% in previous year. As a result household savings
continued to decelerate by 1.7%. Average household savings in 2012
posted value of Baht 9,203, a 1.3% slowdown from 4.0% in 2011.
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2) Corporations and cooperatives savings

Corporations and cooperatives savings, had a value of Baht 769,015
million, decelerated by 0.7% compared to expansion of 8.6% in 2011.
This mainly came from private corporation savings and cooperatives
savings, which slowed down by 0.7% and 4.1%, respectively. Net profit
of corporation and private commercial banks—after adjustment for
holding gains (losses) in compliance with national account concept
shrank. Meanwhile, net profit of other corporations slightly improved.
When incorporating the decelerated in net savings from international
investment, corporation savings slowed down.

Public net savings

Which contains savings of general government, public corporations, and
government enterprise, posted the value of Baht 256,012 million which
accounted for 15.6% of total net savings. Public net savings in 2012
expanded by 4.1% compared to a 4.8% fall in 2011. The increase was a
result of a 23.1% contraction in general government savings while
government enterprise savings rose 33.6%.

1) General government net savings

General government net saving recorded the value of Baht 98,747
million which accounted for 38.6% of total public savings or equivalent
to 0.8 of GDP. In 2012, revenues of general government registered the
value of Baht 3,883,391 million, an expansion by 15.3% as the major
item-income from taxes—increased by 10.7%. Meanwhile, government
expenditure in non-investment item posted at Baht 3,451,653 million, a
17.5% increase. Change in pension entitlement for government pension
fund grew by 12.8%. Consequently, general government net saving
decreased by 23.1% compared to deceleration of 82.7% in previous year.

In 2012, a rise in general government income came mainly from
production and import taxes, income taxes and government property
income which will be individually presented as follows:

Production and import taxes regarded as the main source of revenues in
2012 with the proportion of 36.1%. It increased by 15.3% due to growth
in value of government taxes collection. Other taxes with increases were
(1) import excise taxes, (2) automobile taxes as all factories recovered
from the flood in the end of 2011 coupled with the First Car Tax Rebate
Scheme, (3) the radio communication licence revenue from an auction of
3G frequency band of 2.1 GHz, (4) import duty, (5) petroleum royalties
in line with volume and value of sale of curde oil from all sources,
(6) beer tax owing to overall total amount of beer, (7) revenue stamps as
higher private investment led to higher number of transactions in which
the revenue stamps were required (Aor.sor. 4 and Aor.sor. 4B) and
(8) tobacco stamps owing to retail stores stocking up the tobacco
products in recovery of the 2011 flood, coupled with rumoured tobacco
tax raise. Tax categories with slowdowns were Value-Added Tax (VAT),
Special business taxes and Alcohol taxes and liquor stamps. However,
alcohol taxes and liquor slightly accelerated due to higher consumer
income from the Rice Pledging Scheme and 300-Baht minimum wage. In
addition, rumoured alcohol tax raise led to alcohol stock up.
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Oil excise taxes decreased as a result of cabinet resolution to lower diesel
oil excise tax by 5.305 Baht per liter on April 20, 2011.

Income from property and income from government pension fund with
the share of 4.5% of total government revenue decelerated by 7.8% as a
result 15.5% slowdown in income from government pension funds.
Meanwhile, other property income such as rent grew up by 41.2% due to
increasing of income of special benefit from petroleum concession and
realty rental. Moreover, property income from interest increased by
20.1% while property income from dividend—accounting for 49.4%--
decreased by 4.2%. Lower dividends were generated from Government
Savings Bank, Electricity Generating Authority of Thailand (EGAT),
Government Housing Bank, Metropolitan Waterworks Authority
(Thailand), Industrail Estates Authority of Thailand and Expressway
Authority of Thailand.

Tax from income and property ownership with the share of 23.8% of
total government revenue decelerated by 4.4% as a result of slowdown in
following taxes; (1) Direct taxes on households decelerated by 13.1%
due to slowdown of salary base in line with deceleration of tax
withholding in salary (Por. NgorDor 1) in private sector. Employment
tax slightly slowdown owing to larger tax deduction from higher
investment in machinery and equipment to recover from the severe flood
in 2011. Income taxes from interest base rose due to higher deposits and
higher interest rate in Second- and Third Quarters of 2012. Moreover,
average 3-month deposit interest rate in 2012 was 2% compared to 1.4%
in 2011, (2) Income taxes from petroleum slowed down by 17.7% in line
with deceleration of oil price while petroleum operating was satisfactory
and (3) Direct taxes on corporations decreased by 25.8% due to the 2011
flood causing lower net profit. As export sector slowed down due to
stagnant world economic performance, taxes collected from export
decelerated. Special tax benefit by the Board of Investment (BOI), which
allowed commercial banks to deduct the expected NPLs on loans given
to firms for improving productivity of energy and environment (Green
Energy), led to lower tax amount. Also, the corporate tax reduction from
30% to 23% caused tax income from net profit to decrese. Sectors with
lower amount of corporate taxes included financial institutions,
insurance, automobile and parts group, real estate and business activity
service group, refinery gas and electrical appliances and electronics.
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Contribution to social security with the proportion of 8.9% of total
government revenue slowed down by 4.0% as a result of a deceleration
in contributions by both employers and employees.

Other transfers with the share of 0.6% of total government income
increased by 21.9%, due to increase in government cash aid at value of
Baht 4,379 million.

Interest paid with the 4.2% of total government revenue expanded by
11.7%. An increase came from domestic interest rate on public debt
which rose by 10.2% in accordance to overall higher interest rate from
government bonds in 2012. This was despite the lowering of short-term
bond yields in the first half year in 2012, coupled with fluctuations in
middle- and long-term yields, which affected both domestic and external
demands. However, middle- and long-term government bond yields
increased in the second half of the year due to higher volume of
government bonds. Meanwhile, extranal interest rate declined by 22.4%.

Subsidies with the share of 3.1% to total government expenditure
declined by 6.0% as a result of decreases in subsidies on LPG, Bio-disel
B100, Bio-disel B3 and EUROA4.

Other social welfares benefit with the share of 9.2% to total government
expenditure rose by 19.1% as a result of increase in elderly allowance,
government contributions to social security fund (child allowance and
elderly) and unemployment allowance.

Other transfers register with the share of 2.2% to total government
expenditure grew by 33.0% as a result of higher amount of subsidies for
the operation—non-profit organization, subsidies for operation—
households sector and flood-relief subsidies.

2) Public corporations and government enterprises savings

Net savings public corporations and government enterprises valued at
157,265 million, a 33.6% growth compared to a 37.4% decline in
previous year. Overall net profit of public corporations and government
enterprises valued at Baht 170,626 million, a 40.3% decline compared to
311.6% increase in previous year. However, after adjustment to national
accounts concept valued at Baht 121,808 million, the overall operating
performance before appropriation of income of state enterprises posted
the value of Baht 292,434 million. After deduction of appropriation of
income valued Baht 135,169 million, net enterprise savings increased in
2012. Public corporation savings valued at Baht 105,922 million, an
increased by 17.5% compared to a 15.9% decline in previous year. This
due to higher overall operating surplus of public corporation value at
Baht 196,471 million, or grew by 26.1% compared to 15.3% decline in
previous year. Meanwhile, after adjustment to the national accounts
concepts, net public corporations and government enterprise savings rose
by 86.2%.
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Saving-investment gap

Saving-investment gap or current account in 2012 registered a deficit of
Baht 46,398 million or equivalent to -0.4 of GDP. Although both savings
and investment have expanded, investment grew by 16.2% faster than
savings which rose by 9.9%. As investment grew faster than savings for 3
consecutive years, saving was depleted. In 2011, saving was higher than
investment by Baht 130,457 million.
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GDP Implicit Price Deflator

GDP Implicit Price Deflator grew by 2.0%, slower than a 3.6% rise in
previous year. Agricultual price deflator decelearted by 3.1% compared to
a rise of 6.4% in previous year. This was contributed by a deceleration of
prices of agricultural, hunting and forestry by the rate of 3.1% compared
to a rise of 7.5% in previous year. Prices of fishery products grew by 3.0%
in contrast to a fall of 4.4% in previous year. Non-agricultural price
deflator rose by 1.9% lower than 3.2% in previous year as a result of a rise
in price level of several items such as hotels and restaurants, public
administration and defence; compulsory social security, education, and
health and social work activities. Nontheless, price level of other sectors
declined.

On the expenditure side, overall price deflator rose by 2.6%, compared to
a rise of 2.5% in previous year due to a 2.6% rise of exports of goods and
services price deflator. Meanwhile, prices on imports of goods and
services increased by 3.3%. Nonetheless, the price level of all domestic
expenditure components increased. Private consumption expenditure price
deflator increased by 2.7% compared to a rise of 4.3% in previous year.
Price of government consumption expenditure grew by 4.6% compared to
a rise of 3.2% in previous year. Investment price rose by 3.0% compared
to a rise of 7.4% in previous year.

Consumer price index (CPI) increased by 3.0%, compared to a 3.8% rise
in previous year, while producer price index (PPI) increased by 1.0%
slower than a 5.5% rise in previous year.
