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Revisions to the National Income of Thailand 2024 Edition

In this publication, the estimates have been revised back to 2020. The revisions were made based on
the most recent data from the primary sources as follows:

1. Revised data

Agricultural, forestry, and fishing: revised agricultural figures back to 2022 according to
the Agricultural Statistics of Thailand 2024 from the Office of Agricultural Economics.

Mining and quarrying: revised mineral production figures back to 2022 according to mineral
production of Thailand from the Department of Primary Industries and Mines, and
the Department of Mineral Fuels.

Manufacturing sector: revised industrial production figures back to 2022 according to
the Manufacturing Product Index (MPI) from the Office of Industrial Economics, Ministry of
Industry; revised imports and exports of merchandise data from the Custom Department; and
other revised inline with relevant activities for example agriculture, Mining and quarrying,
and transportation.

Wholesale and retail; trade and repair of motor vehicles and motorcycle: revised data back to
2022 due to updated production data of manufacturing, agriculture and mining sectors.

Transportation and storage: revised data back to 2022 due to updated statistical data of land,
water, and air transport by main source.

Accommodation and catering services: revised income for the Value Added Taxes assessment
back to 2020.

Information and communication: revised data back to 2023 in accordance with the operation
report of telecommunications from the relevant data sources.

Financial and insurance activities: revised data back to 2022 according to the updated annual
reports of specialized financial institutions and other financial institutions.

Electricity, gas, steam and air condition supply: revised data back to 2022 on account of
updating in relevant data.

Water supply; sewerage, waste management and remediation activities: revised data back to
2023.

Private final consumption expenditure, General government consumption expenditure, Gross
fixed capital formation, and change in inventories; revised data back to 2022 according
to relevant data sources.

Exports and Imports of goods and services, primary income receivable, and secondary income
payable of households and NPISHS: revised back to 2020, in accordance with
the updated current account from the Bank of Thailand.

Updated other basic data according to the latest data available from original data sources.

2. Abbreviation

This publication has two letters assigned after data period (s) in tables (r and p). The letter "r"
stands for "revised" representing revision figures based on most recent data, coverage, and compi-

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Executive Summary

The Thai economy in 2024, measured by the Gross Domestic Product (GDP), grew by
2.9%, acceleration from the 2.0% growth observed in 2023. The expansion was driven by the
acceleration of the non-agricultural sector. A key contributing factor was the growth in
tourism-related sectors, along with an improvement in manufacturing production in accordance
with the expansion of external demand. In contrast, agricultural sector decelerated in accordance
with the a decrease in agricultural production main crops.

Total production rose by 2.9%, propelled by an increase in non-agricultural production,
whereas the agricultural production decelerated. Non-agricultural sector grew by 3.0%, from 2.2%
in 2023. The key factor was an increase in industrial sector due to external demand, in line with
trading partners’ economic conditions. Meanwhile, the service sector continued to grow, propelled
by a continual expansion of tourism-related sectors, including accommodation and food service
activities, wholesale and retail trade, as well as repair of motor vehicles and motorcycles, etc.
In addition, agricultural sector grew by 1.9%, slowing down from 2.4% in the previous year. This
decelerating was attributable to the El Nifio phenomenon, which resulted in a decrease in rainfall,
leading to lower yields of major crops, including paddy, sugarcane, oil palm, and rubber.

For domestic demand, private final consumption expenditure increased by 4.4%,
deceleration from 6.7% in 2023. The deceleration was due to overall economic conditions which
have displayed sluggish recovery, resulting in increasingly cautious spending behavior of
households. Moreover, the unemployment rate was higher. However, general government final
consumption increased by 2.6%, improving from a 4.6% decline in 2023. This improvement
resulted from rises in compensation of employees, purchases from enterprises and abroad, and
social transfers in kind—purchased market production. Gross fixed capital formation decreased by
0.3%, comparing with a 1.2% increase in 2023. The main contributing factor was a decline in
private investment, while public investment rose. In terms of the external sector, exports and
imports of goods and services grew by 7.5% and 5.7%, respectively.

National income in 2024 registered a value of 18,087,554 million baht, presented an
increase of 3.1%. Sources of income included a Compensation of employees with a value of
5,857,907 million baht, expanded by 4.2%. Additionally, returns on capital, land, and
entrepreneurs valued at 7,323,636 million baht expanded by 3.3%. In addition, taxes on
production and import, less subsidies, valued at 1,703,944 million baht, increased by 2.3%.
Consumption of fixed capital valued at 3,202,067 million baht, expanded by 1.0%. In per capita
terms, national income per capita in 2024 was 257,610 baht, rose from 250,564 baht in 2023.
Disposable income per capita was 154,668 baht, and consumption expenditure per capita was
153,899 baht. Consequently, per capita personal savings was valued at 2,797 baht in 2024.

For overall economic stability, gross saving increased by 1.8%, decelerating from a 2.2%
rise in 2023. Gross investment fell by 0.5%. Consequently, the saving-investment gap (equivalent
to the current account) posted a surplus with a value of 402,736 million baht, accounting for 2.2%
of GDP. This was higher than a surplus of 304,169 million baht in 2023.

GDP implicit price deflator increased by 0.9%, decelerating from 1.3% in 2023.
The deceleration was contributed to the agricultural price index, which increased by 5.9%,
from a 0.7% contraction in 2023. Moreover, the non-agricultural price index increased by 0.4%,
comparing to 1.4% in 2023. In addition, the Consumer Price Index (CPI) and the Producer Price
Index (PPI) expanded by 0.4% and 1.6%, orderly.

Overview

in line with trading partners’ economic conditions. Meanwhile, the service
sector continued to grow, which was propelled by the higher number of foreign
tourists and improving domestic tourism, resulting in a continual expansion of
tourism-related sectors. In addition, agricultural sector grew by 1.9%, slowing
down from 2.4% in 2023.

Gross Domestic Product (GDP) in 2024 at current market prices valued at
18,683,885 million baht. After deducting 596,331 million baht of net factor
income from the rest of the world, Gross National Income (GNI) registered at
18,087,554 million baht, increasing by 3.1%. Per capita NI was 257,610 baht,
higher than 250,564 baht in 2023, or expanded by 2.8%.

Domestic Demand: Private final consumption expenditure in 2024 increased
by 4.4%, decelerating from 6.7% in 2023. Government final consumption
expenditure rose by 2.6%, from a fall of 4.6% in 2023. On the contrary,
gross fixed capital formation decreased by 0.3%, falling from a rise of 1.2% in
2023. Supporting factors for domestic demand included (1) a fall in machinery
and equipment investment in the private sector; (2) private consumption
subdued due to heightened household caution; and (3) an increase in
tourism-related activities as the higher number of foreign tourists visiting
Thailand.
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External Sector: Exports of goods and services at current market prices in 2024
expanded by 10.4%, continuing from 3.8% in 2023. There was a 7.2% rise in
merchandise exports, in line with service receipts which increased by 26.1%. On
the other hand, imports of goods and services at current market prices
increased by 8.4%. In particular, merchandise imports rose by 7.0%, and
service payments rose by 14.1%. As a result, trade and services balance at
current market prices registered a surplus of 676,418 million baht. This was
attributed to a trade surplus of 749,798 million baht, comparing to a surplus of
676,728 million baht in 2023. In contrast, services registered a deficit of 73,380
million baht, better than the deficit of 274,614 million baht in 2023. However,
net factor income was recorded at a deficit of 596,331 million baht, worsened
from a deficit of 443,428 million baht in 2023. The decrease was from both
compensation of employees and property income. On the other hand,
net current transfers recorded a surplus of 322,649 million baht. Ultimately, the
current account registered a surplus of 402,736 million baht in 2024, from a
surplus of 304,169 million baht in 2023.

National Income (NI) or income from factors of production in 2024 recorded
the value of 18,087,554 million baht, increased by 3.1%. This expansion was
propelled by the compensation of employees, constituting 32.4% of NI and
experiencing an increase of 4.2%. Net property income and operating
income, accounting for 40.5% of NI, rose by 3.3%. Moreover, consumption of
fixed capital, representing 17.7% of NI, with a rise of 1.0%. Taxes on
production and imports less subsidies, constituting 9.4%, recorded a gain
0f2.3%.

Gross Domestic Savings in 2024 registered a value of 4,410,956 million baht,
reflecting a rise of 1.8%, compared to a 2.2% rise in 2023. Consequently,
overall net savings, valued at 1,299,545 million baht, falling by 9.9%, from
a drop of 1.3% in 2023. The decline was contributed by a decrease of 213.5%
in public saving , while private saving rose by 8.0%.

Overall Economic Stability saving revealed a rise of 1.8% for saving.
Meanwhile, overall investment decreased by 0.5%. As a result, the saving-
investment gap (equivalent to the current account) registered a surplus of
402,736 million baht, from a surplus of 304,169 million baht in 2023. The surplus
accounted for 2.2% of gross domestic product.

GDP Implicit Price Deflator increased by 0.9%, decelerating from 1.3%
in 2023. The agricultural price index rose by 5.9%, comparing to a 0.7% fall in
2023. Furthermore, the non-agricultural price index increased by 0.4%, slowing
down from 1.4% in 2023. The consumer price index (CPI) expanded by 0.4%
and the producer price index (PPI) dropped by 1.6%.

Non-agricultural production increased by 3.0%, from a 2.2% rise in 2023.
Industrial sector increased by 0.9%, from a drop of 1.7% in 2023. The increase
was driven by a 9.8% increase in mining and quarrying sector, accelerating
from a 1.0% drop in 2023, owing to higher production of crude oil. In addition,
service sector expanded by 4.1%, lower than 4.4% in 2023. This growth was
propelled by an expansion of tourism-related sectors, including
accommodation and food service activities; wholesale and retail trade, and
repair of motor vehicles and motorcycles activities.

Agriculture, forestry and fishing

Total production expanded by 1.9%, consisting of several production activities
as follows:

e Non-perennial grew by 1.1%, due to higher yields of main crops such as
sugarcane and vegetables which rose by 10.2% and 3.6%, respectively.
Meanwhile, production of paddy declined by 0.8%, partly due to the
El Nifio phenomenon, causing a reduction in rainfall. In addition, cassava
decreased by 6.5%.

e Perennial crops increased by 0.9%, driven by higher yields of main
crops, particularly fruits and oil palms, which grew by 2.7% and 2.2%,
orderly. However, there was a decrease in the yields of rubber.

e Livestock grew by 4.6%, primarily due to an increase in production of
swine, broiler, and hen’s eggs, despite lower production of buffalo.

e Agricultural services grew by 14.5%, driven by an increase in planting
and harvest services.

e Forestry and logging rose by 0.8%, propelling by expansion in
silviculture and other forest activities, and logging; and production of
firewood and charcoal.

e Fishing increased by 3.6%, resulting from increases in both marine and
freshwater fisheries.

Implicit prices of agricultural products increased by 5.9%, rebounding from
a 0.7% drop in 2023. The growth was attributable to higher prices of paddy,
rubber, sugarcane, maize, other fruits, and oil palms. Meanwhile, prices of
cassava, broiler, swine, and fishing products declined.

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Mining and quarrying

Mining and quarrying increased by 9.8%, recovering from a fall of 1.0% in 2023. The expansion was
attributable to natural gas and crude oil production which rose by 13.9%, accelerating from a 0.8% drop in
2023. This was driven by a 16.1% increase in crude oil production, rebounding from a reduction of 10.0% in
2023, in line with higher production in main sources; namely, Sirikit and others in the S1 group; Tantawan
Benchamas group; and Bualuang. Additionally, natural gas and condensate production increased by 13.3%,
following a rise of 2.6% in 2023, due to higher production in main sources, including Bongkot; the Erawan
group; and Pailin. Moreover, the quarrying of stone, sand, and clay increased by 0.1%, from a 0.1% drop in
2023.

Manufacturing

Manufacturing decreased by 0.3%, recovering from a drop of 2.5% in 2023. This recovery was mainly
propelled by higher external demand, leading to an increase in production of several industries, particularly
food products; chemicals and chemical products; beverages; machinery and equipment; and refined petroleum
products. However, there was a decline in motor vehicles, trailers and semi-trailers, resulting from a decline in
export orders as well as lower domestic demand for vehicles.

Manufacturing with a contraction includes activities as follows:

e Tobacco products declined by 6.5%, improving from a drop of 6.7% in 2023, due to a decrease in
manufacture of cigarettes and cigars, despite an increase in manufacture of tobacco products.

e Textile decreased by 3.8%, recovering from a reduction of 8.2% in 2023. This improvement was due to
increases in manufacture of weaving from synthetic fibers; made-up textile articles, except apparel; and
manufacture of cordage, rope, twine and netting. However, there were decreases in manufacture of
other textiles; and spinning of natural fibers.

e Leather and related products dropped by 7.1%, rebounding from a 10.5% decrease in 2023. This
improvement was driven by higher production in manufacture of leather footwears; and tanning and
dressing of leather. Meanwhile, manufacture of leather bags continued to decline.

e Rubber plastics products declined by 0.3%, improving from a drop of 4.3% in 2023. This recovery
was from higher production in manufacture of sheet rubber and rubber blocks; plastic packaging; and
other plastics products. However, manufacture of tyre; fiberglass products; and other rubber products
decreased.

e Basic metals fell by 5.1%, improving from a reduction of 6.9% in 2023. This growth was driven by an
improvement in manufacture of basic precious and other non-ferrous metals, including copper and
copper products, aluminium and aluminium products, and other basic metals, partly responding to de-
mand from related industries.

Repair and installation of

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Computer, electronic and optical products declined by 4.5%, recovering from a 13.4% drop in 2023.
This growth was attributable to recoveries in manufacture of electronic components and boards; optical
products and photographic equipment; and communication equipment, along with an increase in
manufacture of computer and peripheral equipment. Meanwhile, manufacture of watches and clocks
continued to decline.

Electrical equipment decreased by 0.6%, improving from a drop of 4.6% in 2023, partly owing to a rise
in manufacture of electrical equipment, including electric motors and generators; air conditioners;
washing machines; and electric fans. However, manufacture of wiring and cables and refrigerators
continued to decrease.

Furniture contracted by 1.9%, improving from 12.2% decrease in 2023. This improvement was
attributable to an increase in wooden furniture in line with domestic and external demand, while metal
furniture continually declined.

Motor vehicles, trailers and semi-trailers declined by 15.6%, comparing to a 3.1% rise in 2023. This
was driven by a decrease in all products, namely, manufacture of personal cars; pickup truck; electrical
parts for motor vehicle; and parts and accessories for motor vehicles, consistent with declining domestic
demand.

Basic pharmaceutical products and pharmaceuticals preparations dropped by 0.5%, after an increase
0f 2.0% in 2023, in response to a slowdown of domestic demand of pharmaceutical products

Wood and products of wood and cork fell by 0.7%, comparing to a rise of 5.2% in 2023, due to lower
production nearly across all products, such as sawmilling and planing of wood. Despite an increase in
manufacture of veneer sheets and wood-based panels.

Other transport equipment dropped by 6.9%, continuing from a decrease of 4.2% in 2023. This decline
was driven by lower production nearly across all products, such as building of ships; railway locomo-
tives; and manufacture of motorcycles.

Other non-metallic mineral products dropped by 5.8%, continually decreasing from a 4.1% fall in
2023. This decline was driven by lower production nearly across all products; namely, cement, plaster,
concrete products, porcelain and ceramic products, and glass and glass products.

Manufacturing with an expansion comprises activities as follows:

Food products increased by 6.8%, accelerating from a 0.1% drop in 2023, due to acceleration in
manufacture of sugar; processed fruit and vegetable products; animal feed; vegetable oil; and production
of canned fish, along with an increase in that of bakery products; and whole-grain products. Meanwhile,
there was a decline in manufacture of dairy products; coffee, tea and herb infusion; and other food
products.

Beverages rose by 3.4%, lifting up from a drop of 0.8% in 2023, owing to higher production in
manufacture of beer; drinking water; soft drinks; and energy drinks, despite decreases in manufacture of
blended spirits; and wine.

Wearing apparel increased by 4.8%, improving from a 21.8% reduction in 2023, due to higher
production of all products; namely, outerwear; underwear and nightwear; and other clothing accessories,
such as handkerchiefs and shawls.

Paper and paper products increased by 4.2%, accelerating from a fall of 1.2% in 2023. The increase
was attributable to higher production across nearly all products, including manufacture of pulp, and other
articles of paper and paperboard. Moreover, that of corrugated paper and paperboard recovered.

Chemicals and chemical products increased by 0.1%, recovering from a drop of 1.4% in 2023.
The improvement was driven by higher production in manufacture of gases used in industrial production;
plastics and synthetic rubber in primary forms; and fertilizers. However, manufacture of soap and deter-
gent; and cosmetic products decreased.

Fabricated metal products increased by 3.1%, rebounding from a 3.9% drop in 2023. This increase was
driven by higher production in nearly all products, namely, manufacture of tanks, construction metals;
plating and coating metals; and other fabricated metal products. Despite decreases in manufacture of
steam generators; and wire products, chains, springs, bolts and screws.
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Machinery and equipment increased by 4.0%, improving from a 6.5% fall in 2023, owing to higher pro-
duction in nearly all products, particularly manufacture of engines and turbines, except aircraft, vehicle and
cycle engines; other general-purpose machinery; and agricultural machinery except tractor.

Printing and reproduction of recorded media rose by 3.0%, continually increasing from 1.0% in 2023,
owing to an increase in manufacture of newspaper and magazine.

Coke and refined petroleum products grew by 1.9%, slowing from a rise of 3.7% in 2023, in response to
demand from related industries.

Electricity, gas and air conditioning supply

Electricity, gas, and air conditioning supply grew by 4.8%, continually
increasing from 4.3% in 2023. This growth was driven by electric power
generation and transmission which expanded by 5.1%, from 4.2% in 2023, in
response to an acceleration in electricity consumption in residential users,
medium and large enterprises, along with an increase in small enterprises.
Besides, gas separation grew by 0.1%, lower than 5.8% in 2023.

Water supply; sewerage, waste management and remediation activities increased
by 3.5%. This growth was attributable to water supply which grew by 4.5%,
higher than 2.9% in 2023. Meanwhile, waste collection, treatment, disposal
activities, and materials recovery expanded by 1.7%, slowing down from 4.6% in
2023. This included a 2.8% increase in non-hazardous waste collection and
a 0.7% rise in materials recovery.

Construction

Construction increased by 1.7%, recovering from a 0.7% decline in 2023. This
was mainly driven by public construction, supported by the expansion in other
construction and non-dwelling construction projects. Meanwhile, private
dwelling construction declined; however, non-dwelling construction and other
private construction continually expanded.

Wholesale and retail trade; repair of motor vehicles and motorcycles

Wholesale and retail trade, and repair of motor vehicle and motorcycles grew by
3.2%, decelerating from 4.0% in 2023, owing to a continual increase in whole-
sale and retail sales, in response to a rise in private consumption
expenditure as well as a higher number of foreign tourists, compared with 2023.
Meanwhile, sales of motor vehicles and motorcycles were lower than in 2023,
due partly to a decline in domestic demand.

Transportation and storage

Transportation and storage rose 10.1%, following an increase of 9.0% in 2023.
The expansion was attributable to an increase in all types of transport services,
including land, water, and air transport services, which increased by 5.0%, 2.8%,
and 39.0%, respectively. The key contributing factor was continued
expansion in the tourism sector, supported by increases in foreign and domestic
tourists for domestic travel. Moreover, postal and courier activities grew by
7.5%, after 4.6% in 2023, in accordance with private operators’ turnover.
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Accommodation and food service activities

Accommodation and food service activities grew by 12.0%, lower than 21.4%
in 2023. This increase was driven by an expansion in accommodation and food
services with a 21.1% and a 6.8% increase, compared to 54.6% and 10.4% in
2023, respectively. In 2024, the number of foreign tourists stood at 35,545,714
people, higher than 28,150,714 people in 2023, led by Chinese, Malaysian, and
Indian, orderly. In addition, domestic travel also increased.

Information and communication

Information and communication expanded by 6.4%, from 3.7% in 2023.
This growth was mainly driven by telecommunication activities with a rise of
6.8%, higher than 2.3% in 2023, in line with communication operators’
turnover. In addition, computer programming and consultancy activities grew
by 7.8%. However, programming and broadcasting activities; and information
service activities declined by 0.1% and 0.3%, orderly.

Financial and insurance activities

Financial and insurance activities grew by 2.0%, comparing to a rise of 1.5% in
2023. This resulted from an expansion in volume of loans, deposits, and fees in
commercial banks and specialised financial institutions. In addition, the implicit
per-unit charge for financial services embedded in the interest rate spread
and the inflation rate decelerated. Furthermore, insurance mostly increased
from life insurance. However, nonlife insurance continually dropped from the
prior year. The activities auxiliary to financial service expanded, driven by a
rise in foreign exchange activities.
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Real estate activities

Real estate activities increased by 1.2%, slowing down from 1.5% in 2023. This
growth resulted from a 1.5% increase in real estate activities with own or leased
property, compared to a rise of 2.0% in 2023. Meanwhile, real estate brokerage
activities declined by 3.5%, improving from 4.6% in 2023. This improvement
was due partly to government measures that reduced ownership transfer and
mortgage fees for properties with value up to seven million baht. However,
there was an ongoing tightening of credit approval by financial institutions.

Professional, scientific and technical activities

Professional, scientific and technical activities grew by 2.2%, decelerating from
3.2% in 2023. The slowdown was attributable to deceleration in head offices
and management consultancy activities; architectural and engineering activities;
technical testing and analysis activities; scientific research and development
activities; advertising and market research activities; other professional,
scientific and technical activities; and veterinary activities.

Administrative and support services activities

Administrative and support services activities rose by 2.0%. This expansion was
attributable to favorable expansions in travel agency, tour operator and
reservation service activities; other business support service activities; and
general cleaning of the building activities. However, rental and leasing activities
decreased.

Education

Education increased by 1.9%, accelerating from 0.8% in 2023. Public education
rose by 1.6%, continuing from 1.1% in 2023, along with private education
which rose by 5.2%, improving from a drop of 2.4% in 2023.

Human health and social work activities

Human health and social work activities grew by 5.7%, from 3.9% in 2023.
This was attributable to an expansion in human health activities which grew by
6.5%, after 6.2% in 2023, driven by acceleration in private health services
activities; and general medical consultation and treatment, together with a
continual increase in other human health activities; residential care both with
and without accommodation for the children and elderly; and other social work.

Art, entertainment and recreation

Art, entertainment, and recreation increased by 4.6%, higher than 2.2% in 2023.
The growth was propelled by an increase in activities of government lottery in
accordance with the number of lotteries as well as an expansion in creative, arts
and entertainment activities. Meanwhile, operation of sports facilities and
botanical garden activities slowed down.

Other service activities

Other service activities expanded by 0.5%, after a rise of 2.6% in 2023.
This deceleration was driven by deceleration in membership organizations
activities; and other personal service activities such as spa, haircut and beauty
salon, and laundry service. Moreover, there was a decrease in repair of
computers, and personal and household goods activities.
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Composition of Private Final Consumption Expenditure

Private final consumption expenditure expanded by 4.4%, slowing from a 6.7%
growth in 2023. This deceleration was due to overall economic conditions which
have displayed a sluggish recovery. This caused a decrease in household
income, coupled with higher household debt burden. In addition, loan approval

Private final consumption by financial institutions was tightened. This resulted in low purchasing power of

expenditure (PFCE)
increased by 4.4%.

households. Moreover, the unemployment rate was higher, resulting in
increasingly cautious spending behavior of households.  However, the
continuous expansion of household spending this year was still driven by the
rising tourism activities, and the increase was also supported by a decline in
inflation rate. Furthermore, the consumer confidence index was at 59.3%,
improving from 56.7% in 2023. The economic stimulus policy from the
government at the end of year was also a supporting factor.

Spending on durable goods decreased by 9.2%, from an expansion of 2.4% in 2023.
This reduction was due to a decline in household vehicle purchase. Meanwhile, non
-durable goods and services expanded by 2.8% and 8.4%, decelerating from 3.4%
and 11.9% in 2023, respectively. However, expenditure on semi-durable goods rose
by 4.2%, accelerating from 1.8% in 2023.

Private final consumption expenditure in the domestic market (excluding residents
abroad) grew by 6.6%, from 9.6% in 2023. In addition, household spending rose by
6.7%, slowing from 9.7% in 2023. Non-profit institutions serving households
increased by 1.6%, from 0.4% in 2023.

Private final consumption expenditure in the domestic market (excluding
the expenditure of residents abroad and non-residents in the country) increased by
3.4%, decelerating from 5.2% in 2023. After including expenditure of residents
abroad which expanded by 32.5%, and as a result, the private final consumption
expenditure rose by 4.4%, slowing from 6.7% in 2023.

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Household consumption expenditure classified by goods and services items.

Food and non-alcoholic beverages grew by 3.4%, slowing from 3.6% in 2023.
Consumption of non-alcoholic beverages rose by 4.9%, decelerating from 6.6%
in 2023. However, spending on food rose by 3.3%, continuing from 3.2% in
2023. This was a result of expansion in the consumption of fish and other
seafood, milk, other dairy products and eggs, fruits and nuts, and ready-made
food and other food products.

Alcoholic beverages and tobacco and narcotics increased by 2.4%, decelerating
from 2.8% in 2023. Alcoholic beverage consumption grew by 4.2%, slowing
from 4.6% in 2023, whereas tobacco and narcotics consumption declined by
0.6%, similar with a decrease in 2023.

Clothing and footwear rose by 5.7%, accelerating from 3.2% in 2023. This was
from the increase in clothing and footwear at 5.9% and 4.1%, accelerating from
3.4% and 0.9% in 2023, respectively.

Housing, water, electricity, gas, and other fuels increased by 3.2%, decelerating
from 3.6% in 2023. This was attributable to spending on rental housing, water
supply and miscellaneous services relating to the dwelling, which rose by 1.3%,
slowing from 2.2% in 2023. Meanwhile, expenditure on electricity, gases and
other fuels expanded by 6.7%, continuing from 6.3% in 2023.

Furnishings, household equipment and routine household maintenance rose
by 2.7%, improving from a contraction of 0.6% in 2023. This resulted from a
3.0% increase in furniture, furnishings and loose carpets, from a 1.7% decline in
2023. Moreover, spending on household textiles, household appliances, tools and
equipment for house and garden, and goods and services for routine household
maintenance expanded by 2.6%, from a decline of 0.5% in 2023.

Health expanded by 1.6%, decelerating from 4.0% in 2023. This was due to an
increase in both outpatient and inpatient care services, which rose by 4.4% and
2.3%, slowing from 6.5% and 4.4% in 2023, respectively. Meanwhile, spending
on medicines and health products dropped by 0.7%, from an increase of 2.3%
in 2023 .

Transport declined by 1.6%, from a rise of 4.4% in 2023. A decrease was
attributable to expense on vehicle purchases which fell by 17.2%, compared to an
increase of 5.6% in 2023. Meanwhile, operation of personal transport equipment,
passenger transport services, and transport service of goods rose by 1.5%, 10.9%,
and 6.6%, accelerating from 0.9%, 10.2%, and 5.3% in 2023, correspondingly.

Information and communication expanded by 3.7%, slowing from 4.1% in
2023. This growth was attributable to expenses on information and
communication equipment, and software excluding games, which grew by 3.1%
and 4.1%, from 5.9% and 13.5% in 2023, respectively. Meanwhile, expense on
information and communication services grew by 3.8%, accelerating from 2.9%
in 2023.

Recreation, sport and culture rose by 4.4%, slowing down from 6.6% in 2023.
This growth was attributable to expenditure on other recreation and
entertainment and newspapers, books, and stationery which increased by 5.1%
and 0.4%, decelerating from 7.9% and 3.0% in 2023, respectively. Meanwhile,
consumption of recreational durables slightly decreased by 0.2%, from a 15.4%
decline in 2023.
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Education services grew by 2.1%, enhancing from 1.3% in 2023, primarily
because of the acceleration of expenditures on tertiary education. Moreover,
expense for education not defined by level continued to expand from 2023.
Expenses for secondary education and post-secondary non-tertiary education
improved consequently. Meanwhile, expenses for early childhood and primary
education fell from 2023.

Restaurants and accommodation services grew by 25.8%, slowing from 47.8%
in 2023, attributed to expenses on restaurant services and accommodation
services which expanded by 18.5% and 39.7%, decelerating from 33.1% and
92.2% in 2023, respectively.

Insurance and financial services increased by 3.1%, decelerating from 4.7%
in 2023. Spending on insurance and financial services expanded by 1.1% and
4.3%, decelerating from 2.8% and 5.9% in 2023, respectively.

Personal care, social protection and miscellaneous goods and services
decreased by 1.7%, from a rise of 2.0% in 2023. Spending on personal care
dropped by 4.3%, comparing to an increase of 6.0% in 2023. Purchasing of
other personal effects fell by 1.2%, continued from a 0.7% decline in 2023.
Meanwhile, spending on other services increased by 2.0%, accelerating from
0.3% in 2023.

Individual consumption expenditure of non-profit institutions serving
households (NPISHs) rose by 1.6%, accelerating from 0.4% in 2023.
This growth was due to expenses on social protection services which increased
by 4.1%, accelerating from 1.6% in 2023. Payments on health services
improved from 2023. Meanwhile, expenditure on education and other services
dropped, compared to 2023.

Private consumption expenditure classified by durability 4 categories

Durable goods decreased by 9.2%, from a rise of 2.4% in 2023. Purchases of
vehicles declined by 17.2% comparing to an increase of 5.6% in 2023.
Contrastingly, furnishings, households’ equipment and routine maintenance;
recreation, sport and culture; and health increased by 3.2%, 0.9%, and 1.0%,
rebounded from a drop of 2.1%, 13.6%, and 1.0% in 2023, respectively. The
expenditure on personal care, social protection and miscellaneous goods and
services fell by 3.0%, continuing from a reduction of 1.8% in 2023.

Semi-durable goods increased by 4.2%, accelerating from 1.8% in 2023.
Expenses on clothing and footwear rose by 6.0%, from an increase of 3.2% in
2023. Spendings for furnishings, household equipment and routine household
maintenance, and transport expanded 2.5% and 3.8%, improved from 0.2% and
3.7% drops in 2023, respectively. Meanwhile, expenses on recreation, sport and
culture expanded 1.4%, decelerating from 5.3% in 2023.

Non-durable goods increased by 2.8%, decelerating from 3.4% in 2023.
Expenses on food and non-alcoholic beverages, and alcoholic beverages as well
as tobacco and narcotics expanded by 3.4% and 2.4%, decelerating from 3.6%
and 2.8% in 2023, respectively. Meanwhile, expenditure on transport, and
housing, water, electricity, gas, and others expanded 1.5% and 6.1%,
accelerating from 1.1%, and 5.9% in 2023, respectively.

Services rose by 8.4%, slowing from 11.9% in 2023. The increase was driven
by expenditures on restaurants and accommodation, insurance and financial
services, and housing, water, electricity, gas, and other fuels which grew 25.8%,
3.1%, and 1.3%, decelerating from 47.8%, 4.7%, and 2.1% in 2023,
respectively. Meanwhile, transport, information and communication, and
education services grew by 9.2%, 3.8%, and 2.1%, continuing from 8.9%, 3.5%,
and 1.3% in 2023, respectively.

General government final consumption expenditure at current market prices
in 2024 amounted to 3,102,910 million baht, expanding by 4.0%, comparing
with a 3.1% decrease in 2023. Specifically, compensation of employees was
valued at 1,809,181 million baht, rising by 3.7%, accelerating from 3.4% in
2023. Purchases from enterprises and abroad totaled 871,234 million baht,
increasing by 2.3%, an improvement from a 0.7% decline recorded in 2023.
Social transfers in kind—purchased market production recorded a value of
345,435 million baht, expanding by 11.0% and rebounding from a 30.4%
decline in 2023. Consumption of fixed capital amounted to 342,870 million
baht, increasing by 1.2%, compared with 1.3% in 2023. Meanwhile, purchases
by households and enterprises amounted to 265,810 million baht, rising by
1.7%, decelerating from 5.8% in 2023.

By the functions of government, total general government final consumption
at current market prices in 2024 comprised the following:
education services accounted for 28.7%; health services accounted for 21.4%;
general public services accounted for 13.4%; economic affairs accounted for
12.2%; defense accounted for 9.0%; public order and safety accounted for 8.9%;
and the remaining services, including housing and community amenities;
recreation, culture, and religion; environmental protection; and social protection
accounted for 6.4%.

General government final consumption expenditure in real terms increased
by 2.6%, improving from a 4.6% decline in 2023. This improvement resulted
from a 1.5% increase in compensation of employees, accelerating from 1.3% in
2023. Purchases from enterprises and abroad increased by 2.3%, comparing
with a 1.6% decline in 2023. Social transfers in kind—purchased market
production increased by 10.8%, rebounding from a 31.4% contraction in 2023.
Meanwhile, consumption of fixed capital increased by 0.8%, compared with
0.6% in 2023. Lastly, purchases by households and enterprises increased by
1.6%, slowing from 5.5% recorded in 2023.
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Gross capital formation

Gross capital formation in 2024 at current market prices amounted to
4,008,220 million baht, comprising 4,122,952 million baht of gross fixed
capital formation and a 114,732 million baht decrease in inventories.

In real terms, gross fixed capital formation decreased by 0.3%, comparing
with a 1.2% increase in 2023. The main contributing factor was a decline in
private investment, which fell by 1.9%, comparing with growth of 3.1% in
2023. However, public investment rose by 4.5%, improving from a 4.2%
contraction in 2023.

The main factor was a decrease in
investment in transport equipment, in line with a drop in new registrations of both
passenger cars and trucks, partly due to strict loan approval measures. Meanwhile,
investment in industrial machinery and office equipment increased, supported by higher
imports of computers, specialised industrial machinery, and -electricity-generation
equipment.

Public Investment

Public investment at current market prices amounted to 1,066,126 million baht,
consisting of 829,110 million baht in public construction and 237,016 million baht in
public machinery and equipment. In real terms, public investment increased by 4.5%,
improving from a 4.2% contraction in 2023. This improvement resulted from higher
investment by both the government and state enterprises.

Public construction at current market prices amounted to 829,110 million baht,
comprising 16,744 million baht in dwellings, 140,449 million baht in non-dwellings, and
671,917 million baht in other construction. In real terms, public construction grew by
5.0%, from a 2.8% contraction in 2023. Government construction expanded by 5.8%,
driven by increased construction and repair works on roads, bridges, and other structures
such as weirs, reservoirs, drainage canals, pumping stations, and water pipeline systems.
Meanwhile, construction by state enterprises grew by 3.7%, slightly up from 3.6% in
2023. Major state enterprise construction projects this year included pipeline
construction, electricity distribution system projects, network equipment projects,
mineral exploration projects, and other ongoing construction works.
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Public investment in machinery and equipment at current market prices
amounted to 237,016 million baht. In real terms, investment in public machinery
and equipment increased by 2.8%, rebounding from an 8.6% decline in 2023.
Government investment in equipment rose by 11.0%, partly due to increased
purchases of office equipment, vehicles, and machinery. Meanwhile, state
enterprise investment in machinery and equipment declined by 3.8%, improving
from a 7.1% drop in 2023.

Investment classified by type of assets

Tangible fixed assets at current market prices amounted to 3,925,073 million
baht, comprising 305,528 million baht in dwellings, 1,012,930 million baht in
non-dwellings, 2,595,440 million baht in machinery and equipment, and 11,175
million baht in agricultural assets. In real terms, tangible fixed assets decreased
by 0.8%, comparing with growth of 1.4% in 2023. By category, dwelling
construction declined by 6.3%, down from a 2.5% increase in 2023;
non-dwelling construction grew by 5.7%, accelerating from 0.3% growth; while
machinery and equipment and agricultural assets fell by 2.4% and 25.1%,
compared with increases of 1.7% and 0.7% in 2023, respectively.

Intangible fixed assets at current market prices amounted to 183,382 million baht,
comprising 75,625 million baht in mineral exploration and 107,757 million baht in
computer software. In real terms, investment in intangible assets grew by 11.4%,
rebounding from a 4.0% decline in 2023, mainly driven by a 22.7% increase in
computer software investment, up from 11.0% growth in 2023. Meanwhile,
expenditure on mineral exploration declined by 1.7%, continuing from a 17.4%
decrease in 2023.

Costs of ownership transfer at current market prices amounted to 14,497
million baht. In real terms, costs of ownership transfer declined by 3.5%,
continuing from a 4.7% decrease in 2023.

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Change in inventories

Overall change in inventories at current prices decreased with the value of
114,732 million baht in 2024. The decline in manufacturing inventories was led
by computers and peripheral equipment; plastics and synthetic rubber in primary
forms; jewelry and related articles; fish and fish products, fresh, chilled or
frozen; and other electronic and electric wires and cables, as a result of which
the expansion in industrial exports compared to the previous year, in particular
computers and peripheral equipment. There was an increase in stocks of
manufacturing including electronic components and boards. The increase in
inventory of agricultural products was from rubber, cassava and paddy. The
inventory of mining products increased, mainly from crude oil. The stock of
gold increased due to high value of imports.
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External Sectors Exports of goods and services

Exports of goods and
services expanded.

Imports of goods and
services increased.

Exports of goods and services at current market prices in 2024 presented a
value of 13,017,556 million baht, expanding by 10.4%. This was in line with a
rise in value of merchandised exports and services receipts.

Merchandise exports (FOB prices) at current market prices were officially
recorded at 10,483,259 million baht, increasing by 7.2%, which derived from a
boost in agricultural products. Agricultural products expansion originated from
rice, including white rice, broken rice, and Hom Mali fragrant rice. The overall
rice exports accounted for 10.0 million tons which was the highest level in six
years. An increase in rice exports was partly a result of food security concerns in
several countries, together with lower exports of rice from India due to export
restriction in curbing inflation and maintaining food security domestically.
Moreover, there were increases in rubber, and chilled and frozen chicken. In
contrast, export of fruits decreased in accordance with demand from China.

A rise in manufacturing exports substantially originated from computers,
computer parts, and telecommunication equipment. There were also increases in
exports of air conditioners, metal, and passenger cars. The exports of
agro-industrial products were increased from palm oil, rubber products, and
animal feedings. In contrast, the exports of sugar, parts of electrical appliances,
and pickup trucks diminished. In addition, exports are also favorably affected by
a rise in non-monetary gold exports. Overall exports in real terms increased by
4.4%, rebounded from a 2.6% reduction in 2023, while export prices increased
by 2.7%. Exports to major destinations such as USA., China, ASEAN and
Europe increased.

Service receipts at current market prices posted value at 2,534,297 million baht,
surged by 26.1%. This was principally attributable to increasing in the number
of foreign tourists, in consequence, travel and transportation receipts greatly
increased. Furthermore, other business services also scaled up.

Imports of goods and services

Imports of goods and services at current market prices in 2024 revealed the
value of 12,341,138 million baht, increasing by 8.4%, from a fall of 2.9%
in 2023. This was established by an increase in imports of goods and service
payments.

Merchandise imports (FOB prices) at current market prices recorded the value
0f 9,733,461 million baht, increased by 7.0%, improving from a 4.4% decline in
2023. A rise was from increasing raw material and intermediate goods imports.
This was in line with higher imports of electronic parts, especially for integrated
circuits, thanks to increasing demand for computers and peripheral equipment.
Expansion in consumer goods imports derived from food and household
electrical appliances imports, in line with household consumption and improved
tourism activities. Conversely, there was a lower households’ purchases of
vehicles due to strict loan approval, resulting in a contraction of vehicles
imports, particularly for electric vehicles. Capital goods imports expanded
especially for machines and computers in accordance with an expansion in
industrial machinery and office equipment imports. Overall imports of goods in
volume terms rose by 4.4% and imports price level increased by 2.4%.

Service payments at current market prices showed a value of 2,607,677 million
baht, which rose by 14.1%. This was mainly due to expansion of travel
payments, freight and other business services.

As a
result, current account balance which comprises of trade and services balance,
primary income and secondary income, registered a surplus of 402,736 million
baht, higher than a surplus of 304,169 million baht in 2023.

Gross National Income at current market prices in 2024 recorded a value of
18,087,554 million baht, rising by 3.1%. Compensation of employees which
accounted for 32.4% of gross national income, expanded by 4.2%. Return on
capital, land, and entrepreneurship, which is 40.5% of gross national income,
increased by 3.3%, principally due to expansion of net return on income from
property and return on entrepreneurship which grew by 7.4% and 2.7%,
respectively. Taxes on production and imports less subsidies rose by 2.3%,
decelerating from 15.6% in 2023. Consumption of fixed capital increased by
1.0%.

Compensation of employees or return on labor in 2024 valued at 5,857,907
million baht, which was equivalent to 32.4% of gross national income (GNI),
increased by 4.2%, accelerating from 3.7% in 2023. Compensation of
employees in public sector increased by 3.7%, accelerating from 3.4% in 2023.
Compensation of employees in private sector (including net compensation of
employees from abroad) rose by 4.4%, higher than 3.8% in 2023. Compensation
of employees can be separated into two parts as follows (1) wages and salaries
increased by 4.1% and (2) employer’s contribution in social security fund and
other welfare, rose by 4.8%. In 2024, minimum wage raise was applied by 2-16
baht per day in various provinces, leading to a 2.6% rise in average minimum
wage for the whole country. While salaries in the government sector were
increased as usual, without special adjustment. Labor force survey by the
national statistical office (NSO) in 2024 indicated that the number of total
employed persons decreased by 0.3%. The number of employed persons with
employee status increased by 2.3%. Public employees dropped by 2.1%, while
private employees, 81.6% proportional of total employees, rose by 3.3%.
In addition, the number of insured persons under section 33 of social security
act at the end of 2024 increased by 1.6%, decelerating from 2.2% in 2023.

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Private sector and public sector compensation of employees

Compensation of employees in the public sector, which accounted for 35.8% of
overall compensation of employees, increased by 3.7%, from 3.4% in 2023.
Compensation of employees of government employees rose by 3.7%.
Compensation of employees of state enterprises and public corporations
increased by 3.6%. Compensation of employees of private sector (including net
compensation of employees from abroad), 64.2% share of total compensation of
employees, grew by 4.4%, better than 3.8% in 2023.

Compensation of employees by economic activities

Compensation of employees in the agricultural sector presented a value of
247,131 million baht, which accounted for 4.2% of total compensation of
employees, scaling up by 3.7%, partly from a rise in production value of major
agricultural products such as rice, rubber, sugar cane, maize, and oil palm .

Compensation of employees in the non-agricultural sector recorded a value of
5,649,817 million baht, 96.4% of total compensation of employees, increasing
by 4.4%, from 3.9% in the previous year. This expansion can be observed from
both industrial and services sector.

o Compensation of employees in the industrial sector, which accounted
for 27.3% of total compensation of employees, expanded by 2.2%, improving
from 0.2% in 2023. The largest proportion in the industrial sector is
manufacturing activity which enhanced from 0.2% contraction in 2023 to
a 2.2% increase in 2024. Compensation of employees in mining and quarrying
expanded by 7.7%, improving from 1.4% reduction in preceding year.
Compensation of employees in water supply; sewerage, waste management, and
remediation activities grew by 7.2%. On the contrary, compensation of
employees in electricity, gas, steam and air conditioning supply activities
decreased by 0.5%.

o Compensation of employees in the services sector, 69.1% share of total
compensation of employees, rose by 5.3%, decelerating from 5.5% in preceding
year. Compensation of employees in construction activities, wholesale and retail
trade; repair of motor vehicles and motorcycles activities, accommodation and
food service activities, and human health and social work activities expanded by
4.7%, 4.2%, 25.8%, and 5.4% respectively. Compensation of employees in
financial and insurance activities rose by 2.8%, mainly originated from a rise in
life insurance, non-life insurance, and non-financial intermediation activity. In
contrast, compensation of employees of commercial bank activity, with the
largest share, was less than previous year, on account of reduction in the number
of staffs and branch downsizing, in line with digital transformation.
Compensation of employees in transportation and storage activities, public
administration and defence; compulsory social security activities, and education
activities accelerated at the rates of 9.0%, 3.6%, and 3.3%, respectively. Lastly,
compensation of employees in other services activities increased by 4.9%,
accelerating from 4.2% in 2023.
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Net compensation of employees from the rest of the world recorded a deficit of
39,041 million baht. Compensation of employees from the rest of the world
registered at 28,267 million baht, less than 67,308 million baht of compensation
of employees to the rest of the world.

Returns on land, capital, and entrepreneurs

Net return on land, capital, and entrepreneurship valued at 7,323,636 million
baht, which was equivalent to 40.5% of gross national income, grew by 3.3%,
lower than 3.5% in 2023.

Income from farming and households and non-profit institutions serving
households (NPISHs): gross mixed income valued at 4,083,774 million baht,
which accounted for 22.6% of gross national income, increased by 2.6%, slowing
from 18.6% in 2023. Farm income increased by 8.0%, which was
principally derived from an expansion in major agricultural product prices such as
rice, rubber, sugar cane, maize, and oil palm. Furthermore, other mixed income
also presented a slight improvement from the previous year.

Income from entrepreneurship or profit of corporations recorded at 2,321,403
million baht, increasing by 2.9%.

Net income from property of households and non-profit institutions serving
households (NPISHs) valued at 980,228 million baht, increasing by 8.2%,
decelerating from 6.6% in 2023. Such a deceleration was from property income
receipts which grew at higher rate than property income payments.

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®  Households and NPISHs property income receipt posted a value of
1,369,016 million baht, increasing by 6.2% in comparison with 7.1% in 2023.
Interest income grew by 16.4% lower than 28.3% in 2023, due to a slower growth of
income received from banks. Other property income receivable such as from
provident fund, government pension fund, and life insurance increased by 4.1%,
decelerating from 5.8% in the previous year. Income from land rent from
agricultural area increased by 0.9%, decelerating from 4.6% in 2023. Income from
dividend boosted by 3.5%, comparing to 1.0% in 2023, which was mainly driven by
dividend from private commercial banks, government enterprises and cooperatives.
However, dividend from listed companies in the stock exchange of Thailand
declined.

®  Households and NPISHs property income payment posted a value of
388,788 million baht, rising by 1.4%, decelerating from 8.3% in 2023. This was
reflected by a rise of 1.6% in interest payment, lower than 9.7% in 2023. This was
attributable to higher interest rate which led to an increase in interest paid to
pawnshop, mortgage interest, interest paid to cooperatives, interest on loan from life
insurance policy, and interest paid to banks. However, consumer loan (loan for land,
loan for dwelling and real estate, and loan for working abroad are excluded)
diminished. Land rent for agricultural area slightly increased.

General government income from property increased by 15.6%, reversing from a
contraction of 1.4% in 2023. The expansion was mainly driven by an increase in
dividend, interest received, and investment income on pension entitlements. Income
from dividends rose by 22.7%, which was supported by a rise in income from public
organizations, special state enterprises, and other dividends. Interest received also
increased by 24.3%, whereas rental income declined by 28.7%.

Private net savings comprising households, non-profit institutions serving
households (NPISHs), private corporations, and cooperatives co-operatives
presented a value of 1,431,535 million baht, expanded by 8.0%.

1) Net savings of households and non-profit institutions serving households
(NPISHs)

Net savings of households and NPISHs valued at 196,407 million baht, rising by
6.5%. The details are as follows.

Households and NPISHs income receipts valued at 12,887,653 million baht,
increasing by 4.9%, decelerating from 7.9% in 2023. Primary income receipt,
the principal source of income, expanded by 3.8%, from 8.9% in 2023.
It consists of (1) compensation of employees, 45.5% of households and NPISHs
income, increased by 4.2%, (2) property income, 10.6% of households and
NPISHs income, increased by 6.2% (3) households and NPISHs mixed income,
33.5% of households and NPISHs income, increased by 2.5%. As a result,
primary income receipt expanded by 3.8%. Secondary income receipt comprises
of social benefit other than social transfers in kind and other current transfers
increased by the rate of 16.1%, improving from a contraction in the previous
year.
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Primary and secondary income payment valued at 1,790,976 million baht,
increasing by 5.0%, from 10.3% in 2023. Property income payable increased by
1.4%, from 8.3% in 2023. Income taxes rose by 3.5%, less than 6.4% in 2023.
Net social security contribution expanded by 5.3%, while transfer to
government and rest of the world also increased by 14.1%.

Households and NPISHs disposable income increased by 4.9%, decelerating
from 7.5% in the preceding year. After deducting by private final consumption
expenditure which rose by 4.9%, and adjusting the change in pension
entitlement, net savings of households and NPISHs expanded by 6.5%. In other
words, per capita net savings of households and NPISHs posted a value
of 2,797 baht, increasing by 6.3%.

Public sector net savings

Public net savings, consisting of general government, public corporations and
government enterprises presented a deficit at 131,990 million baht, extremely
subtracted at the rate of 213.5%. Government net savings recorded as deficit
550,134 million baht, lower than a deficit of 359,555 million baht in 2023.
This deficit continued from 2014. Net savings of public corporations and
government enterprises posted a surplus of 418,144 million baht, dropping by
12.1%, from a rise of 57.3% in the preceding year.

1) General government net savings

General government net saving recorded a deficit of 550,134 million baht in
2024, marking a continual fiscal deficit, compared with a deficit of 359,555
million baht in 2023. General government revenue amounted to 5,384,322
million baht, expanding by 10.2%, primarily driven by tax revenue, the
government’s primary source of income, which increased by 2.2%. Meanwhile,
government expenditure on non-investment items reached 5,449,222 million
baht, rising by 14.3%. After adjusting for changes in pension entitlements from
social welfare funds amounting to 142,364 million baht, which declined by
0.3%, and consumption of fixed capital totaling 342,870 million baht, which
increased by 1.2%, general government net saving decreased by 53.0%.

The increase in general government revenue in 2024 was mainly attributable to
higher tax revenue, including taxes on production and imports, taxes on income
and wealth, and other taxes, which can be categorized as follows:

Taxes on production and imports accounted 33.7% of total general government
revenue and increased by 3.5%, moderating from an expansion of 6.3% in 2023.
The increase in tax revenue was mainly driven by

(1) Value Added Taxes (VAT) increased, accelerating from 2023, particularly VAT
from domestic consumption, while VAT from imports decreased.

® VAT from domestic consumption rose in line with continued growth in
private consumption, from financial service activities, wholesale and retail
trade, electricity, gas, steam and air conditioning supply, and the manufacture
of food products.

® VAT from imports continued to decline from 2023, despite an expansion in
the value of imported goods and services. This was a result of a lower share of
imports subject to VAT, declining crude oil prices, and exchange rate
volatility.

(2) Oil and oil product tax increased in 2024 compared with 2023, reflecting the
termination of tax reduction on gasoline and diesel on January 31 and April 19, 2024,
respectively. This was coupled with low revenue in 2023 from diesel excise taxes
which had been reduced by 5 baht per liter in the first half of 2023, resulting in a
strong rebound in tax collections in 2024.

(3) Specific business tax increased, with revenue from financial transactions
continuing to expand in line with higher interest income of commercial banks. In
contrast, revenue from real estate transactions declined, reflecting a contraction in the
value of real estate transactions.

(4) Land and building tax increased following the termination of tax relief
measures in June 2024, contributing to higher tax collections over the year.

(5) Beer tax increased in line with higher consumption and the continued growth of
the tourism sector.

In addition, other taxes on production and imports that recorded increases during
the year included taxes on non-alcoholic beverages, petroleum royalty, battery
tax, hotel tax for provincial administration, and business registration fees.
Meanwhile, major taxes on production and imports that declined during the year
included taxes on liquor, stamp duty, automobile tax, motorcycle tax, import
duty, tobacco tax, mineral royalty, and revenue from contributions to the Oil Fuel
Fund
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Property income from government and investment income payable on
pension entitlements accounted for 5.0% of total government revenue and
increased by 15.6%. The expansion was driven by higher dividend income,
investment income payable on pension entitlements, and interest received, while
rental income declined.

Property income from government comprised the following components:
(1) Dividend income, which accounted for 54.3% of total government property
income, increased by 22.7%, reflecting higher income from public enterprises in
the service sector, special state enterprises, public enterprises in the transport,
industrial, and commercial sectors, as well as other dividend income.
(2) Investment income payable on pension entitlements, accounting for 21.3%
of total government property income, increased by 8.3%, due to higher
investment returns from both interest and dividend income. (3) Interest received,
which constituted 19.4% of total government property income, rose by 24.3%,
supported by increases in interest on deposits with financial institutions and
other interest income. (4) Rental income, accounting for 5.0% of total
government property income, declined by 28.7%, reflecting lower real estate
rental income and a reduction in special benefit payments from petroleum
concessionaires.

Current taxes on income, wealth, and etc. accounted for for 22.1% of total
government revenue and rose by 0.3%, decelerating from 2.2% in 2023. The
slowdown was primarily driven by

® (Corporate income tax increment increased by 0.7%, compared with
2.5% in 2023, due to the following factors: (1) Income tax on net profit (P.N.D.
50) increased by 3.5%, in line with a 15.5% expansion in the operating perfor-
mance of companies listed on the Stock Exchange during the second half of
2023. (2) Income tax on net profit forecast (P.N.D. 51) increased by 0.7%,
driven by improved performance in the manufacture of food products, petroleum
and natural gas drilling activities, and financial service activities.
(3) Withholding tax by the private sector (P.N.D. 53) increased by 1.9%.
(4) Withholding tax on service and profit distribution (P.N.D. 54) increased by
2.2%, moderating from a sharp expansion of 14.5% in 2023.

® Personal income tax increased by 4.6%, driven by the following
factors: (1) Withholding tax on salary income (P.N.D. 1) increased by 4.8%,
reflecting higher employment levels in both the public and private sectors.
(2) Withholding tax on interest and dividend (P.N.D. 2) increased by 11.4%,
accelerating from 8.5% in 2023, partly due to an increase in bank deposits and
policy rate adjustments, which resulted in higher withholding tax revenue from
interest income on individuals’ bank deposits. (3) Withholding tax on hire of
work (P.N.D. 3) increased by 5.0%. (4) Withholding tax on immovable property
income (S.P.K. 20) declined by 8.1%, reversing an expansion of 4.9% in 2023,
in line with a contraction in real estate transactions during the year.

® Petroleum income tax declined by 30.9%, reflecting a contraction in
petroleum trading values and a decline in crude oil prices.
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Social contributions accounted for 14.5% of total government revenue,
increased by 5.3%, moderating from an expansion of 13.8% in 2023. The
increase was attributable to the following factors: (1) Employers’ and
employees’ actual social contributions increased for both the private sector and
the general government sector. Contributions to the Social Security Fund, the
Government Pension Fund, the Local Administration Pension Fund, the
Workmen’s Compensation Fund, and the Provident Fund rose, while
contributions to the Bangkok Metropolitan Administration Pension Fund
declined. (2) Employers’ social contributions related to other welfare benefits
increased, including pension, old-age pension, survivor gratuity, old-age
gratuity, monthly gratuity, and medical expenses. In contrast, subsistence
allowances, cost-of-living allowances for pensioners, and children’s education
allowances declined. (3) Households’ social contribution supplements increased,
driven by both interest and dividend income receivable.

Miscellaneous current transfers receivable accounted for 1.7% of total
government revenue, and increased by 97.3%. The increase was partly
attributable to higher revenue from donations, settlement fines, traffic fines,
unclaimed lottery prizes of the Government Lottery Office, compensation for
damages, and contractual penalties.

Interest paid represented 5.0% of total government expenditure, increasing by
18.6%, from 16.1% in 2023. This rise was mainly driven by higher interest
expenses on domestic debt, while interest expenses on foreign debt declined.
Specifically, interest expenses on domestic debt expanded by 18.8%,
representing an increase in interest on government bonds, promissory notes for
financing deficit, and short-term loan interest of commercial banks. In contrast,
interest expenses on foreign debt decreased by 28.7%.

Subsidies accounted for 2.1% of total government expenditure, rising by 26.9%,
reversing from a 57.7% decline in the previous year. The increase was mainly
from higher subsidies on fuel, electric vehicles (EVs), and education.
Meanwhile, agricultural subsidies and export subsidies decreased.

Social benefits other than social transfers in kind which constituted 14.4% of
total government expenditure, increased by 4.5%, slowing from 6.0% in 2023.
The increase was primarily from service-related pension, pension, monthly
gratuity, survivor gratuity, medical expenses, old-age allowances, disability
living allowances, newborn-child support grants, government contributions to
the social security fund, and social security benefits including old-age gratuities,
sickness, death, disability, and unemployment benefits. On the other hand,
subsistence allowances, cost-of-living allowances for pensioners, children’s
education allowances, funeral assistance, and social security benefits for child
support and maternity decreased.

Miscellaneous current transfers payable accounted for 20.6% of total
government expenditure, increasing by 69.5%, comparing with a 12.4% decline
in the previous year. The increase was mainly due to the economic stimulus
package of government in 2024, particularly cash transfers of 10,000 baht per
person to social welfare card holders, the elderly, and disabled person, which
significantly lifted miscellaneous current transfers payable. However, aids for
victims of disasters and cost of indemnification declined.
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2) Net savings of public corporations and government enterprises

Net savings of public corporations and government enterprises were valued at
418,144 million baht, declining by 12.1%, following an expansion of 57.3% in
2023. The net profit of public corporations and government enterprises based on
business accounting, adjusted to the calendar year, amounted to 403,728 million
baht, with a contraction of 30.9%, comparing with an expansion of 99.0% in
2023. However, after adjustment in accordance with the national accounting
definition, net profit before profit allocation of public corporations and
government enterprises increased by 1.5%, decelerating from 41.0% in 2023.
After deducting annual profit allocation, comprising (1) dividends, (2) profit
delivered to the government, and (3) bonus payments from net profit, which in
total increased by 34.2%.

Net savings of public corporations and state enterprises classified by
organization establishments in 2024 revealed that public corporations
established as company limited recorded net savings of 84,910 million baht,
increasing by 19.1%, comparing with 60.1% in 2023. Meanwhile, other state
enterprises recorded net savings of 333,234 million baht, declining by 17.6%,
after an expansion of 58.5% in 2023.

Saving — investment gap

Gross saving registered a value of 4,410,956 million baht, rising by 1.8%,
slower than 2.2% in the previous year. Gross Capital Formation or investment
registered a value of 4,008,220 million baht, reducing by 0.5%, better than a
16.7% reduction in 2023. As a result, there was a surplus of saving-investment
gap at 402,736 million baht, continuing a surplus from 2023, which was
equivalent to 2.2% of GDP.

GDP Implicit Price Deflator in 2024 expanded by 0.9%, slowing down from
1.3% in 2023. Agricultural price deflator rose by 5.9%, from a fall of 0.7% in
2023, while the non-agricultural price deflator increased by 0.4%, decelerating
from 1.4% in 2023. Several activities showed diminishing price level, including
electricity, gas, steam and air conditioning supply activities; information and
communication activities; and financial and insurance activities. Conversely,
some activities contributed to an increase in the overall price level, such as
agriculture, forestry and fishing activities; mining and quarrying activities;
manufacturing activities; and manufacturing activities. Meanwhile that of
construction activities; wholesale and retail trade, repair of motor vehicles and
motorcycles activities; accommodation and food service activities; real estate
activities; professional, scientific and technical activities; administrative and
support service activities; education activities; human health and social work
activities; and other service activities decelerated.

On the expenditure side, the overall deflator expanded by 1.9%, comparing to
a rise of 2.0% in 2023. The price deflators for private final consumption
expenditure, government final consumption expenditure, and gross fixed capital
formation increased by 0.5%, 1.3%, and 0.5%, respectively. For external sector,
price deflator of exports and imports of goods and services increased by 2.7%
and 2.6%, orderly.

Consumer price index (CPI) in 2024 increased by 0.4%, slowing from 1.3%
expansion in 2023. Producer price index (PPI) rose by 1.6%, compared to a fall
0f 2.4% in 2023.
