การจัดทําสถิติผลิตภัณฑ์ภาคและจังหวัดประจําปี 2554 มีการปรับปรุงข้อมูล และการคํานวณ 
รวมท้ัง มีการนําเสนอบทวิเคราะห์ โดยมีรายละเอียดต่าง ๆ ดังน้ี  

1. ปรับปรุงสถิติผลิตภัณฑ์ภาคและจังหวัดย้อนหลังถึงปี พ.ศ. 2538 ในบางสาขาการผลิต ได้แก่ 
สาขาการขายส่ง ขายปลีกฯ  สาขาตัวกลางทางการเงิน  สาขาการศึกษา และสาขาบริการ
ด้านสุขภาพ เพ่ือให้สอดคล้องกับข้อมูลเคร่ืองช้ี (Indicator) ที่สมบูรณ์ขึ้นจากเดิม รวมท้ัง    
มีการปรับปรุงมูลค่าระดับประเทศของทุกสาขาการผลิตให้สอดคล้องกับสถิติผลิตภัณฑ์    
มวลรวมในประเทศ จากเอกสารรายได้ประชาชาติของประเทศไทย ฉบับปี พ.ศ. 2554 

2. การแสดงค่าสถิติในเอกสารฉบับน้ี แสดงค่าเป็นอนุกรม 8 ปี คือ ปี พ.ศ. 2547 ถึง 2554
สําหรับค่าของปี พ .ศ .  2538 – 2546 น้ันสามารถเรียกดูข้อมูลอนุกรมเวลาได้ที่ 
www.nesdb.go.th  

3. เน่ืองจากมีพระราชบัญญัติจัดต้ังจังหวัดบึงกาฬขึ้นเมื่อ มีนาคม 2554 และโดยที่จังหวัด    
บึงกาฬเป็นจังหวัดที่แยกออกมาจากจังหวัดหนองคาย ดังน้ัน ข้อมูลพ้ืนฐานจากหน่วยงาน
ต่าง ๆ ที่ใช้เป็นเคร่ืองช้ี (Indicator) ของบางกิจกรรมการผลิตอาจจะยังรวมอยู่กับจังหวัด
หนองคาย ดังน้ัน ในการพิจารณาข้อมูลผลิตภัณฑ์มวลรวมจังหวัดบึงกาฬ และจังหวัด
หนองคาย อาจจะต้องพิจารณาควบคู่กันไปในระยะเบ้ืองต้นน้ี  

4. การนําเสนอบทวิเคราะห์และข้อมูลสถิติ 

 การวิเคราะห์ภาวะการผลิตทั้งในระดับประเทศ ภาค และ จังหวัด พิจารณาจาก              
การเปลี่ยนแปลงของมูลค่าเพ่ิมที่แท้จริง ซึ่งแสดงถึงการเปลี่ยนแปลงเฉพาะด้านปริมาณ
การผลิต ส่วนการวิเคราะห์การกระจายรายได้จากการผลิตพิจารณาจากโครงสร้าง 
ของมูลค่าเพ่ิม ณ ราคาประจําปี ซึ่งเป็นผลจากการเปลี่ยนแปลงของปริมาณการผลิต 
และราคาผลผลิตในแต่ละปี 

 การแสดงอักษร p กํากับสดมภ์ปี พ.ศ. 2554 ของตารางสถิติในเอกสาร หมายถึง
preliminary หรือค่ารายปีที่ได้จากการประมวลผลข้อมูลเบ้ืองต้น  
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บทสรุปส ำหรับผู้บริหำร  

ภาวะเศรษฐกิจส่วนรวมปี 2554 ขยายตัวเพียงร้อยละ 0.3 ชะลอลงอย่างมากจากที่ขยายตัวร้อยละ 7.3 ในปี 2553 
เป็นผลมาจากปัจจัยลบในช่วงต้นปีและปลายปี โดยในเดือนมีนาคมเกิดแผ่นดินไหวที่ประเทศญี่ปุ่น ซึ่งมีผลต่อห่วงโซ่
อุปทานของไทยในไตรมาสทีส่อง และเร่ิมปรับตัวดีขึ้นในไตรมาสที่สาม แต่กลับชะงักในไตรมาสที่สี่ ด้วยผลกระทบจาก
มหาอุทกภัยในเขตอุตสาหกรรมการผลิตที่ส าคัญของประเทศ นอกจากนั้น อุปสงค์ทั้งในและนอกประเทศก็ชะลอตัวลง 

ภาวะการผลิต ในปี 2554 ผลิตภัณฑ์มวลรวมในประเทศ (Gross Domestic Product: GDP) ขยายตัวร้อยละ 0.3 
ชะลอลงจากร้อยละ 7.3 ในปีที่แล้ว เนื่องจากการผลิตภาคนอกเกษตรที่หดตัวลงร้อยละ 0.3 เทียบกับที่ขยายตัว   
ร้อยละ 8.2 ในปี 2553  โดยสาขาการผลิตที่ลดลง ได้แก่ สาขาการท าเหมืองแร่ฯ  สาขาอุตสาหกรรม  สาขา        
การก่อสร้าง  สาขาการขายส่งขายปลีกฯ  สาขาการผลิตที่ชะลอลง ได้แก่ สาขาไฟฟ้า ก๊าซ และการประปา  สาขา
โรงแรมและภัตตาคาร  สาขาการขนส่งและการคมนาคม  สาขาบริการด้านอสังหาริมทรัพย์ฯ  และสาขาการศึกษา  
ส่วนสาขาที่ขยายตัวเพิ่มขึ้น ได้แก่  สาขาตัวกลางทางการเงิน  สาขาบริหารราชการแผ่นดินฯ  สาขาบริการ         
ด้านสุขภาพฯ  สาขาการให้บริการชุมชนฯ  และสาขาลูกจ้างในครัวเรือนฯ  ส าหรับการผลิตภาคเกษตรเริ่มฟื้นตัวโดย
ขยายตัวถึงร้อยละ 5.8 เทียบกับที่ลดลงร้อยละ 0.8 ในปีที่แล้ว  

การผลิตภาคเกษตร ขยายตัวร้อยละ 5.8 เนื่องจากการผลิตพืชผลเพิ่มขึ้นร้อยละ 7.1 เป็นผลมาจากสภาพดินฟ้า
อากาศที่เอ้ืออ านวยต่อการเพาะปลูก ถึงแม้ว่าจะเกิดมหาอุทกภัยในพื้นที่ราบลุ่มเจ้าพระยาในภาคเหนือตอนล่างและ
ภาคกลางในช่วงปลายปี ส่งผลให้ผลผลิตข้าวเสียหายก็ตาม พืชหลักที่มีผลผลิตเพิ่ มขึ้น ได้แก่ มันส าปะหลัง          
อ้อยโรงงาน ปาล์มน้ ามัน และยางพารา  ในขณะที่ข้าวเปลือกขยายตัวชะลอลง ส าหรับปศุสัตว์ และป่าไม้ขยายตัว   
ร้อยละ 1.9 และ 8.9 ตามล าดับ ส่วนสาขาประมงขยายตัวเล็กน้อยอย่างต่อเนื่องจากร้อยละ 0.6 ในปีที่แล้ว เป็น    
ร้อยละ 0.9 จากการขยายตัวของผลผลิตประมงน้ าจืด ขณะที่ประมงทะเลมีผลผลิตลดลง 

การผลิตภาคนอกเกษตร หดตัวลงเล็กน้อยร้อยละ 0.3 จากที่ขยายตัวร้อยละ 8.2 ในปีที่แล้ว สาขาการผลิตที่หดตัว
ประกอบด้วย สาขาการท าเหมืองแร่ฯ หดตัวร้อยละ 3.7  สาขาอุตสาหกรรมหดตัวร้อยละ 4.8 จากที่ขยายตัวสูงถึง
ร้อยละ 11.4 ในปีที่แล้ว เป็นผลจากภัยพิบัติในประเทศญี่ปุ่นและมหาอุทกภัยในประเทศ ส่งผลให้นิคมอุตสาหกรรมใน
พื้นที่ภาคกลางต้องหยุดการผลิต ซึ่งเป็นอุตสาหกรรมที่เน้นการส่งออก เช่น ยานยนต์ อิเล็กทรอนิกส์ ฮาร์ดดิสก์ไดรฟ์ 
และเครื่องใช้ไฟฟ้า ส่งผลให้เกิดปัญหาการขาดแคลนชิ้นส่วนในการผลิตอุตสาหกรรมต่อเนื่องอ่ืน ๆ  สาขาการก่อสร้าง 
และ สาขาการขายส่งขายปลีกฯ หดตัวร้อยละ 11.2 และ 0.4 ตามล าดับ สาขาการผลิตที่ชะลอตัว ได้แก่ สาขาไฟฟ้า  
ก๊าซ และการประปา ขยายตัวร้อยละ 1.4  สาขาโรงแรมและภัตตาคารขยายตัวร้อยละ 8.8  สาขาการขนส่ง และ
คมนาคมขยายตัวร้อยละ 2.4  สาขาบริการด้านอสังหาริมทรัพย์ฯ ขยายตัวร้อยละ 3.9  และสาขาการศึกษาขยายตัว
ร้อยละ 1.6

ภาวะเศรษฐกิจระดับภูมิภาค  ภาวการณ์ผลิตโดยรวมที่หดตัว สาเหตุหลักมาจากการหดตัวของการผลิตในภาคนอก
เกษตร เมื่อแยกพิจารณาภาวะเศรษฐกิจเป็นรายภาค พบว่าในปี 2554 ภาคตะวันออกและภาคกลางมีภาวการณ์ผลิต
หดตัวร้อยละ 4.6 และ 5.3 ตามล าดับ เป็นผลมาจากการผลิตสาขาอุตสาหกรรมที่หดตัว  ส่วนภาคใต้และ          
เขตกรุงเทพฯ และปริมณฑลชะลอตัวลงเหลือร้อยละ 1.6 และ 0.7 ตามล าดับ ขณะที่ภาคตะวันออกเฉียงเหนือ  
ภาคเหนือ  และ ภาคตะวันตก ขยายตัวร้อยละ 5.9  4.7 และ 2.7 ตามล าดับ

โครงสร้างการกระจายรายได้จากการผลิต พิจารณาจากสัดส่วนของมูลค่าผลิตภัณฑ์ภาค ณ ราคาประจ าปีต่อมูลค่า
ผลิตภัณฑ์มวลรวมในประเทศ ในปี 2554 ภาคตะวันออกเฉียงเหนือ ภาคเหนือ และภาคใต้มีสัดส่วนเพิ่มขึ้นเล็กน้อย 
ภาคตะวันออก ภาคกลาง และเขตกรุงเทพฯ และปริมณฑลมีสัดส่วนลดลง โดยรวมยังมีโครงสร้างใกล้เคียงกับปี 2553  
โดยเขตกรุงเทพฯ และปริมณฑลมีสัดส่วนสูงที่สุดร้อยละ 43.9 ของผลิตภัณฑ์มวลรวมในประเทศ สาขาการผลิตหลัก
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ของพื้นที่นี้ ได้แก่ สาขาอุตสาหกรรม สาขาการขายส่งขายปลีกฯ และ สาขาการขนส่งและคมนาคม ล าดับที่สอง คือ 
ภาคตะวันออกมีสัดส่วนร้อยละ 18.2 สาขาการผลิตหลัก ได้แก่ สาขาอุตสาหกรรม และสาขาการท าเหมืองแร่ฯ ล าดับ
ที่สาม คือ ภาคใตม้ีสัดส่วนร้อยละ 10.7 สาขาการผลิตหลัก ได้แก่ สาขาเกษตรกรรมฯ สาขาอุตสาหกรรม และสาขา
การขายส่งขายปลีกฯ ล าดับที่สี่ คือ ภาคตะวันออกเฉียงเหนือมีสัดส่วนร้อยละ 10.0 สาขาการผลิตหลัก ได้แก่ สาขา
เกษตรกรรมฯ  สาขาอุตสาหกรรม สาขาการขายส่งขายปลีกฯ และสาขาการศึกษา ล าดับที่ห้า คือ ภาคเหนือมีสัดส่วน
ร้อยละ 8.0 สาขาการผลิตหลัก ได้แก่ สาขาเกษตรกรรมฯ  สาขาอุตสาหกรรม และสาขาการขายส่งขายปลีกฯ  ล าดับ
ที่หก คือ ภาคกลางมีสัดส่วนร้อยละ 5.6 สาขาการผลิตหลัก ได้แก่ สาขาอุตสาหกรรม และสาขาการขายส่งขายปลีกฯ 
ล าดับที่เจ็ด คือ ภาคตะวันตกมีสัดส่วนร้อยละ 3.6 สาขาการผลิตหลัก ได้แก่ สาขาเกษตรกรรมฯ  สาขาอุตสาหกรรม

ผลิตภัณฑ์ภาคต่อหัว (GRP per capita) ค่าเฉลี่ยต่อหัวในปี 2554 สูงสุด คือ ภาคตะวันออก เท่ากับ 436,479 
บาทต่อปี และต่ าสุด คือ ภาคตะวันออกเฉียงเหนือ เท่ากับ 48,549 บาทต่อปี ซึ่งยังคงมีความแตกต่างกันอยู่ถึง 9.0 
เท่า เมื่อจัดล าดับค่าเฉลี่ยต่อหัวจากค่าสูงสุดลงมาต่ าสุด มีล าดับดังนี้  ภาคตะวันออก  เขตกรุงเทพฯ และปริมณฑล  
ภาคกลาง  ภาคใต้  ภาคตะวันตก  ภาคเหนือ  และภาคตะวันออกเฉียงเหนือ 

ผลิตภัณฑ์จังหวัดต่อหัว (GPP per capita) จังหวัดที่มีมูลค่าสูงส่วนใหญ่อยู่ในพื้นที่ภาคตะวันออก เขตกรุงเทพฯ 
และปริมณฑล  ภาคกลาง  และ ภาคใต้   ส่ วนจั งหวัดที่ มีมู ลค่ าผลิตภัณฑ์จั งหวัด ต่อหัวต่ าอยู่ ในภาค
ตะวันออกเฉียงเหนือ ค่าความแตกต่างระหว่างจังหวัดระยอง ซึ่งเป็นค่าสูงสุดที่  1,235,695 บาทต่อคนต่อปี กับ 
จังหวัดอ านาจเจริญ ซึ่งเป็นค่าต่ าสุดที่ 30,231 บาทต่อคนต่อปี มีความแตกต่างกันถึง 40.9 เท่า ในปี 2554 จังหวัดที่มี
ผลิตภัณฑ์จังหวัดต่อหัวสูงสุด 5 อันดับแรก ได้แก่ ระยอง สมุทรสาคร ชลบุรี กรุงเทพฯ และสมุทรปราการ ตามล าดับ 
ส่วนจังหวัดที่อยู่ใน 5 ล าดับต่ าสุด คือ อ านาจเจริญ บึงกาฬ หนองบัวล าภู ศรีสะเกษ และยโสธร ตามล าดับ

1.  เศรษฐกิจส่วนรวม   
เศรษฐกิจไทยปี 2554 ขยายตัวเพียงร้อยละ 0.3 ชะลอตัวลงจากร้อยละ 7.3 ในปีที่แล้ว เป็นผลกระทบจากมหา
อุทกภัยช่วงปลายปีที่เกิดในเขตอุตสาหกรรมการผลิตที่ส าคัญของประเทศ ประกอบกับผลกระทบภัยพิบัติจาก
แผ่นดินไหวในประเทศญี่ปุ่นเดือนมีนาคมมีผลต่อห่วงโซ่อุปทาน (Supply chain) ของไทยในช่วงไตรมาสที่ 2 แม้ว่าจะ
เร่ิมปรับตัวดีขึ้นในไตรมาสที่ 3 โดยภาคนอกเกษตรที่มีสัดส่วนร้อยละ 88.6 ของ GDPหดตัวลงร้อยละ 0.3 เป็นผลมา
จากสาขาอุตสาหกรรมหดตัวลงร้อยละ 4.8 จากที่ขยายตัวร้อยละ 11.4 ในปีที่แล้ว เป็นผลกระทบจากมหาอุทกภัย
โดยตรงท าให้นิคมอุตสาหกรรม 7 แห่ง ต้องหยุดด าเนินการ สาขาการผลิตอื่นๆ ที่การผลิตลดลง ประกอบด้วย สาขา
เหมืองแร่ สาขาก่อสร้าง และสาขาการค้าฯ ในขณะที่ภาคบริการส่วนใหญ่ขยายตัวชะลอลง เช่น สาขาโรงแรมและ
ภัตตาคารสาขาการขนส่งฯ และสาขาบริการด้านอสังหาริมทรัพย์ฯ ขยายตัวร้อยละ 8.8  2.4 และ3.9 ตามล าดับ แต่
ภาคเกษตรขยายตัวร้อยละ 5.8จากที่หดตัวร้อยละ 0.8 ในปีที่แล้ว โดยที่พืชผลหลายชนิดมีผลผลิตสูงขึ้นจากปริมาณ
น้ าฝนที่มากข้ึน เช่น มันส าปะหลัง อ้อย ปาล์มน้ ามัน และยางพารา ด้านอุปสงค์ภายในประเทศขยายตัวชะลอลงจาก
ผลกระทบของมหาอุทกภัย ภาวะเงินเฟ้อ ราคาน้ ามันเชื้อเพลิงที่ทรงตัวในระดับสูง และรายได้เกษตรกรที่ขยายตัว
ชะลอลงส่งผลให้การใช้จ่ายเพื่อการอุปโภคบริโภคของครัวเรือนโดยรวมขยายตัวชะลอลงเหลือร้อยละ 1.5การสะสม
ทุนถาวรเบื้องต้นขยายตัวชะลอลงเหลือร้อยละ 4.5เทียบกับร้อยละ 11.6 ในปีที่แล้ว โดยการลงทุนภาครัฐหดตัวร้อย
ละ 8.6  ส่วนการลงทุนภาคเอกชนขยายตัวชะลอลงร้อยละ 9.0 ส าหรับการใช้จ่ายเพื่อการอุปโภคของรัฐบาลขยายตัว
ชะลอลงเหลือร้อยละ 3.9ส่วนภาคต่างประเทศขยายตัวชะลอลง โดยการส่งออกสินค้าและบริการขยายตัวร้อยละ 9.2 
ขณะที่การน าเข้าสินค้าและบริการขยายตัวร้อยละ 12.4 

การผลิตรวมขยายตัวร้อยละ 0.3 ชะลอลงจากร้อยละ 7.3 ในปีที่แล้วโดยภาคนอกเกษตรหดตัวร้อยละ 0.3 จากที่
ขยายตัวร้อยละ 8.2 ซึ่งเป็นผลกระทบจากมหาอุทกภัยแต่ภาคเกษตรขยายตัวสูงร้อยละ 5.8 จากที่ลดลงร้อยละ 0.8

รวมถึงผลกระทบจากท่อส่งก๊าซในทะเลรั่วช่วงกลางปีการผลิตก๊าซธรรมชาติเหลวหดตัวร้อยละ 5.1จากปริมาณการ
ผลิตที่ลดลงในแหล่งเอราวัณ บรรพต และไพลินเหนือ ส่วนแร่โลหะหดตัวร้อยละ 50.1ลดลงตามความต้องการใช้ใน
ประเทศ อย่างไรก็ตาม แร่หลายชนิดมีการผลิตเพิ่มขึ้น เช่น ลิกไนต์ ขยายตัวร้อยละ 15.4 เพิ่มขึ้นจากปีที่แล้วที่มีการ

สาขาอุตสาหกรรม 

ภาพรวมการผลิตภาคอุตสาหกรรมปี 2554 หดตัวร้อยละ 4.8 จากที่ขยายตัวสูงถึงร้อยละ 11.4 ในปีที่แล้ว 
เป็นผลจากภัยพิบัติในประเทศญี่ปุ่น และมหาอุทกภัยในประเทศ ส่งผลให้นิคมอุตสาหกรรมในพื้นที่ภาคกลางต้องหยุด
การผลิต ซึ่งเป็นอุตสาหกรรมที่เน้นการส่งออก เช่น ยานยนต์ อิเล็กทรอนิกส์ฮาร์ดดิสก์ไดรฟ์และเครื่องใช้ไฟฟ้าส่งผล
ให้เกิดปัญหาการขาดแคลนชิ้นส่วนในการผลิตอุตสาหกรรมต่อเนื่องอื่นๆ อย่างไรก็ตาม วิกฤติเศรษฐกิจในยุโรปยังไม่
ส่งผลกระทบต่อไทยมากนักในปีนี้ เนื่องจากกลุ่มประเทศยุโรปไม่ใช่ตลาดหลักของไทย

กระดาษแข็ง และกระดาษคราฟท์ เนื่องจากผู้ผลิตเปลี่ยนจากการสั่งวัตถุดิบจากในประเทศ
เป็นการน าเข้าวัตถุดิบจากต่างประเทศเพราะราคาน าเข้าที่ถูกกว่า การผลิตกล่องกระดาษและ
บรรจุภัณฑ์กระดาษขยายตัวชะลอลงจากปีก่อนหน้า ตามความต้องการใช้เพื่อบรรจุสินค้า
เกษตรและอุตสาหกรรม 

 การพิมพ์และอุตสาหกรรมการพิมพ์ หดตัวรอ้ยละ 1.0 เป็นผลจากการผลิตสิ่งพิมพ์ต่างๆ เช่น 
หนังสือพิมพ์ วารสาร หดตัวลง เนื่องจากพฤติกรรมของผู้บริโภคเปลี่ยนไป แต่การให้บริการ
สิ่งพิมพ์ยังคงขยายตัว เนื่องจากมีการเลือกตั้งในช่วงกลางปี  
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 โรงกลั่นน้ ามัน หดตัวร้อยละ 12.9 เป็นผลจากการผลิตน้ ามันเบนซินและดีเซลลดลงเนื่องจาก
ผู้บริโภคปรับเปลี่ยนพฤติกรรมการบริโภค โดยหันมาบริโภคพลังงานทางเลือกที่มีราคาถูก เช่น 
ก๊าซธรรมชาติเหลว ก๊าซธรรมชาติและน้ ามันก๊าซโซฮอล์

หดตัวร้อยละ 0.4 เป็นผลมาจากภาคการค้าฯ หดตัวร้อยละ 0.5 อันเนื่องมาจากปริมาณการค้าสินค้าหดตัว
ลงตามการผลิตสาขาอุตสาหกรรมที่ได้รับผลกระทบจากมหาอุทกภัย ในขณะที่การค้าสินค้าเกษตรยังคงขยายตัวได้ 
ส่วนการซ่อมแซมยานยนต์ จักรยานยนต์ ของใช้ส่วนบุคคลและของใช้ในครัวเรือน ขยายตัวร้อยละ 0.8จากที่ขยายตัว

สาขาโรงแรมและภัตตาคาร 

ขยายตัวร้อยละ 8.8 จากที่ขยายตัวร้อยละ 9.1 ในปีที่แล้ว โดยบริการภัตตาคารขยายตัวร้อยละ 2.9เทียบกับ
ที่ขยายตัวร้อยละ 6.8ในปีที่แล้ว เป็นผลจากการชะลอตัวของการบริโภคของครัวเรือน ในขณะที่บริการโรงแรมเพิ่มขึ้น
ร้อยละ 19.4 จากที่ขยายตัวร้อยละ 13.6 ในปีที่แล้วตามจ านวนนักท่องเที่ยวต่างประเทศที่ขยายตัวร้อยละ 20.7
โดยเฉพาะนักท่องเที่ยวจากกลุ่มเอเชียตะวันออกและกลุ่มยุโรปที่เพิ่มขึ้น ส าหรับนักท่องเที่ยวที่      เดินทางเข้ามา

จากที่ขยายตัวร้อยละ 19.9 ในปีที่แล้ว ตามจ านวนผู้โดยสารและสินค้าที่ลดลง การขนส่งทางน้ าชะลอตัวร้อยละ 3.8 
จากร้อยละ 5.4 ในปีที่แล้ว ตามการบริการขนส่งทางทะเลที่ชะลอลง ในขณะที่การขนส่งทางบกขยายตัวร้อยละ 2.6 
เป็นผลจากการขยายตัวในส่วนของผู้โดยสารแต่การขนสง่สินค้าลดลง ส่วนการสื่อสารโทรคมนาคมขยายตัวร้อยละ 7.2 
ต่อเนื่องจากที่ขยายตัวร้อยละ 5.5 ในปีที่แล้ว ตามผลประกอบการของธุรกิจ 

สาขาตัวกลางทางการเงิน 

การวัดบริการของสาขาตัวกลางทางการเงินได้เปลี่ยนเป็นวิธีการวัดผลผลิตการให้บริการของสถาบันการเงิน
แบบทางอ้อม (FISIM หรือ Financial Intermediation Services Indirectly Measured)ในปี 2554การบริการทาง
การเงินขยายตัวร้อยละ 7.2 เพิ่มขึ้นจากร้อยละ 4.3 ในปีที่แล้ว เป็นผลจากอัตราดอกเบี้ยอ้างอิงสุทธิของสถาบัน
การเงินที่เพิ่มขึ้น ปริมาณสินเชื่อขยายตัวดีโดยเฉพาะสถาบันการเงินเฉพาะกิจของรัฐ จากความต้องการสินเชื่อเพื่อ
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ฟื้นฟูหลังเหตุการณ์อุทกภัย และปริมาณเงินฝากโดยรวมขยายตัวจากการเร่งระดมเงินฝากเพื่อรองรับการขยายตัวของ
สินเชื่อ ส าหรับการบริการด้านธุรกิจการประกันชีวิตขยายตัวระดับดีจากเบี้ยประกันภัยสุทธิที่เพิ่มขึ้น รวมถึงการ

ขยายตัวร้อยละ 3.9 ชะลอลงจากปีที่แล้วที่ขยายตัวร้อยละ 6.9เป็นผลจากการชะลอตัวของเศรษฐกิจ
โดยรวมโดยบริการด้านอสังหาริมทรัพย์ขยายตัวร้อยละ 3.0 จากที่ขยายตัวร้อยละ 4.0 ในปีที่แล้วส่วนกิจกรรมบริการ
ด้านธุรกิจอ่ืนๆ ขยายตัวร้อยละ 1.5 จากที่ขยายตัวร้อยละ 10.4 ในปีที่แล้ว เป็นการลดลงของการให้บริการทางธุรกิจ

สาขาการศึกษา  

ขยายตัวร้อยละ 1.6 ชะลอตัวจากที่ขยายตัวร้อยละ 4.2 ในปีที่แล้วเนื่องจากการศึกษาภาครัฐบาล ขยายตัว

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REVISIONS TO THIS PUBLICATION 

The compilation of Gross Regional and Provincial Product (GRP and GPP) 2011 edition has 
been revised back to 1995. This publication presents the new series of GRP and GPP starting from 
2004 - 2011. The major revisions include the following topics:  

1. Revising the GRP and GPP figures back to 1995 in some sectors namely wholesale 
and retail trade; financial intermediation; education service; and health service to 
be consistent with more complete indicators. Furthermore, the compilation of the 
GRP and GPP had been improved to be in compliance with Gross Domestic 
Product in the National Income of Thailand, Chain Volume Measures 2011 edition. 

2. This publication presented the new series of GRP and GPP starting from 2004 – 
2011. However, the 1995 – 2003 statistical figures will be available at 
www.nesdb.go.th. 

3. “Bueng Kan” is established by the Act Establishing Changwat Bueng Kan, BE 2554 
(2011) which entered into force on and from March 23, 2011. The province 
consists of the districts partitioned off Nong Khai, therefore, some basic indicators 
of some economic activities are still included in Nong Khai. In consideration of GPP 
figures of Bueng Kan and Nong Khai, it is necessary to consider both of them 
together. 

4. Presentation of statistical tables analysis 

 The percentage changes of real value added, is considered in analyzing the 
production at the level of the whole kingdom, the region, and the provinces, 
measures the changes of production quantities; whereas the structure of 
nominal value added, is considered in analyzing the production income 
distribution, measures the changes of production quantities and prices.   

 In this publication, letter “p” appeared in 2011 stands for “preliminary” 
annual figures, which are subject to revision in the next series of publication.  
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Executive Summary  
Overall economy The Thai economy in 2011, from the Gross Domestic Product (GDP) 
perspectives, grew by 0.3% slowing down from a 7.3% growth in 2010. This slowdown was 
attributed mainly to severe flood disaster in major industrial zones of the country. Also, the 
earthquake in Japan in March 2011 adversely affected the supply chain of Thailand around the 
middle of the year. As a result, the non-agricultural production fell by 0.3%. Total demand also 
grew at slower rate due to slowdowns in both domestic and external demands.  

Overall production in 2011 grew by 0.3% compared to a growth of 7.3% in 2010, resulting from a 
contraction of non-agricultural production by 0.3% compared with a growth of 8.2% in the 
previous year.  Sectors with lower productions were mining and quarrying, manufacturing, 
construction, and wholesale and retail trade. Meanwhile, the production in most services sector 
slowed down, namely electricity, gas and water supply; hotels and restaurants; transport, storage 
and communications; real estate, renting and business activities; and education. The productions 
with higher productions were financial intermediation; public administration and defense; health 
and social work; other community service activities; and private households with employed 
persons. On the contrary, the agricultural production expanded by 5.8% in contrast to a decline of 
0.8% in the previous year.  

The agricultural production expanded by 5.8% in contrast to a decline of 0.8% in the previous 
year. High growth was driven by crops production with a rise of 7.1% despite the severe floods in 
the Chao Phraya plain affecting rice production in the lower North and the Central parts of 
Thailand. The expansion was as a result of sufficient rain and good climate in favor of harvesting. 
Major crops with increased production include cassava, sugarcane, palm-oil, and rubber. However, 
paddy slowed down. Livestock production and forestry increased by 1.9%, and 8.9%, respectively.  
Fishery grew by 0.9% continuing from 0.6% the previous year as a result of freshwater fishery 
expanded while marine fishery decreased.  

The non-agricultural production declined by 0.3% in contrast to a rise of 8.2% in the previous 
year. Sectors with decreased productions were mining and quarrying with a fall of 3.7%, 
manufacturing with a fall of 4.8% in contrast to a rise of 11.4% in 2010 mainly due to earthquake 
in Japan and severe floods in Thailand causing industrial estates in Central region to shut their 
operations, especially manufacturing for exports e.g. motor vehicles, hard-disk drives and electronic 
appliances. This consequently resulted in a lack of inputs for all other related manufacturing. 
Moreover, construction; and wholesale and retail trade decreased by 11.2%, and 0.4%, 
respectively.  Sectors with decelerated productions were electricity, gas and water supply (1.4%); 
hotels and restaurants (8.8%); transport, storage and communications (2.4%); real estate, renting 
and business activities (3.9%); and education (1.6%). On the contrary, sectors with higher 
production were financial intermediation (7.2%); public administration and defense (6.6%); health 
and social work (5.8%); other community service activities (6.6%); and private households with 
employed persons (1.2%).

Regional production in real terms showed decreasing growth, due mainly to a decrease in the 
non-agricultural production. Considering each region, it exhibited that the East and the Central 
dropped by 4.6%, and 5.3%, respectively as a result of the decline in manufacturing. The South 
and Bangkok and vicinities slowed down by 1.6%,  and 0.7%, respectively. On the contrary, the 
Northeast, the North, and the West increased by 5.9%,  4.7%,  and 2.7%, respectively.

The production income distribution among regions changed slightly in 2011. The production 
structure of the Northeast, the North, and the South increased slightly meanwhile that of the East, 
the Central, and Bangkok and vicinities decreased. However, Bangkok and vicinities was considered 
to be the highest share of GRP, posted at 43.9%, contributed mainly by manufacturing; wholesale 
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and retail trade; and transport, storage and communications. The East recorded as a share of 
18.2% of GRP, led by manufacturing; and mining and quarrying. The South covered 10.7% of GRP 
led by the agriculture, hunting, and forestry; manufacturing; and wholesale and retail trade. The 
Northeast covered 10.0% of GRP led by the agriculture, hunting, and forestry; manufacturing; 
wholesale and retail trade; and education. The North accounted for 8.0% led by the agriculture, 
hunting, and forestry; manufacturing; and wholesale and retail trade. The Central was considered 
to be a 5.6% share of GRP, led by manufacturing; and wholesale and retail trade. Finally, the West 
recorded as a share of 3.6% of GRP led by the agriculture, hunting, and forestry; manufacturing; 
and wholesale and retail trade.    
 

 

 

GRP per capita still showed high disparity between the East, the highest level at Baht 436,479 per 
annum, and the Northeast, the lowest level at Baht 48,549 per annum. The difference was 9.0 
times. The highest GRP per capita was ranked from the East, Bangkok and vicinities, the Central, the 
South, the West, the North, and the Northeast, respectively. 

GPP per capita showed that the high GPP per capita belonged to the East, Bangkok and vicinities, 
the Central, and the South, while the low GPP per capita was the Northeast. The largest gap in GPP 
per capita emerged in Rayong, the highest, and Am Nat Charoen, the lowest whose GPP per capita 
stood at Baht 1,235,695 and 30,231 per annum, respectively. It was 40.9 times difference.  In 2011, 
the provinces with the five highest GPP per capita were Rayong, Samut Sakhon, Chon Buri, Bangkok 
metropolis, and Samut Prakan, respectively. On the contrary, Am Nat Charoen, Bueng Kan, Nong 
Bua Lam Phu, Si Sa Ket, and Yasothon, were in the five lowest GPP per capita, respectively.

Production Structure by Region 
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Gross Regional and Provincial Product in 2011
1.  Overall Economy    
The Thai economy in 2011 from the gross domestic product (GDP) perspectives rose by 0.3%, a slower 
growth from 7.3% in 2010, resulting from the severe flood disaster covering major industrial zones at the end 
of the year. Also, the earthquake in Japan in March 2011 adversely affected the supply chain in Thailand in 
the second quarter. Consequently, the non-agricultural sector—accounting for 88.6% of total production—
contracted by 0.3% due mainly to contraction in manufacturing sector by 4.8% in contrast to an 11.4% 
growth in the previous year. The severe floods caused 7 industrial estates to be temporarily closed down. 
Other sectors with lower productions were mining and quarrying, construction, and wholesale and retail trade. 
Meanwhile, the production in most services sectors slowed down, namely hotels and restaurants; transport, 
storage and communications; and real estate with the expansion rate of 8.8%, 2.4% and 3.9%, respectively. 
On the contrary, the agricultural production expanded by 5.8% in contrast to a decline of 0.8% in the 
previous year. Higher amount of rain brought more agricultural output e.g. cassava, sugarcane, palm oil and 
rubber. Domestic demand slowed down owing to the severe floods, inflation, persistently high oil prices and 
slowdown in farm income caused slowdown in private final consumption expenditure from a growth of 5.1% 
in 2010 to 1.5%. Gross fixed capital formation also slowed from an 11.6% growth in the previous year to 4.5%. 
This was due to slowdown in private investments from 16.7% in the previous year to 9.0% whereas pubic 
investment contracted by 8.6%. Government final consumption expenditure expanded by 3.9% decelerating 
from an 8.8% rise in the previous year. In addition, external sector decelerated. This was due to exports of 
goods and services increased by 9.2%, meanwhile imports of goods and services increased by 12.4%. 

Overall production Gross domestic product in 2011 increased by 0.3%, slowing down from 7.3% in 2010. The 
slowdown was caused from the 0.3% decrease in the non-agricultural production, in contrast to a rise of 8.2% 
in 2010, on the contrary, the agricultural production increased by 5.8%, recovering from a fall of 0.8% in 2010.

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Agricultural production Overall agricultural production increased by 5.8% in contrast to a 0.8% decline in 
2010 as a result of the expansion in agriculture, hunting and forestry by 6.3% and fishery production by 0.9%.  

 Agriculture, hunting and forestry  

Total production increased by 6.3% in contrast to a decline of 0.9% in the previous year.   

 Crops expanded by 7.1% despite the severe floods in the Chao Phraya plain affecting rice 
production in the lower North and the Central parts of Thailand. The expansion was as a 
result of sufficient rain and good climate in favor of harvesting. Major crops with increased 
production included cassava, sugarcane, palm-oil, and rubber, which rose by 31.7%, 62.8%, 
13.8% and 6.2%, respectively. However, paddy slowed down. 

 Livestock increased by 1.9% due to an increase in production of swine by 3.0%. Also, 
production of chicken rose by 3.9% in accordance with higher export demand. Production of 
raw milk expanded by 8.2% in response to rising demand in related industries. However, 
production of cattle and buffalo contracted.  

 Agricultural services decreased by 11.3% in contrast to an increase of 6.3% in the previous 
year due to a decline in planting area such as rice and cassava. 

 Forestry increased by 8.9% higher from a 0.6% rise in the previous year as a result of an 
expansion of firewood and charcoal products. 

Fishery  

Fishery grew by 0.9% continuing from 0.6% the previous year as a result of freshwater fishery 
expanded by 15.0% while marine fishery decreased by 2.0%.

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Non-agricultural production declined by 0.3% in contrast to a rise of 8.2% in the previous year. The severe 
floods at the end of the year caused several factories to stop their production. It also adversely affected the 
domestic transportation and related services sectors. In addition, there was a lack of imported raw materials 
from Japan due to a massive earthquake at the beginning of the year. Consequently, manufacturing which 
accounts for 29.7% of total production, contracted by 4.8%. Nonetheless, other important services sectors e.g. 
hotels and restaurants, financial intermediation, other community, social and personal service activities, and 
public administration and defense were still expanding. 

Mining and quarrying  

Mining and quarrying declined by 3.7% from an expansion of 5.4% in the previous year as a result of 
contraction in crude oil production by 9.2% following the reduction in the largest oil fields (Plameuk, Yala, 
Jasmin and Bualuang). Natural gas also decreased by 1.6% as major producers (Erawan, North-Pailin and 
Arthith) reduced production, coupled with effects from the sea pipeline gas leak in mid-2011. Liquefied 
natural gas fell by 5.1% due largely to the lower production in existing oil fields in Erawan, Baanpot and 
North-Pailin. Metal ores contracted by 50.1% in response to domestic demand. However, some types of 
minerals such as lignite went up by 15.4% higher than a rise of 3.1% in the previous year as a result of 
increase use for electricity production. Other minerals also went up by 6.2% rising from a 1.6% growth in 
2010. 

Manufacturing  

Manufacturing declined by 4.8% in contrast to a rise of 11.4% in the previous year due mainly to 
earthquake in Japan and severe floods in Thailand causing industrial estates in the Central region to shut their 
operations, especially manufacturing for exports e.g. motor vehicles, hard-disk drives and electronic 
appliances. This consequently resulted in a lack of inputs for all other related manufacturing. Nonetheless, 
effects from Euro debt crisis were not significant in 2011 as European market was not major destination for 
Thailand’s exports. 

Industries with a contraction 

 Textile decreased by 16.6% particularly in production of finishing textile, spinning of 
textile fabric and synthetic fabric due to slowdown in external demand. Also, 
fluctuation in raw material prices caused producers not to stock up too much. 

 Wearing apparel contracted by 15.4% due to slowdown in external demand coupled 
with higher raw material prices. 

 Paper and paper products fell by 3.6% originating from manufacturing of printing 
paper, paper board, and craft paper products as producers replaced domestic raw 
materials by cheaper imported materials. Meanwhile, paper containers grew at slower 
rate due to continuing demand for containers of agricultural and other manufacturing 
products. 
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 Printing and publishing decreased by 1.0% as change in consumer behavior led to 
contraction of publication items e.g. newspapers and magazines. However, printing 
services expanded due to major election. 

 Petroleum refinery dropped by 12.9% primarily from reduction of benzene and diesel 
gasoline as consumers switched to alternative energy e.g. LPG, NGV and gasohol. 

 Chemicals and chemical products contracted by 5.1% from the effects of the severe 
floods, particularly soap and cosmetic factories. Petrochemical industry declined in 
accordance with its demand. 

 Rubber and plastic products fell by 1.5% mainly because the earthquake in Japan, 
coupled with the severe floods in Thailand led to slowdown in production of tires. 

 Basic metals declined by 8.8% as a result of lower domestic demand. 

 Office, accounting and computing machinery decreased by 26.1% from a fall in 
hard-disk drive. This was due to slower demand and the severe floods causing factories 
to shut down during the floods and later for repairs. 

 Electrical machinery and apparatus dropped by 0.8% mainly from the lower 
domestic demand. 

 Radio, television and communications equipment decreased by 8.1% originating 
from reduction in electronic equipment due to lower demand and the severe floods. 

 Medical, precision and optical instruments, watches and clocks came down by 
14.5% as factories for optical and photographic equipment were affected by the severe 
floods. Also, the external demand slowed. 

 Motor vehicles contracted by 9.2% in result of the disaster in Japan coupled with the 
severe floods in Thailand. Consequently, the factories had to stop production due to 
the lack of raw materials and parts. 

 Furniture and other manufacturing industries declined by 2.8% caused by the 
severe floods as well as the falling domestic and external demand. 

Industries with a slowdown expansion 

 Tobacco products rose by 4.3%, slowing down from 11.6% in the previous year due 
partly to the high production base in the previous year. 

 Wood and wood products expanded by 9.5% lower than 17.9% in the previous year in 
response to the slowdown in construction. 

 Other non-metallic products grew at slower rate at 0.2% as the severe floods 
impeded the delivery of cement and concrete products. 
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 Fabricated metal products expanded by 2.1% compared with 12.8% in 2010 due to 
lower demand from downstream industries. 

 Machinery and equipment went up by 0.8%, lower than 20.6% in the previous year 
caused mainly by the severe floods. 

 Other transport equipment expanded by 14.4%, a slowdown from 33.1% in 2010, 
following the slowdown in manufacturing of motorcycles in response to lower domestic 
demand. 

Industries with a favorable expansion 

 Foods and beverages expanded by 5.1%, due to an increase in vegetable oil following 
higher domestic demand and lack of palm oil in early 2011. Also, sugar industry 
expanded significantly, reflecting the higher amount of sugarcane and higher sugar 
prices. 

 Leather products and footwear rose by 0.8% contradicting the decline of 0.6% in the 
previous year. The expansion was a result of rising domestic and external demand.

Electricity, gas and water supply  

Electricity, gas and water supply grew by 1.4% slowing down from 6.6% in the previous year. The 
opening of the new natural-gas separation plant in Rayong led to a 30.8% growth in gas production, in 
contrast to a fall of 8.0% in 2010. However, generation and distribution of electricity declined by 0.1% in 
contrast to a rise of 7.9% in 2010. Electricity usage in residential, small- and medium-enterprises as well as 
government sector declined while usage in large- and special enterprises slowed. Water supply production 
and distribution contracted by 2.7% in contrast to a 5.4% rise in the previous year. 

Construction  

Construction service dropped by 11.2%, in contrast to an 8.6% rise in the previous year, mainly a 
result of contraction in government construction. The contraction came particularly from the fatiguing project 
under Thai-Khem-Khaeng 2010 – 2012 stimulus package (SP2), where disbursements by both central and local 
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governments were made in 2010. For state-enterprise construction, most of them are continuing projects from 
the previous year e.g. the MRT Purple Line Bang Yai – Rat Burana and SRT Red Line Bang Sue – Taling Chan. As 
for private construction, its growth slowed down especially for residential and non-residential buildings, which 
was due to rising material prices and the effects from the floods. 

Wholesale and retail trade, repair of motor vehicles, motorcycles and personal and 
household goods 

This sector decreased by 0.4%, due mainly to the reduction in wholesale and retail trade by 0.5% as 
manufacturing products were affected by the floods. Meanwhile, the agricultural products continued to 
expand. The repairing of motor vehicles, motorcycles, and personal household apparatus increased by 0.8% 
slowing down from a 5.8% rise in the previous year due partly to maintenance and repairing of motor vehicles 
fell by 3.3% in contrast to a 6.0% rise in 2010. Repairing of personal household apparatus grew by 7.2% rising 
from a growth of 5.7% in the previous year.   

Hotels and restaurants  

Hotels and restaurants grew by 8.8% a slight slowdown from 9.1% in the previous year. Restaurants 
service increased by 2.9% compared with a 6.8% growth in the previous year following a slowdown in 
household consumption. Hotel services grew by 19.4% higher than a 13.6% rise in the previous year. This 
owed mainly to the number of inbound tourists which rose by 20.7%. An increase of inbound tourists was 
mostly from East Asian and Europe—namely Malaysia, China, Japan and Russia. As a result of tourism 
campaigns by public and private sectors, tourists became more confident to come to Thailand. However, 
number of tourists declined by 17.9% in November due to the floods. Revenues from tourism item grew by 
30.5% whereas the occupied rate grew to 57.7% increasing from 50.2% in the previous year. The room rate 
rose by 1.3% compared with a 0.6% rise in the previous year. 

Transport, storage and communications  

Transport, storage and communications rose by 2.4% slowed from a growth of 6.8% in the previous 
year. This was due to a fall in air transport service by 3.1% in contrast to a rise of 19.9% in the previous year 
in response to declining inbound tourists and freight. Likewise, water transport slowed down from 5.4% in the 
previous year to 3.8%. However, land transport grew by 2.6% in response to increased number of passengers 
while freight decreased. Telecommunication continued to expand by 7.2% from 5.5% in the previous year in 
accordance with the business profits. 

Financial intermediation  

Financial services grew by 7.2% in 2011, higher than 4.3% in the previous year, resulting from rising 
net reference interest rate of financial institutions. Amount of loans continued to expand, particularly those 
given for flood-relief purpose by the special public finance institutions. Deposits also increased to support the 
expanding amount of loans. Insurance businesses grew mainly from rising total net insurance. Non-life 
insurance also grew despite the floods as the payments on claims can be redeemed back by claiming to the 
insurance companies abroad. 
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Real estate, renting and business activities 

This sector grew by 3.9% slowing down from 6.9% in the previous year following overall economic 
conditions. Real estate services rose by 3.0% compared with a 4.0% rise in the previous year. Other business 
services increased by 1.5% lower than a growth of 10.4% in the previous year. Such a slowdown was 
originated from 3.8% fall in other business services, 0.2% growth in business consultant, and 4.2% growth in 
advertising services. Nonetheless, imaging services, renting of the machinery and equipment, computer 
services, and research and development increased by 9.8%, 9.1%, 13.5%, and 20.5%, respectively. 

Public administration and defense; compulsory social security   

This sector increased by 6.6%, compared with a rise of 4.7% in the previous year.  

Education 

Education increased by 1.6% slower than 4.2% in the previous year due mainly to public education 
slowing down from 4.1% in the previous year to 2.8%. Similarly, private education declined by 7.0% in 
contrast to a 4.3% rise in the previous year attributed mainly by private universities and private vocational 
education. Kindergarten and primary education in provinces slightly increased. 

Health and social work  

Health and social work expanded by 5.8% higher than a 2.2% increase in the previous year as public 
health service accelerated from 4.0% in the previous year to a growth of 7.0%. Likewise, private health service 
went up by 3.0% recovering from a 0.6% contraction in the previous year, attributed mainly by private clinic 
growing at 2.4% compared with 1.7% in the previous year. Private hospital slightly rose by 0.4% in contrast to 
a 4.0% fall in the previous year. 

Other community, social and personal service activities  

Other services grew by 6.6% on the rise from a 5.6% growth in the previous year. Non-profit 
organizations rose by 5.2% in contrast to a 7.0% decline in the previous year while culture, recreation and 
sports activities slowed down from a 14.8% growth in 2010 to 10.6%. This was contributed mainly by other 
entertainment activities growing by 14.1% compared with an 11.7% increase in the previous year. Lottery also 
slowed from 30.3% in the previous year to 16.8%, while radio and television grew faster at 5.1% compared 
with 4.1% in 2010. Other services activities grew by 2.3%, a slowdown from 5.0% in the previous year, 
comprising of beauty salon growing at 6.3% from 3.7% in 2010, laundry and other personal services grew 
slower from 7.2% and 5.5% in the previous year to 5.5% and 3.0%, respectively. Meanwhile, massages and 
traditional massages fell by 9.8% and 18.6%, respectively. 

Private households with employed persons 

This sector increased by 1.2% in contrast to a fall of 1.2% in the previous year.  
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2.  Regional Economy in 2011 

Overall regional economy 

Overall regional economy in 2011 exhibited that the East and the Central showed decreasing growth with a 
fall of 4.6%, and 5.3%, respectively due mainly to the decrease in manufacturing. The South, and Bangkok 
and vicinities slowed down by 1.6%, and 0.7%, respectively. On the contrary, the Northeast, the North, and 
the West increased by 5.9%, 4.7%, and 2.7%, respectively.  

Production income structure 

Production income structure in 2011, being considered from gross regional product in nominal terms, showed 
slight changes. That of the South, the Northeast, and the North increased from 9.9%,  9.8%,  and 7.7% in 2010 
to 10.7%,  10.0%,  and 8.0% in this year, respectively. However, other regions’ structures, namely Bangkok and 
vicinities, the East, and the Central decreased from 44.3%,  18.5%,  and 6.2% in the previous year to 43.9%, 
18.2%,  and 5.6% in this year, respectively. The West’s structure stayed at 3.6% in this year, as same as the 
previous year.

The regional production  

The Northeast 

Overview Gross regional product (GRP) in real terms increased by 5.9%, compared with a rise of 4.9% in the 
previous year owing mainly to the expansion of the agriculture production by 11.2%, compared with a rise of 
4.4% in the previous year. However, the non-agricultural production grew by 4.4%, compared with a rise of 
5.0% in the previous year.  

Agricultural production grew by 11.2%, compared with a rise of 4.4% in the previous year due mainly to the 
expansion of the agricultural, hunting and forestry by 11.1%, compared with a rise of 4.5% in the previous 
year. Such an increase caused from the expansion in crops production namely sugarcane, rubber, and 
cassava. Livestock production increased slightly, driven by swine and hen’s eggs production. On the contrary, 
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agricultural services decreased, meanwhile forestry slowed down. Fishery production increased by 15.0% 
compared with a rise of 3.4% in the previous year.  

 

 

 
Non-agricultural production increased by 4.4%, compared with a rise of 5.0% in the previous year. Such a 
slowdown was mainly contributed by a drop of 3.9% in wholesale and retail trade, on the contrary, 
manufacturing, accounting for the highest share, increased by 7.3%, compared with a rise of 3.8% in the 
previous year, due mainly to the expansion of sugar industry and rubber products industry, as well as 
education service with a rise of 7.9%, compared with a rise of 5.9% in the previous year. Moreover, sectors 
with increasing growth were transport, storage, and communications; health and social work; hotels and 
restaurants; and other community, social and personal service activities with a rise of 4.3%,  7.6%,  7.8%,  and 
7.5%, compared with a growth of 2.1%,  -3.8%,  3.4%,  and -8.1% in the previous year, respectively. Sectors 
with a slowdown expansion were real estate, renting and business activities; public administration and 
defense; financial intermediation; electricity, gas and water supply; and mining and quarrying with the 
deceleration of 0.7%, 10.8%, 4.5%, 7.1%, and 0.1%, compared with a rise of 7.0%, 19.4%, 7.4%, 9.4%, and 
2.1% in the previous year, respectively. Sectors with the decreasing growth were construction; and private 
households with employed persons with the drop of 4.1%, and 3.8% compared with a fall of 3.3%, and 3.3% 
in the previous year, respectively.

Overview Gross regional product (GRP) in real terms increased by 4.7%, compared with a rise of 3.2% in the 
previous year due mainly to the expansion of the agricultural production by 12.6% in contrast to a fall of 
1.8% in the preivous year. The non-agricultural grew only by 1.8%, compared with a rise of 4.8% in the 
previous year.   

Agricultural production increased by 12.6%, in contrast to a fall of 1.8% in the previous year as a result of 
the acceleration of the agriculture, hunting, and forestry; and fishery. The agriculture, hunting and forestry 
grew significantly by 12.5%, in contrast to a fall of 1.8% in the previous year due mainly to the expansion of 
crops production namely paddy, sugarcane, fruits and maize. Livestock production also increased, particularly 
on swine and hen’s eggs. On the contrary, agricultural services decreased meanwhile forestry increased. 
Fishery production accelerated by 15.0% in contrast to a fall of 2.7% in the previous year.  

  

Non-agricultural production grew only by 1.8%, compared with a rise of 4.8% in 2010. Such a slowdown was 
from manufacturing, accounting for the highest share of non-agricultural production, decelecrated by 5.1%, 
compared with a rise of 11.0% in the previous year due mainly to the decrease in medical, precision and 
optical instruments, watches and clocks; other non-metallic mineral products; and machinery and equipment; 
however, food and beverage which accounted for the highest share of manufacturing showed favorable 
growth. On the contrary, sectors with  decreasing growth were wholesale and retail trade with a fall of 1.2%, 
in contrast to a rise of 3.0% in the previous year; transport, storage, and communications with a fall of 0.8% in 
contrast to a rise of 1.7% in the previous year, together with construction; mining and quarrying; and private 
households with employed persons with a fall of 14.2%,  4.5%,  and 3.4% compared with a fall of 0.4%,  
2.9%, and 0.7% in the previous year, respectively.  Sectors with slowdown expansion were education; real 
estate, renting and business activities; and electricity, gas, and water supply with a rise of 0.4%,  1.3%,  and 
4.0%, compared with a rise of 3.1%,  1.5%,  and 14.8% in the previous year, respectively.  On the contrary, 
sectors with increasing growth were public administration and defense with a rise of 10.9%, compared with a 
rise of 10.3% in the previous year; financial intermediation with a rise of 5.3%, compared with a rise of 4.1% in 
the previous year as well as health and social work; and hotels and restaurants with a rise of 8.2%, and 5.2%,

Overview Gross regional product (GRP) in real terms increased by 1.6%, compared with a rise of 5.0% in the 
previous year. Such a slowdown was from a fall in the agricultural production by 3.3%, compared with a drop 
of 4.6% in the previous year. Moreover, the non-agricultural production grew only by 4.2%, compared with a 
rise of 9.1% in the previous year.    

Agricultural production dropped by 3.3%, compared with a fall of 4.6% in the previous year. Such a decline 
was mainly from a fall in the agriculture, hunting and forestry by 3.6%, compared with a fall of 4.9% in the 
previous year due to unfavorable weather condition, and floodings which brought about the damage to the 
agricultural area. Major crops with lower production were paddy and fruits. Moreover, fishery production 
dropped by 1.3%, compared with a fall of 3.6% in the previous year.  
 

 

Non-agricultural production slowed down to 4.2%, compared with a rise of 9.1% in the previous year. Such 
a slowdown was from the deceleration in manufacturing by 0.6%, compared with a rise of 6.2% in the 
previous year as a result of the decrease in food industry, and wood and wood products industry, including 
the industries related to construction according to the decline in construction; moreover, wholesale and retail 
trade slowed down by 1.8%, compared with a rise of 13.9% in the previous year due to the decrease in trade 
of goods as manufacturing products were affected by the floods as well as the slowdown in comsumption; 
hotels and restaurants with the deceleration of 13.0%, compared with a rise of 16.8% in the previous year as 
a consequence of the continuing unrest in southern of Thailand, and uncertain weather conditions during the 
travelling period; electricity, gas and water sypply with the slowdown of 1.5%, compared with a rise of 7.9% in 
the previous year owing to the slowdown in electricity consumption and the decrease in production and 
distribution of water supply; mining and quarrying with a slowdown of 3.6%, compared with a rise of 17.2% in 
the previous year according to the decrease in crude oil and natural gas production as well as effects from 
the sea pipeline gas leak in mid-2011, together with the decline in sand, stone, and gravel for construction. 
Moreover, construction dropped by 16.0%, in contrast to a rise of 23.4% in the previous year as a result of the 
fatiguing project under Thai-Khem-Khaeng 2010-2012 stimulus package (SP2), where disbursements by both 
central and local governments were made in 2010 as well as the deceleration in the private construction in 
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line with rising material prices; and private households with employed persons dropped by 21.3%.  Sectors 
with increasing growth were transport, storage,  and communications with a rise of 12.4%, compared with a 
rise of 5.6% in the previous year due to the increase in land and water transports, as well as a rise in the 
telecommunication in accordance with the business profits; public administration and defense with a rise of 
11.2%, compared with a rise of 9.9% in the previous year; education with a growth of 5.2%, compared with a 
rise of 4.8% in the previous year; real estate, renting and business activities with an increase of 2.5%; financial 
intermediation with a growth of 10.3%, compared with a rise of 3.6% in the previous year; health and social 
work with an increase of 5.5%, in contrast to a fall of 1.5% in the previous year due to the increase in both 
public and private health services; and other community, social and personal service activities with a growth 
of 8.0%, compared with a rise of 1.7% in the previous year.

Agricultural production rise slowly by 1.8% compared with a rise of 5.3% in the previous year owing mainly 
to an increase in the agricultural, hunting, and forestry by 1.5% compared with a rise of 0.4% in the previous 
year. Moreover, fishery production decelerated by 2.3%, compared with an increase of 14.8% in 2010.

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Non-agricultural production expanded by 0.7%, compared with a rise of 8.6% in the previous year. This 
resulted from manufacturing, a major sector, falling by 3.0% in contrast to a increase of 12.9% in the previous 
year, contributed mainly by the production of textiles; wearing apparel; rubber and plastic products; 
machinery and equipment; electrical machinery and apparatus; radio, television and communication 
equipment and apparatus; motor vehicles; and furniture and other manufacturing production. Sectors with 
the decreasing were construction; electricity, gas and water supply with a fall of 13.2% and 2.1%, respectively. 
Sectors with the slowdown were wholesale and retail trade;  transport, storage and communications;  real 
estate, renting and business activities;  public administration and defense with the rate of 0.3%,  2.2%,  2.7%, 
and 5.9%, respectively.

GRP per capita in 2011 showed that the region with the highest GRP per capita was the East which stood at 
436,479 Baht/year. The Northeast, the lowest level, stood at 48,549 Baht/year. The difference was 9.0 times 
decreasing from 9.4 times in 2010. GRP per capita was ranked the highest to lowest as follows: the East, 
Bangkok and vicinities, the Central, the South, the West, the North, and the Northeast, respectively. GDP per 
capita in 2011 stood at 164,513 Baht/year increasing from 159,106 Baht/year in 2010. 

Growth rate of GRP per capita in 2011 showed the slowdown expansion in almost all regions, except the 
Central. Thoroughly, the South,  the North,  the Northeast,  the West,  Bangkok and vicinities,  and the East 
increased by 11.2%,  6.7%,  6.1%,  3.3%,  2.9%,  and 1.0%, respectively. However, the Central contracted by 
6.1% as a result of the severe floods. Regarding GDP per capita, it showed the expansion of 3.4%. 

GPP per capita showed that the highest 10 GPP per capita fell among Bangkok and vicinities, the East, the 
Central, and the South. By the way, those provinces have manufacturing as a major production, and 
wholesale and retail trade as a supported sector were Rayong,  Samut Sakhon,  Chonburi,  Bangkok 
Metropolis,  Samut Prakan,  Prachinburi,  Phra Nakhon Sri Ayuthaya,  Phuket,  Chachoengsao,  and Pathum 
Thani, respectively. The lowest 10 GPP per capita fell into the Northeast, and the North. As most provinces in 
these regions have almost income from agricultural activities which has the uncertainty in both yields and 
prices. Moreover, the non-agricultural production, especially industrial production has not spreaded to this 
area yet; less investment in the non-agricultural production; less earning in these regions resulting in the 
slowdown in GPP per capita growth. The 10 lowest GPP per capita provinces were Am Nat Charoen,  Bueng 
Kan,  Nong Bua Lam Phu,  Si sa Ket,  Yasothon,  Sakon Nakhon,  Mae Hong Son,  Surin,  Chaiyaphum,  and 
Nakhon Phanom.  Rayong was the province which had the highest GPP per capita level at 1,235,695 Baht/year 
that income was from petroleum refinery; and chemicals and chemical products production while Am Nat 
CHaroen had the lowest GPP per capita level at 30,231 Baht/year which income was mainly from the 
agricultural production. In addition, the difference of GPP per capita in 2011 between Rayong and Am Nat 
Charoen was 40.9 times which was higher than 39.2 times in 2010 and showed the wider gap of distribution 
income structure.
