This publication is considered to be the first CVM edition presenting in the Gross
Regional and Provincial Product with covering revision results of both nominal and real terms from
1995 to 2010 along with analyzing the regional and provincial economy in 2010, the revision details,

The compilation of Gross Regional and Provincial Product (GRP and GPP) 1995 - 2010
edition has been revised back to 1995. This publication presents the new series of GRP and GPP
starting from 1995 - 2010. The major revisions include the following topics:

1.

Revising the GRP and GPP figures back to 1995 to be consistent with the national
income of Thailand 1990-2010 editions'. However, the compilation of the GRP and
GPP had been revised back to 1995 only because of the basic data sources classified
by provinces constraints; as a result, this publication presents the new series of GRP
and GPP starting from 1995 — 2010.

Revising of the compilation technique of the GRP and GPP in real terms from the
traditional fixed base year to chain volume measures (CVM).

Revising of coverage by adding up the new economic activities along with improving
of data sources. Major data sources with revisions include as follows:

The data of major crops, livestock, production costs; and the indicators of
mining; manufacturing; construction; wholesale and retail trade; hotels and
restaurants; transport and communication; real estate service; education service;
health service; and other community, social and personal service activities.

The data of central government revenue and expenditure in compliance with the
latest data from GFMIS of Ministry of Finance.

Presentation of statistical tables analysis

The percentage changes of real value added, is considered in analyzing the
production at the level of the whole kingdom, the region, and the provinces,
measures the changes of production gquantities; whereas the structure of nominal
value added, is considered in analyzing the production income distribution,
measures the changes of production quantities and prices.

In this publication, letter “p” appeared in 2010 stands for “preliminary” annual
figures, which are subject to revision in the next series of publication.

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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

Overall economy The Thai economy in 2010
perspective increased by 7.5% in contrast to a
fall of 1.1% in 2009 resulting from a recovery
of global economy. In addition, the expansion
of export oriented production and tourism
caused an increase in non-agricultural sector,
especially on manufacturing and services;
however, agricultural sector continued to
contract.

Overall production increased by 7.5% in
contrast to a drop of 1.1% in 2009 due to an
expansion in non-agricultural sector with a rise
of 8.6% recovering from a drop of 1.1% in
2009. Major sectors with a favorable growth
were mining and quarrying; manufacturing;
electricity and water supply; construction;
wholesale and retail trade; hotels and
restaurants; transport and communications; real
estate; education; and other community service
activities. Sectors with a slowdown were
financial intermediation; and public
administration and defense. Sectors with a
decreasing growth were health and social work;
and private households with employed persons.
However, agricultural sector continued to drop
by 2.5%, compared to a fall of 0.9% in 20009.

The agricultural production dropped by 2.5%
mainly resulted from a decline in crops and
forestry production with the rate of 4.1% and
5.7%, respectively. Such a decrease was
affected by a severe drought from the El Nino
phenomenon and flooding from the La Nina
effect. Major crops with a decreasing
production were cassava, maize, sugarcane, and
oil palm, whereas livestock production,
agricultural service, and fishery increased by
4.0%, 5.2%, and 1.8%, respectively.

The non-agricultural production accelerated
by 8.6% in contrast to a fall of 1.1% in 2009.
Sectors with a favorable growth were
manufacturing with a rise of 11.7% due to
rising in export-oriented industries in response
to recovering export demand; wholesale and
retail trade with a rise of 12.0% due to a rise in
trades on imports and domestic products in line
with recovering domestic demand; real estate,
renting and business activities with a rise of
7.7% due mainly to a rise of business service;
transport and communications with a rise of
5.9% due to the expansion of air transport;
construction with a rise of 9.6% due to an
increase of private construction; hotels and
restaurants with a rise of 8.4% due to the
increase of hotel and restaurant services in line
with increasing number of inbound tourists and
rising household consumption.

Sectors with a slowdown were financial
intermediation; and public administration and
defense with a rate of 3.6% and 2.6%,
compared with a rise of 6.6% and 5.0% in
previous year, respectively.

Sector with a decreasing growth were health
and social work service; and private households
with employed persons with a fall of 0.1% and
1.2%, respectively.

Regional production in real terms showed
increasing growth, owing mainly to an
expansion in the non-agricultural production.
Considering each region, it exhibited that the
Northeast, the North, the South, the West, the
Central, and Bangkok & vicinities expanded
with the rate of 3.7%, 2.2%, 6.1%, 1.9%,



10.6%, and 8.9%, respectively due mainly to a
rise in the non-agricultural production, while
the East grew by 9.3% driven by a rise in both
agricultural and non-agricultural production.

The production income distribution among
regions changed slightly in 2010. Bangkok &
vicinities was considered to be the highest share
of GRP, posted at 44.2%. This resulted from the
acceleration in  major sectors, namely
manufacturing; wholesale and retail trade; and
transport, storage and communications. The
East recorded as a share of 18.8% of GRP, led
by manufacturing; and mining and quarrying.
The South covered 10.2% of GRP led by the
agriculture, hunting, and forestry;
manufacturing; and wholesale and retail trade.
The Northeast covered 9.4% of GRP led by the
agriculture, hunting, and forestry;
manufacturing; wholesale and retail trade; and
education. The North accounted for 7.7% led by
the agriculture, hunting, and forestry;
manufacturing; and wholesale and retail trade.
The Central was considered to be a 6.1% share
of GRP led by manufacturing; and wholesale
and retail trade. Finally, the West recorded as a
share of 3.6% of GRP led by agriculture,
hunting, and forestry; manufacturing; and
electricity, gas and water supply.

GRP per capita still showed high disparity
between the East, the highest level at Baht
441,901 per annum, and the Northeast, the
lowest level at Baht 44,516 per annum. The
difference was 9.9 times. The highest GRP per
capita was ranked from the East, Bangkok &
vicinities, the Central, the South, the West, the
North, and the Northeast, respectively.

GPP per capita showed that the high GPP per
capita belonged to Bangkok & vicinities, the
East, the Central, and the South, while the low
GPP per capita was the Northeast. The largest
gap in GPP per capita emerged in Rayong, the
highest, and Am Nat Charoen, the lowest whose
GPP per capita stood at Baht 1,225,058 and
29,144 per annum, respectively. It was 42.0
times difference and showed wider gap.

In 2010, the provinces with the five highest
GPP per capita were Rayong, Chon Buri, Samut
Sakhon, Samut Prakan, and Prachinburi,
respectively. On the contrary, Am Nat Charoen,
Nong Bua Lam Phu, Si Sa Ket, Yasothon, and
Sakon Nakhon were in the five lowest GPP per
capita, respectively.

Gross Regional and Provincial Product in 2010

1.Overall Economy

The Thai economy in 2010 from the gross
domestic product (GDP) perspectives rose by
7.5% compared with a fall of 1.1% in 2009,
resulting from a recovery of global economy
especially on export oriented production and
tourism. Non-agricultural sector — the largest
proportion of 89.1% of total production — rose by
8.6% as a result of an expansion of manufacturing
products which grew by 11.7% in contrast to a
drop of 2.9% in 2009. Manufacturing products
increased in almost all categories such as
computers, electronic  appliances, electrical
machinery, and vehicles. Such an expansion was
attributed mainly to both external and domestic
demands. Besides, ASEAN Free Trade Agreement
which began effective this year encouraged to the
Thai economy. In addition, other sectors showed a
favorable growth such as wholesale and retail
trade (12.0%); construction (9.6%); hotels and
restaurants  (8.4%); transport, storage and
communications (5.9%); and real estate (7.7%).
On the contrary, the agricultural production
continually dropped by 2.5% due to a reduction of
crops and forestry. Domestic demand improved
due mainly to household consumption expenditure
expansion by the rate of 5.2% as a result of global
economic recovery together with the government
economic stimulus package.

Gross Domestic Product

Meanwhile, gross fixed capital formation
considerably expanded by 10.2%. Government
consumption expenditure slowed down to 7.4%
from 9.0% in 2009. In addition, exports and imports
of goods and services increased by 14.5% and
22.6%, respectively.

Overall production Gross domestic product in
2010 grew by 7.5% recovering from a fall of 1.1%
in 2009, resulting from an expansion of non-
agricultural sector which rose by 8.6% in contrast
to a drop of 1.1% in 2009. Almost all of non-
agricultural sector increased except health and
social work; and private households with employed
persons. Sectors with a favorable growth were
mining and quarrying; manufacturing; electricity, gas
and water supply; construction; wholesale and retail
trade; hotels and restaurants; transport, storage and
communications; real estate, renting and business
activities; education; and other community, social
and personal service activities. Sectors with
slowdown growth were financial intermediation;
and public administration and defense; compulsory
social security. Sectors with a decreasing growth
were health and social work; and private
households with employed persons. However,
agricultural sector continually dropped by 2.5%,
compared with a drop of 0.9% in 2009.

Agricultural production decreased by 2.5%,
compared with a drop of 0.9% in 2009 as a result of
a decline of crops and forestry production with the
rate of 4.1% and 5.7% respectively. However
livestock grew by 4.0% whereas agricultural
services expanded by 5.2% and fishing grew by
1.8%.

e Agriculture, hunting, and forestry
dropped by 3.0% kept contracting from 0.8% in
2009.
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o Crops fell by 4.1% as a result of
climate change such as a severe drought from the
El Nino phenomenon and flooding from the La
Nina effect. In addition, cassava faced to
pesticides outbreak especially aphid along with
epidemic. As a result, production dropped
drastically. Major crops production namely
cassava, maize, sugarcane, and palm-oil decreased
by 39.6%, 36.0%, 19.8%, and 0.6%, respectively.
However, paddy and rubber rose slightly.

o Livestock increased by 4.0%.
Expansion was primarily from production of
swine and chicken with the rate of 4.1% and 4.2%
respectively as a consequence of higher export
demand. Production of raw milk expanded by
8.4% as results of rising in related industry
production.

o Agricultural services rose by 5.2%
accelerating from 3.2% in 2009 due to an increase
in planting area such as rice and rubber.

o [Forestry decreased by 5.7%
contrasting to a 0.8% rise in previous year as a
result of a declined production of firewood and
charcoal, and forestry products.

e Fishery rose by 1.8% from a contraction
of 1.9% in previous year as a result of marine
fishery expanded by 2.5% due partly to shrimp
production in response to export demand. While
freshwater fishery decreased by 2.6%.
Non-agricultural production expanded by 8.6% in
contrast to a drop of 1.1% in previous year,
resulting from exports and tourism expansion.

e Mining and quarrying increased by 5.4%
rising from 0.1% in previous year as a result of
production of natural gas with an expansion of
11.5% originating mainly from the largest existing
oil fields — Arthit, Bongkot, and Erawan. Liquefied
natural gas expanded by 5.8% due largely to
existing oil fields in Bongkot and North-Pailin.




Metal ores grew by 56.7% in response to domestic
demand. However, crude oil fell by 1.5% in
contrast to an expansion of 7.3% in previous year,
resulting from production of Benjamas oil field. In
addition, other minerals dropped by 0.6%
dampening from a rise of 3.1% in previous year.

e Manufacturing expanded by 11.7%
recuperating from a contraction of 2.9% in
previous year due to rising in export-oriented
industries in response to recovering export
demand, especially those industries being
beneficial from ASEAN Free Trade Agreement.
In addition, key industries namely computers,
electronic appliances, motor vehicles, and
accessories grew up in response to domestic
demand improvement.

Industries with an expansion

o Food and beverages expanded by
3.7% contrasting to a 2.5% fall in previous year,
resulting from an increase of seafood processing
and preserving, animal foods, dairy products,
spirits and non-alcoholic beverages in response to
higher export and domestic demand.

o Tobacco products rose by 11.5%, due
partly to an irregular low production in previous
year in response to higher excise tax.

o Textile and wearing apparel
increased by 9.7% and 4.5%, respectively due to
higher demand from both domestic and external
market.

o Wood and wood products expanded
by 17.7%, mainly from higher demand of sawmill
and wood products being used for related industries
and business namely furniture industry and
construction services, etc.

o  Paper and paper products increased
by 5.5% originating from manufacturing of paper
board and paper products in response to higher
demand from downstream industries which was
correspondingly a high expansion.

o Printing and publishing rose by 3.7%
recovering from a 7.5% contraction in previous
year as a result of an expansion of publication
items and reproduction of recording media in
response to economic recovery. In particular,
demand for digital contents remarkably expanded.

o Rubber and plastic products
expanded by 17.0% as a result of higher production
of tires and inners for motor vehicles in response to
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demand from auto industries. Meanwhile, plastic
products grew in response to an expansion of
downstream industries.

o Other non-metallic mineral products
increased by 9.5% due mainly to higher demand of
ceramic, cement and concrete products in response
to rising in construction services.

o Basic metals grew by 10.0% as a
result of domestic demand expansion on metal
products used in construction and other related
industries.

o Fabricated metal products rose by
12.8% as a result of coating industry and structural
metal products in response to higher demand from
related industries.

o Machinery and equipment expanded
by 20.6% originating from industrial machinery
products and household appliances, especially air
conditioner which was higher domestic demand as
a result of policy on zero excise tax rates along
with higher external demand affected by ASEAN
free trade agreement.

o Office, accounting and computing
machinery increased by 14.2% as a result of
exported computers and components to external
market which kept expanding.

o Electrical machinery and apparatus
expanded by 21.4% due to production of electric
motors and batteries in response to higher demand
from downstream industries in both domestic and
external markets.

o Radio, television and communication
equipment grew by 16.3% originating from an
expansion of manufacturing of electronic
equipment such as integrate circuit boards in
accordance with the external market.

o Medical, precision and optical
instruments, watches and clocks rose by 16.0% as
a result of an increase in manufacturing of optical
and photographic equipment in response to external
demand.

o Motor vehicles expanded by 42.9%,
primarily from passenger cars and commercial
vehicles due to rising in domestic and external
demand, especially in the ASEAN’s market after
ASEAN free trade agreement became effective.

o Other transport equipment expanded
by 24.5%, mainly from manufacturing of
motorcycles in response to rising domestic demand.

Industries with slowing down expansion

o Leather products and footwear
slowed down by 0.5% due mainly to a decline of
footwear production. Meanwhile, other leather
products such as leather bags and other items
expanded in accordance with export demand.

o Petroleum refinery decelerated by
3.7% compared with an 8.3% expansion in
previous year, primarily from rising in crude oil
prices. As a result, domestic demand slowed down
from previous year, especially gasoline items.

o Chemicals and chemical products
slowed down to 9.7% from a rise of 17.4% in
previous year originating from petrochemical
industry which faced to rising of material price.

o Furniture and other manufacturing
industries decelerated to 4.0% from a 6.6%
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increase in previous year due partly to a
consecutive fall of jewelry items since last year.
However, furniture items constantly increased in
response to an expansion of both domestic and
external demand.

e Electricity, gas and water supply grew by
7.0% accelerating from 3.8% in previous year.
Such a rise was originated from both generation
and distribution of electricity with an increase of
8.2% from 3.7% in previous year and found from
all types of users. Besides, water supply
production and distribution rose to 6.1% from
0.6% in previous year, whereas natural gas fell by
7.7% contrasting to an 8.7% rise in previous year.

e Construction increased by  9.6%,
accelerating from a 3.7% rise in previous year.
Such an expansion was mainly from an
improvement of private construction, especially
for residential and business buildings namely
commercial buildings and factories at where the
large project was continued developing from
previous vyear. In addition, residential and
commercial buildings along with condominium
were built and surrounded to the mass transit
routes in Bangkok and vicinity areas. However,
government construction slightly fell from last
year as a result of fatiguing project under the
Thai-Khem-Khaeng 2010 - 2012 stimulus
package (SP2), found from both central
government and local administrative namely water
supply and management project, irrigation area
expansion project, highway development project,
and dust free highway project.

e Wholesale and retail trade, repair of
motor vehicles, motorcycles and personal and
household goods increased by 12.0%, found from
both wholesale and retail trade with an increase of
12.4% attributed mainly from an acceleration of
both imports and domestic products, especially
motor vehicles, motorcycles, air conditioners, and
electrical appliances. Meanwhile, repairing of
motor vehicles and personal household goods
increased by 6.9% from 0.6% in previous year due
partly to repairing of other household goods with a
rise of 11.3% contrasting to a 3.1% drop in
previous year. Repairing of household appliances
increased by 6.5%, reversing from a 7.7%
decrease in previous year. In addition, repairing of



motor vehicles increased by 6.0% from 5.4% in
previous year.

e Hotels and restaurants grew by 8.4%
considerably improving from a contraction of
1.4% in previous year. Restaurants service
increased by 6.5% from a 1.8% decrease in
previous year due mainly from a rise of
household consumption. Hotel services grew by
12.1% from a 0.9% decrease in previous year,
owing to the number of inbound tourists which
rose by 12.6%. An increase of inbound tourists
was mostly from East Asian and Europe. In
contrast, tourists from the United States declined.
Revenues from tourism item grew by 16.2%
whereas the occupied rate slightly grew to 50.2%
increasing from 49.2% in previous year.
However, the room rate rose by 0.6% in contrast
to a decline in previous year.

e Transport, storage and communications
rose by 5.9% from a contraction of 0.2% in
previous year due to an increase of air transport
service by 16.7% recovering from a 1.9% drop in
previous year in response to rising in inbound
tourists. Telecommunication continued to expand
by 2.8% as well as land transport with an
expansion of 0.5% in contrast to a decline of 0.8%
in previous year. Meanwhile, water transport
slowed down to 3.4% compared with a 5.1% rise
in previous year.

e Financial intermediation in 2010 series
had been revised and compiled in line with new
methodology, the financial intermediation services
indirectly measured (FISIM). In 2010, financial
services grew by 3.6% slowed down from 6.6% in
previous year, resulting from that net reference
interest rate of financial institutions declined
whereas prices of commercial goods rose from
previous year although total of loans and deposits
kept rising. Insurance businesses slightly grew
originating mainly from total net insurance.
Besides, other financial auxiliary services rose in a
great extent.

e Real estate, renting and business
activities grew by 7.7% from a contraction of
4.4% in previous year as a result of economic
recovery. Real estate services rose by 3.5% from a
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1.3% decline in previous year. Other business
services increased by 11.6% improving from a
decline of 8.9% in previous year. Such an increase
originated from  business  consultant,
employment, advertising, and imaging services.
However, renting of the machinery and
equipment, computer services, and research and
development increased by 4.3%, 15.1%, and
18.8%, respectively.

e Public administration and defense;
compulsory social security slowed down to 2.6%
compared with a rise of 5.0% in previous year.

e Education increased by 4.2% continued
rising from 2.7% in previous year due mainly to
public education with an expansion of 3.8%
compared with 2.8% in previous year. Meanwhile,
private education expanded by 7.2% from a
contraction of 2.1% in previous year attributed
mainly by private universities. However, private
vocational education fell.

e Health and social work slightly declined
by 0.1% in contrast to a 0.6% increase in previous
year due partly to public health service with a
slowdown by 1.0% compared with a 4.2% rise in
previous year. Besides, private health service
decreased by 1.6% recovering from a 3.7%
contraction in previous year, mainly attributed by
private clinic whereas private hospital decreased.

e Other community, social and personal
service activities grew by 7.4% recovering from a
drop of 3.7% in previous year. Such a recovery
was attributed by culture, recreation and sports
activities with an increase of 17.6% in contrast to
a 0.2% drop in previous year. In addition, lottery,
sports, and radio and television broadcasting
services grew by 31.3%, 14.9% and 9.5%
respectively. Besides, other service activities rose
by 7.3% from a 12.8% decline in previous year
whereas non-profit organization services fell by
7.1% in contrast to a rise of 4.6% in previous year.

e Private households with employed
persons dropped by 1.2%, in contrast to a rise of
1.9% in previous year.

2. Regional economy in 2010

Overall regional economy

Overall regional economy in 2010 mostly showed
an expansion of growth except the Northeast which
showed slowdown expansion. Such an expansion
was mainly attributed to the expansion in the non-
agricultural production, led by manufacturing;
wholesale and retail trade; construction; hotels and
restaurants; transport, storage and communications;
and real estate, renting and business activities; on
the contrary, the agricultural production continued
to decline.

Regional production in 2010 considering from GRP
in real terms showed that the regional growth
changed relatively to the regional production share.
Growth of each region was as follows: the Central,
the East, Bangkok and vicinities, the South, the
North, and the West with an increase of 10.6%,
9.3%, 8.9%, 6.1%, 2.2%, and 1.9%, respectively,
however, the Northeast showed slower pace of
growth by 3.7%.

Production income structure in 2010 changed
slightly, particularly in the South and the East
which increased from 9.2% and 17.9% in 2009 to
10.2% and 18.8% in this year. However, other
regions’ structures, namely; the Northeast; the
North; the West; the Central; and Bangkok and
vicinities decreased from 9.6%, 7.8%, 3.9%, 6.3%,
and 45.3% in previous year to 9.4%, 7.7%, 3.6%,
6.1% and 44.2% in this year, respectively.

Overview Gross regional product (GRP) in real
terms grew by 3.7% compared with a rise of 5.7%
in previous year due to a slowdown in the non-
agricultural production by 4.7% compared with a
rise of 6.6% in previous year. Meanwhile, the
agricultural production dropped by 0.4% in contrast
to a rise of 1.7% in previous year.
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Agricultural production dropped by 0.4%, in
contrast to an increase of 1.7% in 2009 owing to the
contraction in the agriculture, hunting and forestry
by 0.4%, in contrast to a rise of 2.0% in previous
year. This resulted from a fall in crops production
namely cassava, sugarcane, maize, and vegetables.
Livestock production increased especially buffalo,
and chicken production. Furthermore, agricultural
services, and forestry showed favorable growth. On
the contrary, fishery production decreased by 2.6%,
improving from a drop of 11.0% in previous year.

Conversely,
sectors with a decreasing growth were construction
with the fall of 2.2% in contrast to a rise of 37.9%
in 2009; other community, social and personal
service activities; and private households with
employed persons with the drop of 7.8% and 3.2%,
in contrast to a rise of 6.0%, and 49.4% in previous
year, respectively.

Such an expansion was found from the
non-agricultural production with an increase of
9.6% from 0.8% in 2009. Major sectors with an
expansion were manufacturing; wholesale and
retail trade; and hotels and restaurants as a
consequence of the economic recovery. On the
contrary, the agricultural production declined by
1.5%, in contrast to a rise of 0.1% in previous year
due to climate change, and flooding.

Overview Gross regional product in real terms
increased by 8.9%, recovering from a fall of 1.9%
in 2009 due mainly to an expansion in the non-
agricultural production by 9.0%; while, the
agricultural production dropped by 2.4%.
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Agricultural  production declined by 2.4%
compared with a drop of 5.7% in previous year due
mainly to a decrease in the agriculture, hunting, and
forestry, led by the fall in crops production
especially sugarcane and vegetables; however,
livestock production decelerated as a result of a
decrease in buffalo, duck, and hen eggs production.
However, fishery production increased by 1.5%, in
contrast to a fall of 10.4% in 2009.

Non-agricultural production expanded by 9.0%, in
contrast to a fall of 1.8% in 2009. This resulted
from manufacturing, a major sector, rising by
13.3%, recovering from a fall of 2.3% in previous
year as a result of the expansion in office,
accounting and computing machinery; machinery
and equipment; food products and beverages; and
rubber and plastic products. Other sectors with an
expansion were mining and quarrying; electricity,
gas and water supply; construction; wholesale and
retail trade; hotels and restaurants; transport,
storage and communications; real estate, renting
and business activities; and other community,
social and personal service activities with the rate
of 7.9%, 8.3%, 13.9%, 11.5%, 7.0%, 7.3%, 9.8%,
and 11.5%, respectively. Sectors with a slowdown
were financial intermediation; and education with
the rate of 3.6%, and 2.3%, respectively. However,
sectors with a decreasing growth were public
administration and defense; health and social work;
and private households with employed persons with
the fall of 1.6%, 1.1%, and 3.6%, respectively.

GRP per capita in 2010 showed that the region
with the highest GRP per capita was the East which
stood at 441,901 Baht/year. The Northeast, the
lowest level, stood at 44,516 Baht/year. The
difference was 9.9 times increasing from 9.3 times
in 2009 and showed wider gap. Such a wider
difference also revealed the worsening trend of
income distribution. GRP per capita was ranked
the highest to lowest as follows: the East, Bangkok
and Vicinities, the Central, the South, the West, the
North, and the Northeast, respectively. GDP per
capita stood at 160,556 Baht/year increasing from
143,064 Baht/year in 2009.

Growth rate of GRP per capita in 2010 showed
upward trend in all regions. Thoroughly, the North,
the South, the East, the Central, and Bangkok and
Vicinities accelerated by 10.6%, 25.0%, 17.1%,
9.0%, and 9.5%, respectively, recovering from the
contraction in previous year. The West continued to
increase by 4.2%, however, the Northeast
decelerated by 9.9%. Regarding GDP per capita, it
showed the expansion of 12.2% as a consequence
of the recovery of all regions economies which
resulted in a rise in factor incomes.

GPP per capita showed that the highest 10 GPP
per capita fell among provinces with manufacturing
as a major production, and with wholesale and
retail trades as a supported sector. As a result, the
high GPP per capita fell into Bangkok and
Vicinities, the East, the Central, and the South. The
first 10 provinces with the highest GPP per capita
were Rayong, Chonburi, Samut Sakhon, Samut
Prakan, Prachinburi, Phra Nakhon Sri Ayuthaya,
Bangkok Metropolis, Pathum Thani,
Chaochoengsao, and Phuket, respectively. The
lowest 10 GPP per capita fell into the Northeast,
owing to many small scale industries and the
agricultural production-oriented; less investment in
the non-agricultural production; and less earning in
this region resulting in the slowdown in GPP per
capita growth. The 10 lowest GPP per capita
provinces were Am Nat Chareon, Nong Bua Lam
Phu, Si Sa Ket, Yasothon, Sakon Nakhon,
Chaiyaphum, Surin, Nakhon Phanom, Buriram, and
Kalasin. In addition, the difference of GPP per
capita in 2010 between Rayong, the highest level at
1,225,058 Baht/year, and Am Nat Chareon, the
lowest level at 29,144 Baht/year, was 42.0 times
higher than 37.5 times in 2009 and showed wider
