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Revisions to the National Income of Thailand 2013 Edition

In this publication, the estimates have been revised back to 2005. The revisions are made
based on the most recent data from the primary sources as follows:

1. Revising data
e Agricultural and livestock production figures according to the latest series from
the Office of Agricultural Economic and Department of Livestock, Ministry
of Agriculture and Co-operatives.

e Quantity and price of fishery production according to the survey of 2011-2012
by the Department of Fisheries, Ministry of Agriculture and Co-operatives.
The revision affected both the production and private consumption expenditure.

e Mining and quarrying sector: adding up the item of natural gas extraction of the
Thai-Malaysia Joint Development Area (JDA) which is transmitted to gas
separation plant in the area of Jana district, Songkhla Province since 2005, along
with revising data of sea salt production back to 2008.

e Revising industrial production figures according to the latest series from
the Office of Industrial Economics, Ministry of Industry.

e Electricity, gas, and water sector: revising data of natural gas separation back to
2005 by adding up the item of gas separation plant of the PTT Public Co., Ltd at
Khanom district, Nakhon Si Thammarat, and that of theTrans Thailand-Malaysia
in the area of Jana district, Songkhla Province. Furthermore, the item of
underground water has been revised back to 2006 in line with the latest data
available from original data sources.

e Transportation, warehouse, and communication sector: revising data of natural
gas pipeline transmission to the gas separation plant back to 2005.

e General government consumption expenditure: revising of the coverage of local
government for more accuracy and that of the classification of items and groups
of central government and local government in compliance to the new SNA 2008
as well as revising data back to 2009.

e Updating other basic data according to the latest data available from original data
sources.

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Executive Summary

The Thai economy in 2013, from the Gross Domestic Product (GDP) perspective, grew by 2.8%
compared to a rise of 7.3% in 2012. The deceleration was seen from both domestic and external
demand slowdown, as well as uncertain political situation by the end of 2013. Consequently, both
agricultural and non-agricultural sectors slowed down. Total demand also increased in slower pace of
growth, attributed mainly by the deceleration in private final consumption expenditure, and
government consumption expenditure. Moreover, gross fixed capital formation shrank in the past four
years. Such contraction was seen from both public and private investment.

Production grew by 2.8%, compared to a rise of 7.3% in the previous year. Non-agricultural sector,
accounted for 88.7% of GDP, grew by 3.1% compared to a rise of 7.8% in the previous year. Such
deceleration was witnessed from manufacturing due mainly to slowdown in domestic demand after the
expiration of the government’s economic stimulus program, particularly the First Car Tax Rebate
Scheme, moreover export-oriented manufacturing industries did not benefit from the global economic
recovery by the end of the year. As a result, almost all sectors showed slower pace of growth namely
wholesale and retail trade, mining and quarrying, and construction. However, tourism sector increased
significantly, led by the robust growth of hotels and restaurants despite slowing down from the
previous year. In addition, the agricultural production grew by 0.4%, compared to a rise of 3.4% in the
previous year as a result of the deceleration in crops and livestock production, and the decrease in
forestry and fishery production, on the contrary, agricultural services expanded.

Domestic demand slowed down due to political and economic uncertainties by the end of 2013 which
resulted adversely in consumer purchasing power. In addition, the downturn of consumer’s confidence
and slight expansion of total income induced the prudence of consumer’s spending. Another factor
was the measure of government stimulus packages, particularly the First Car Tax Rebate Scheme
which was expired since the second quarter of the year which significantly resulted in private final
consumption expenditure to increase by 0.8%, slowing down from 2012. Furthermore, gross fixed
capital formation shrank in the past four years, with a fall of 0.8% in contrast to a rise of 10.2% in the
previous year. The contraction was seen from public investment and private investment with a fall of
1.0%, and 0.8%, respectively. Government consumption expenditure increased by 4.7% compared to a
rise of 7.5% in 2012 as compensation of employees grew by 0.7% compared to a rise of 4.8% in the
previous year. As for purchase of goods and services, it went up by 12.1%. The external sector
increased with slower pace. Exports and imports of goods and services decelerated by 2.8% and 1.4%,
respectively.

National income in 2013 registered with the value of Baht 8,783,551 million, a 2.0% growth, lower
than 5.0% growth in the previous year. This consists of a return to labor with the value of Baht
4,006,526 million or at 5.8% slowdown, and a return to capital, land and operation with the value of
Baht 4,777,025 million or a contraction of 1.0%. Measured in per capita, national income per capita in
2013 was 131,579 Baht, higher than 129,251 Baht in the previous year. Disposable income per capita
was 107,622 Baht compared to consumption expenditure per capita of 100,649 Baht. Per capita
personal saving decreased slightly to 8,905 Baht from 9,522 Baht.

For overall economic stability in 2013, gross savings and investment decelerated at lower rates with a
1.7% growth in investment and a 1.2% growth in savings. As a result, savings-investment gap or
current account posted a deficit of Baht 63,667 million-accounted for 0.5% of GDP. This figure was
higher than a deficit of Baht 45,070 million in 2012.

For price stability, GDP implicit price deflator increased by 1.6% decelerating from 1.9% in the
previous year. Agricultural price index rose by 1.7%, lower than 5.5% in 2012. Meanwhile,
non-agricultural price index increased by 1.6%, upper than 1.4% in the previous year. Consumer
prices index (CPI) and producer prices index (PPI) rose by 2.2% and 0.3%, respectively.

Gross Domestic Product of 2013 expanded by 2.8 %, compared to a rise of
7.3% in 2012 as a result of a slowdown in both domestic and external demand,
and uncertain political situation in late 2013. Non-agricultural sector,
accounting for 88.7 % of GDP, decelerated by 3.1%. Such deceleration was
witnessed from slowdown in almost all sectors led by manufacturing; wholesale
and retail trade; mining and quarrying; and construction. In particular,
manufacturing sector, accounting for 27.7% of GDP, grew by 1.7%, compared
to a rise of 7.0% in previous year as a result of domestic demand slowdown.
Moreover, export-oriented manufacturing industries did not benefit from global
economic recovery. However, hotels and restaurants increased sluggishly as
a result of the slight expansion in tourism sector. Agricultural sector grew by
0.4%, slowing down from previous year owing to the deceleration in crops and
livestock production, and the contraction in forestry and fishery production.

Gross Domestic Product (GDP) of 2013 at current market prices valued at
Baht 12,910,038 million. After deducting Baht 719,462 million of net factor
income from the rest of the world, Gross National Product (GNP) was registered
at Baht 12,190,576 million, a 2.9% growth. After further deduction of net
indirect taxes and depreciation, National Income (NI) of 2013 valued at Baht
8,783,551 million. The per capita GNP was Baht 182,617 while per capita NI
was Baht 131,579 higher than Baht 129,251 in 2012 or a 1.8% growth.

Another factor was
the government’s economic stimulus programs, particularly the First Car Tax
Rebate Scheme which was expired since the second quarter of the year led to
private final consumption expenditure with a slowdown of 0.8%.

Gross Fixed Capital Formation shrank by 0.8 %, compared to a rise of 10.2%
in previous year. Private and public investment dropped by 0.8% and 1.0%,
in contrast to a rise of 11.1% and 7.1% in 2012, respectively.
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Government Consumption Expenditure grew by 4.7%, attributed by 0.7%
increase in compensation of employees, 12.1% in purchase from enterprises and
aboard, 5.9% purchases by households and enterprise, 3.9% in consumption of
fixed capital, and 7.8% in social benefit in kind.

External Sector showed slowdowns in both exports and imports. Exports of
goods and services at current market prices increased by 2.1% lower than
a 7.8% expansion in previous year, as a result of merchandized exports with
a fall of 1.3% and service receipts with a rise of 17.6%. Meanwhile, imports of
goods and services at current market prices decreased by 0.9% in contrast to
a rise of 9.4% in previous year as merchandized imports dropped by 1.8%,
and services payments slowed down by 2.9%.

Trade and Services Balance at current market prices valued a surplus of Baht
333,685 million— a higher than Baht 81,120 million surplus in previous year as
a result of surplus in both goods and services. Trade balance registered a surplus
of Baht 216,936 million, meanwhile service balance showed a surplus at Baht
116,749 million. However, net factor income showed a higher deficit at Baht
719,462 million. Furthermore, net current transfers recorded a surplus at Baht
322,110 million. Ultimately, aggregation of all components led to a current
account deficit at Baht 63,667 million, the second consecutive years of deficit.

National income (NI) or income from factors of production in 2013 posted
the value of Baht 8,783,551 million, a 2.0% growth compared to a 5.0% growth
in previous year. Compensation of employees, which accounted for 45.6%
of national income decelerated by 5.8% while returns on capital, land and
firms—a 54.4% share—contracted by 1.0%. Net property income slowed down
by 16.0% while operating income decreased by 2.8%.

Domestic Savings in 2013 registered the value of Baht 3,482,724 million,
continued to decelerate by 1.2%. Overall net savings valued at Baht 1,535,360
million, continued to subtract by 11.2%. Private net saving decreased by 6.3%,
while public net saving decreased greatly by 48.8%.

Overall Economic Stability, both savings and investment expanded in slower
rate, attributed by investment increasing by 1.7% and savings increasing by
1.2%. This led to a savings-investment gap or current account posting a deficit
with the value of Baht 63,667 million, accounting for 0.5% of GDP. This saving
-investment gap was higher than a deficit of Baht 45,070 million in previous
year.

GDP Implicit Price Deflator increased by 1.6%, decelerating from 1.9% in
previous year. Agricultural price index rose by 1.7%, slowing down from 5.5%
in 2012.

Gross domestic product in 2013 grew by 2.8%, slowing down from 7.3%
in 2012 as a result of the deceleration in both domestic and external demand,
as well as uncertain political situation in late 2013. Agricultural sector, and
non-agricultural sector grew by 0.4%, and 3.1%, respectively.

Agricultural production grew by 0.4%, compared to a rise of 3.4%
in previous year as a result of the slowdown in crops and livestock production
and the contraction in forestry and fishery production, meanwhile agricultural
services expanded.

Non-agricultural production grew by 3.1%, compared to a rise of 7.8%
in previous year owing mainly to the decelerate in almost all sectors, namely
manufacturing, mining and quarrying, construction, and wholesale and retail
trade. However, hotels and restaurants continued to expand but in slower pace
of growth as a result of the robust growth in tourism sector.

Overall agricultural production increased slightly by 0.4%, compared to a rise of
3.4% in 2012 as a result of a 1.6% deceleration in agriculture, hunting and
forestry, and a 13.7% contraction in fishery production. In addition, prices of
agricultural products rose by 1.7%, slowing down from previous year.

Agriculture, hunting and forestry

Total production increased by 1.6%, compared to a rise of 3.9% in previous
year. Major production activities are as follows:

e Crops grew slightly by 1.6% because of a drought in the first 6 months of
the year. However, the production in the second half expanded because of
plentiful rainfall and favorable weather condition. Major crops, namely
paddy, cassava, maize, and pineapple declined by 1.7%, 0.7%, 4.7%, and
15.6%, respectively. Meanwhile rubber, oil palm, and sugarcane rose by
9.4%, 10.6%, and 2.1%, respectively.

e Livestock increased by 1.1%, slowing down from previous year. Such
deceleration was from the 1.8% decrease in production of chicken in
accordance with lower external demand. Production of cattle decreased by
1.5%. On the other hand, production of swine and raw milk rose by 0.4%,
and 2.5%, respectively.

e Agricultural services increased by 7.0%, higher than previous year owing
to an expansion in planting area such as paddy, sugarcane, oil palm, and
rubber.

e [orestry decreased by 11.2%, continuously dropping from previous year
as a result of contraction in firewood and charcoal products.

Fishery

Fishery continuously decreased by 13.7% owing mainly to the 18.8% decline
in production of marine fishery, particularly shrimp production as a result of
Early Mortality Syndrome (EMS). On the contrary, freshwater fishery grew
by 11.8%. Total implicit price deflator went up by 3.8 % as price of marine
fishery rose by 2.8% while that of freshwater fishery rose by 7.4%.

Mining and quarrying

Mining and quarrying increased by 1.7%, compared to a rise of 7.9% in
previous year as a result of petroleum production which accounted for 80% of
total production slowed down to 2.3%, compared to a rise of 8.8% in previous
year. Such slowdown was seen from crude oil production (either deceleration or
decrease in production from major oil fields namely Benjamas, Lanta, Banyen,
Songkhla and Sirikit) together with natural gas, and liquefied natural gas
production which also either decelerated or decreased in production from major
oil fields, namely Erawan, Satoon, Platong Il and Artit. In addition, other
minerals production that also fell down included sand, stone, gold, silver,
fluoride, and tin.

Manufacturing

Manufacturing grew by 1.7%, compared to a rise of 7.0% in previous year as
a result of domestic demand slowdown afterward the expiration of the
government’s economic stimulus programs, particularly the First Car Tax
Rebate scheme, which consequently induced the prudence of consumer’s
spending. Moreover, export-oriented manufacturing industries did not benefit
from global economic recovery.

Industries with a favorable expansion

e Tobacco products grew by 0.9%, as producers accelerated their
production to pile up the inventory.

e Textile increased by 1.8%, in contrast to a fall of 4.0% in previous year
due to higher demand of Thailand’s major trading partners.

e | eather products and footwear increased by 16.8% due mainly to higher
demand from abroad as global economic recovery, particularly exports to
ASEAN’s countries which showed favorable trend.

e Wood and wood products expanded by 4.4%, compared to a rise of 2.1%
in previous year as a result of higher external demand and domestic
demand of linkage industries.

e Printing and publishing increased by 0.4% owing to the expansion of
publishing of books and pamphlets in order to attract consumers attention
in the products.

e Basic metals expanded by 4.4% as a result of continuous demand for
infrastructure construction investment of public sector .

e Medical, precision and optical instruments, watches and clocks rose by
6.7% owing to higher external demand for watches, clocks, and parts
production.

e Furniture and other manufacturing industries rose by 3.4% in line with
higher domestic and external demand.
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Industries with a slowdown expansion

Petroleum refinery increased by 3.1%, slowing down from previous
year, owing to lower domestic demand and exports.

Chemicals and chemical products slowed down by 5.5%, as a result of
higher demand from China, however demand from Western countries
increased slightly according to each country’s economic recovery.

Rubber and plastic products rose by 4.2%, slowing down from
previous year owing mainly to lower demand from linkage industries
namely motor vehicles in line with lower domestic demand.

Other non-metallic products decelerated by 5.2%, because of slowdown
in construction businesses.

Machinery and equipment slowed down by 1.1% in line with lower
domestic demand and subdued external demand.

Electrical machinery and apparatus grew by 4.2%, compared to
an increase of 9.7% in previous year, as a result of lower domestic
demand

Motor vehicles grew by 3.6%, compared to a rise of 54.3% in 2012 as a
result of the expiration of “First Car Tax Rebate Scheme” and a decline
in demand of new cars.

Industries with a contraction

Foods and beverages fell by 0.2%, owing to shortage of raw material for
seafood products industries. In addition, production of beer also
decreased caused by lower domestic demand.

Wearing apparel contracted by 4.5% as a result of continual lower
external demand, together with some entrepreneurs moved their
production base to neighboring countries.

Paper and paper products decreased by 3.8% as a result of a lower
domestic demand.

Fabricated metal products contracted by 0.8% owing to lower demand
for coating metal in line with linkage industries.

Office, accounting and computing machinery fell by 4.2%,
continuously dropping from previous year owing to a decrease in
external demand, and the change in consumer’s preference of HDD.

Radio, television and communications equipment contracted by 0.4% as
a result of lower external demand for electronic parts in response to
global economy recovery.

e Other transport equipment decreased by 5.8% in contrast to an
expansion in previous year, according to a decrease in manufacturing
of motorcycles in response to lower domestic demand.
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Electricity, gas and water supply

Electricity, gas and water supply fell by 0.8% in contrast to a rise 9.8% in
previous year. Gas separation contracted by 9.7% in contrast to a rise of 5.0%
in previous year, because gas separation plants (unit 1,2,3,5 and 6) located in
Rayong province could separate LPG, NGL and ethane in lower production
capacity, together with the lightening incident at Gas Separation Plant unit 5
(accounting for 20% of total production capacity in Rayong province).
Consequently, these incidents has resulted in lower production capacity since
August 14, 2013. In addition, electricity generation and distribution decreased
by 0.6%, in contrast to a rise of 11.0% in previous year in line with slowdown
in almost all types of users. Water supply production and distribution
increased by 3.5%, compared to a 6.0% rise in previous year.

Construction

Construction service grew only by 0.1%, compared to a rise of 7.5% in previous
year, mainly as a result of a 4.6% expansion in private construction owing to
highly construction cost in response to higher prices of raw materials as well as
increase in minimum wages (300 baht/day). However, public construction
contracted by 4.1% owing to the decrease in construction of both central
government and local administrative. For state-enterprise construction, most of
them are continuing projects e.g. the MRT Purple Line Bang Yai — Rat Burana
and Bang Yai — Bang Sue; the MRT Blue Line Hua Lamphong — Bang Khae
and Bang Sue — Tha Phra; the Power Plant Construction Project of Electricity
Generating Authority of Thailand; Electric Transmission Grid Development
Project of Metropolitan Electricity Authority; and Electric Power Distribution
System Project of Provincial Electricity Authority.
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Wholesale and retail trade, repair of motor vehicles, motorcycles and
personal and household goods

This sector increased by 1.4%, compared to a rise of 5.8% in previous year. This
was mainly caused by a rise in wholesale and retail trade by 1.5% in response to
lower demand for domestic and imported goods. Repair of motor vehicles and
personal household goods increased only by 0.3%, slowing down from 20.5% in
previous year owing mainly to high base in 2012 as a consequence of severe
flooding in late 2011. As a result, repair of motor vehicles expanded by 1.1%,
compared to a rise of 25.9% in previous year. Repair of personal and household
appliances grew by 2.1%, compared to a rise of 10.3% in 2012. Repair of
footwear and other repair fell by 6.7% and 4.7%, respectively.

Hotels and restaurants

Hotels and restaurants grew by 10.5%, compared to a rise of 14.2% in
previous year. Restaurants services increased by 7.9%, the same rate as
previous year. Hotel services grew by 14.1%, slowing down from 23.6% in
previous year according to a 18.8% increase in the number of inbound
tourists. The tourists from East Asia raised by 27.0%, particularly from China
with the expansion of 66.4% as well as the increase in number of tourists from
Europe. Tourists from America and South East Asia slowed down.
Meanwhile, tourists from Oceania declined. As a result, revenues from
tourism slowed down from 26.8% in 2012 to 19.1% in this year. The occupied
rate grew to 64.9%. The room rate rose by 3.1%.

Transport, storage and communication

Transport, storage and communication grew by 5.7%, compared to a rise of
9.4% in previous year. This was caused by the deceleration in air transport by
9.2%, compared to a rise of 16.1% in previous year according to a decline in
transport of freight meanwhile transport of passengers increased owing to the
increasing number of tourists. Land transport grew by 0.4% slowing down from
5.2% in previous year, owing mainly to the decrease in freight transport.
Moreover, telecommunication slowed down by 4.3% from 10.6% in previous
year in accordance with turnover of service providers.

Financial intermediation

Financial intermediation services grew by 13.1%, slightly lower than a 13.4%
growth in previous year. This resulted from a slowdown in net interest income
of financial institutions in line with a deceleration in amount of household’s
loans. Moreover, overall deposits also slowed down along with a slight increase
in fees and other services. Meanwhile, life and non-life insurance businesses
grew favorably.
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Real estate, renting and business activities

This sector grew by 4.0%, slowing down from a 10.9% growth in previous year.
Real estate services rose by 5.5% from a 3.1% growth in previous year. Renting
of the machinery and equipment grew by 2.3%, compared to a rise of 13.2% in
previous year. Computer services grew by 6.9%, compared to a 12.0% growth
in previous year. Other business services grew by 2.9%, compared to a growth
of 14.9% in previous year. This was originated from the deceleration in business
consultant, architectural and engineering services. While, photographic
activities and other business services decreased. Advertising services increased
significantly. On the other hand, research and development decreased by 1.6%,
due to decrease in research and development on sciences.

Education

Education increased by 1.5%, slowing down from a 4.8% increase in previous
year owing mainly to public education decelerating by 1.4% compared to a
5.7% growth in previous year. Private education increased by 3.2% in contrast
to a 3.0% decline in previous year attributed mainly by the expansion in non-
formal education and private universities. Meanwhile, vocational education and
elementary education in Bangkok decreased.

Health and social work

Health and social work grew by 0.8%, compared to a rise of 5.8% in previous
year as public health services decreased by 0.3%, in contrast to a 7.7% rise in
previous year. Private health services grew by 2.6%, compared to a rise of 5.3%
in previous year owing to the slowdown in both private hospitals and private
clinics by 1.4% and 4.2%, respectively.

Other community, social and personal service activities

Overview of the sector grew by 6.8%, compared to a rise of 9.9% in previous
year. Non-profit organizations expanded by 4.6%, compared to a 8.8% growth
in previous year. Recreation, culture and sports activities grew by 7.5%, slowing
down from 11.0% in previous year. Such slowdown was seen from radio and
television broadcasting services and other entertainment activities expanding in
slower rate at 8.1% and 28.0%, respectively. Meanwhile, government lottery
and zoo decreased. Other services activities grew by 7.6% from a 9.2% growth
in previous year, as beauty salon and other personal services slowed down to
8.4%, and 5.0%, respectively. Moreover, laundry services rose by 15.8%.

Composition of private final consumption expenditure

Private final consumption expenditure in 2013 increased by 0.8% compared
to a rise of 6.3% in 2012.

Contributing factors include slight expansion of farm income due to sluggish
rising in quantity and prices of crops. Major crops with decreasing prices
included rubber, oil palm, and maize despite the deceleration in prices of paddy,
which resulted adversely in consumer purchasing power. In addition, the
downturn of consumer’s confidence owing to uncertainty of political and
economic situation by the end of 2013 induced the prudence of consumer’s
spending. Another factor was the measure of government stimulus packages,
particularly the First Car Tax Rebate Scheme which was expired since the
second quarter of the year which significantly resulted in the slowdown in
private final consumption expenditure. Consequently, expenditure on non-
durable goods, durable goods, and services decelerated meanwhile expenditure
on semi-durable goods declined.

Private final consumption expenditure covered final consumption
expenditure of individual households and of non-profit institutions serving
households. Household final consumption expenditure decelerated by 3.4%,
compared to 8.1% in 2012. Meanwhile, consumption of non-profit institutions
serving households increased at a rate close to previous year.
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Household consumption expenditure classified by goods and services items

Food and non-alcoholic beverages decreased by 0.9% in contrast to a rise of
0.9% in previous year. Expenditure on food items dropped by 1.7%, compared to
a fall of 0.5% in previous year. This was attributed mainly by the decrease in
fishery products; fruits; vegetables; meat products; and oil and fat products, in
spite of the expansion in rice and cereals; eggs; sugar and dessert; and ready
meals. However, expenditure on non-alcoholic beverage increased by 4.2%
compared to a rise of 10.5% in previous year. Such a deceleration was mainly
resulted from the slowdown in juice water consumption.

Alcoholic beverages and tobacco decreased by 5.6% in contrast to a rise of
2.4% in previous year. This was a result of a 9.2% drop in expenditure on
alcoholic beverages owing to the decline in breweries and liquor consumption,
particularly a drop of 18.0% in breweries consumption. Such the decrease was
resulted from imposition of the higher excise tax of alcohol beverages in the
second half of 2013. On the contrary, expenditure on tobacco products grew by
2.5% according to the sales volume of tobacco factory.

Clothing and footwear decreased by 3.2%, compared to a drop of 0.3% in
previous year. This was attributed by expenditure on clothing dropping by 4.2%.
Expenditure on footwear rose by 9.0%.

Housing, water, electricity, gas and other fuels grew by 0.7%, compared to
a rise of 7.9% in previous year attributed by a slight expansion of water and
electricity, including housing rent; meanwhile gas and other fuels decreased.

Furnishing, household equipment and routine maintenance of the house
grew only by 0.3%, compared to a rise of 7.1% in previous year as a result of
expenditure on furnishing dropping by 2.4% and household equipment and
maintenances slowing down by 0.5%. This was in accordance with diminishing
consumer purchasing power in line with lower income and rising household
debt burden.

Health increased by 5.6%, rising from 4.8% in previous year. Such an increase
was originated from expansion in medicine expenses and medical services by
12.2% and 0.6%, respectively. Meanwhile, out-patient services increased by
3.4%, slowing down from 6.6% in previous year.

Transport expanded only by 0.9%, compared to a rise of 19.9% in previous year
as expenditure on vehicles decreased by 3.0% compared to a rise of 55.8% in
previous year. Sales of passenger vehicles and motorcycles dropped by 4.1% and
5.9%, respectively as a result of the expiration of the First Car Tax Rebate Scheme
and low demand of new cars. Expenditure on private transport services grew by
3.3%, slowing down from previous year according to the deceleration in
economic situation. Public transport expenses increased by 3.6%.

Communication increased by 5.6%, compared to a rise of 3.9% in previous
year as a result of the 8.6% deceleration of postal services compared to 14.1% in
previous year. Meanwhile, expenditure on telephone services increased by 5.2%
compared to a rise of 3.3% in previous year.

Recreation and culture grew by 8.2%, lower than a rise of 14.6% in previous
year due to a deceleration in recreation and entertainment by 11.9%, along with
a rise in newspaper and magazines by 7.9%, compared to 6.8% in previous year.
Meanwhile, expenditure on equipment and instruments decreased by 0.8%.

Education grew by 5.4% in contrast to a fall of 0.7% in previous year, owing to
an expansion of private school students, particularly in vocational level and
tertiary level.

Restaurants and hotels grew by 12.4% compared to a rise of 13.3% in
previous year. Restaurants services and hotels services increased by 8.6%, and
18.5%, compared to a rise of 9.2%, and 20.8% in previous year, respectively.
Such slowdown was from the prudence of consumer’s spending, and slowdown
in tourism revenue from foreign tourists in spite of increasing number of foreign
tourists particularly from China and Russia.

Miscellaneous goods and services increased by 12.0% compared to a rise of
10.2% in previous year. Major contributions of expansion were the rise of
financial services by 15.5% compared to a rise of 14.4% in previous year, and
personal effects by 15.1% compared to a rise of 7.6% in previous year. Personal
care services and other services slowed down by 5.8%, and 3.8%, compared to
a rise of 6.4%, and 5.4% in previous year, respectively.

Non-profit institutions serving households consumption expenditure
increased by 5.6%, compared to a rise of 5.4% in previous year, consisting of
education, health, and social protection increasing by 3.8%, compared to a rise
of 1.8% in previous year. Other services decelerated by 7.9%, compared to
arise of 10.2% in previous year.

Private consumption expenditure classified by durability

Durable goods consisting of vehicles, furniture, large electronic equipment,
computers, radios, and televisions, increased by 0.5%, compared to a rise of
34.0% in previous year. Such a slowdown was seen particularly in all types of
vehicles—namely passenger cars, commercial cars and motorcycles as a result
of the expiration of the First Car Tax Rebate Scheme.
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Semi-durable goods include clothing, footwear, kitchenware, and textiles,
dropped by 0.5% in contrast to a rise of 3.8% in previous year. Such a decline
was seen in clothing and footwear, and vehicle equipment; meanwhile
kitchenware and textiles slowed down in accordance with the deceleration in
retail sales of goods in department stores and the decline in the sales of vehicles.

Non-durables goods consisting of foods and beverages, medicines, household
products, water supply and electricity grew by 0.4% slowing down from 3.0%
in previous year. The slowdown was in accordance with expenditure on
electricity with a rise of 7.8%, compared to a rise of 19.7% in previous year,
together with the slowdown in water supply expenditure. Moreover,
expenditures on foods and beverages declined in line with the low supply in
the domestic market and the decline in retail sales of goods in supermarkets.

Services covering education, health, hotels and restaurants, entertainment and
recreation, net tourists receipts, and other services increased by 2.0% compared
to a rise of 3.8% in 2012. Such slowdowns were found in housing rent, health
service, hotels and restaurants, and recreation and entertainment. Services with
increasing growth included transport services, communication services, and
miscellaneous services while household maintenance of the house decreased.
Expenditure on non-residents in the country rose by 20.2%, lower than 23.7%
in previous year, meanwhile expenditure of residents abroad dropped by 0.6%,
in contrast to a rise of 16.2% in previous year.

General government final consumption expenditure at current market prices
registered at the value of Baht 2,177,015 million with an increase of 7.5%.
Government compensation of employees valued Baht 1,132,898 million, an
increase of 4.7%. Meanwhile, net purchase of goods and services with the value
of Baht 541,768 million rose by 14.3% due to a rise in personal and supplies
expense along with public utilities expense. Consumption of fixed capital
registered at the value of Baht 240,577 million - a 4.4% increase. Social benefits
in kind had a value of Baht 261,772 million with an increase of 9.4%.

The real value of government final consumption expenditure grew by 4.7%,
attributed by the increase 0.7% in compensation of employees, 12.1% in
purchase from enterprises and aboard, 3.9% in consumption of fixed capital,
5.9% in purchases by households and enterprises, and 7.8% in social benefit in
kind.

Gross capital formation

Gross Capital Formation is comprised of gross fixed capital formation and
change in inventories. Gross capital formation or investment at current market
prices registered at the value of Baht 3,546,391 million, consisting of gross
fixed capital formation and change in inventories with the value of Baht
3,271,589 million and Baht 274,802 million, respectively.

The real value of gross fixed capital formation shrank by 0.8%, the first
decline in the past four years, in contrast to a rise of 10.2% in previous year.
The contraction was witnessed from a 0.8% decline in private investment, and
a 1.0% fall in public investment.

Private construction at current market prices posted at the value of Baht
560,147 million consisting of residential, non-residential, and other
constructions with the value of Baht 306,479 million, Baht 173,431 million, and
Baht 61,925 million, respectively. The real value of private construction slowed
down to 4.8% compared to a rise of 7.8% in previous year due to escalating debt
burden of buyers as well as more stringent credit controls of banks.

Private investment on equipment and machineries at current prices had the
value of Baht 1,991,293 million and the real value decreased by 2.2%, in
contrast to a rise of 11.9 % in previous year. This mainly owed to a fall in
imports of capital goods. Industrial machinery and equipment shrank by 4.6%,
led by machinery for construction, machinery for food industry, and machinery
for textile production with a fall of 5.5%, 8.4%, and 7.7%, respectively.
Machinery for office equipment declined by 0.2%. However, vehicles and
transport equipment slowed down by 2.6%, led by a 7.0% deceleration in buses.

Public investment

Public investment at current market prices posted at the value of Baht 720,149
million, consisting of public construction, and public machinery and equipment
with the value of Baht 493,045 million, and Baht 227,104 million, respectively.
The real value of public investment decreased by 1.0%, in contrast to a rise of
7.1% in previous year.

Public construction at current market prices registered at the value of Baht
493,045 million consisting of residential, non-residential, and other
constructions with the value of Baht 22,784 million, Baht 104,906 million, and
Baht 365,356 million, respectively. The real value of public construction
dropped by 4.3% in contrast to a rise of 7.0% in previous year. Such a decrease
was witnessed from the decrease in central government and local administrative
constructions caused by delay in government investment disbursement owing to
the government facing a shortage of contractors and construction workers.
Meanwhile, the state enterprise construction still expanded from continuing
projects such as the MRT Chalerm Ratchamongkol Line, the MRT Purple Line

Generating Authority of Thailand; Electric Transmission Grid Development
Project of Metropolitan Electricity Authority; and Electric Power Distribution
System Project of Provincial Electricity Authority.

Public machinery and equipment at current market prices valued at Baht
227,104 million. The real value of public machinery and equipment growth
posted at 6.7%, decelerating from 7.5% in previous year. This resulted partly
from the deceleration in state enterprise investment, especially Thai Airways
International Public Company Limited imported 2 commercial aircrafts with the
value of Baht 11,943.0 million in this year compared to importing 6 commercial
aircrafts with the value of Baht 35,556 million in previous year. Moreover,
machinery and equipment of central government and local administrative fell in
this year.

Tangible fixed assets at current market prices registered at the value of Baht
3,170,826 million, consisting of residential construction, non-residential
construction, machinery and equipment, and cultivated assets with the value of
Baht 329,263 million, Baht 664,251 million, Baht 2,173,385 million, and Baht
3,927 million, respectively. The real value of tangible fixed assets contracted by
1.4%, in contrast to a rise of 10.1% in previous year, attributed by a 0.7%
decline in residential construction, in contrast to a rise of 6.6% in previous year.
Non-residential building fell by 0.8%, in contrast to a rise of 7.5% in previous
year. Likewise, machinery and equipment decreased by 1.7%, in contrast to a
rise of 11.3% in previous year.

Intangible fixed assets at current market prices posted at the value of Baht 82,451
million, consisting of mineral exploration; and computer software with the values
of Baht 40,520 million, and Baht 41,931 million, respectively. The real value of
intangible fixed assets increased by 20.2%, continuing expansion from 15.7% in
previous year, as a result of an increase in mineral exploration from a 14.6% in
2012 to 22.0% in 2013. Moreover, computer software also rose from 16.8% in last
year to 18.5% in this year.

Cost of ownership transfer at current market prices valued at Baht 18,312
million. The real value increased by 21.5%, compared to a rise of 6.9% in 2012.

Change in inventories

Change in inventories at current market prices valued at Baht 274,802 million,
increasing from previous year as a result of rising in stocks of agricultural
products, and manufacturing goods together with high imports of gold .

Overall production and domestic expenditure in 2013 expanded sluggishly from
previous year. Meanwhile, investment and exports contracted. Consequently,
the increased stock was apparent in manufacturing goods such as food and
beverage, other transport equipment, and rubber and plastic products.
Particularly the stock of rubber, and plastic products increased significantly
owing mainly to lower exports of rubber products namely vehicle tyres, and
rubber gloves to the United States, Thailand’s the leading export market, as
a consequence of U.S. withdrawal of Thailand’s GSP benefits for vehicle tyres
since July 2012. However, some industries showed lower stocks, for example,
basic metal product, office equipment, and computer and electronic parts.

For agricultural products, stock of paddy increased as well as stock of rice
according to lower exports of rice. Meanwhile, amount of gold imports rose
greatly as a consequence of the speculation of gold as the world gold price
which continued to fall since the first quarter of 2013. Consequently, the overall
change in inventories in this year increased .
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External Sectors Exports of goods and services

Exports of goods and
services slowed down.

Imports of goods and
services decreased

Exports of goods and services at current market prices registered at Baht
8,741,355 million, increased by 2.1% lower than a 7.8% expansion in previous
year. These were resulted from the decrease in merchandise exports and
slowdown in service receipts.

Merchandise exports at current market prices recorded at the value of Baht
6,927,969 million, decreased by 1.3% in contrast to a rise of 5.2% in previous
year. Such a decrease was originated from 1.3% price reduction, while export
quantity revealed the unchangeableness level. Diminishing in exports was
mainly from manufacturing products, principal export products, especially
computer parts and accessories and metal products. In addition, rice and rubber
export value contracted by virtue of lower export prices, while tapioca export
value increased in keeping with demand from China. Consequently, overall
agricultural exports diminished in this year.

Service receipts at current market prices posted the value at Baht 1,813,386
million, rose by 17.6% lower than 21.6% in previous year. The deceleration was
contributed by tourism receipts slowing down in line with a total length of stay
number, moreover passenger and business services receipts slowed down.
Conversely, construction receipts accelerated.

Imports of goods and services

Imports of goods and services at current market prices were Baht 8,407,670
million, subtracted by 0.9%, in contrast to a rise of 9.4% in previous year.
Merchandise imports dropped, although service payments slowed down.

Merchandise imports at current market prices registered at Baht 6,711,033
million, decreased by 1.8%, in contrast to a rise of 10.9% in last year. Such
imports contraction mainly was from a 1.4% slowdown in import quantity and
3.1% decrease in import prices. Consumer goods import value slightly
increased. On the other side, raw material and intermediate goods together with
capital goods fell, in particular, computer parts, integrated circuits, electronic
parts and machineries in accordance with production, exports and investment
situations. Furthermore, crude oil and petroleum products imports decelerated.

Service payments at current market prices registered at Baht 1,696,637 million,
grew up by 2.9%, slowing from 3.8% in preceding year, which was driven by a
lower transportation payments consistent with international trade situation.
Moreover, tourism payments slowed down on account of a slower in Thai
outbound tourists. Nevertheless, construction and intellectual property charges
accelerated.
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Trade and services balance and current account

Higher surplus in trade Trade and services balance at current market prices valued at Baht 333,685
and service balance, million surplus, larger than Baht 81,120 million surplus in previous year. Trade
surplus of Baht 216,936 million was greater than Baht 188,767 million in
preceding year. Service balance showed a surplus at Baht 116,749 million in
contrast to a deficit of Baht 107,647 million in previous year. Net factor income
showed a higher deficit at Baht 719,462 million compared to Baht 505,861
million deficit in previous year which was principally due to higher level of
investment income payments and lower income receipts. Furthermore, net
current transfer recorded a surplus at Baht 322,110 million. Ultimately,
aggregation of all components led to a current account deficit at Baht 63,667
million, the second consecutive year deficit.

Compensation of employees amounted to Baht 4,006,526 million and
accounted for 45.6% of national income. Compensation of employees rose by
5.8% lower than a 10.9% expansion in previous year. This was reason from
deceleration in both private and government compensation of employees.

Private and Government compensation of employees

Private compensation of employees recorded the value of Baht 2,598,134
million or 65.0% share of total compensation of employees. The value reflects a
6.5% increase, compared to a 12.0% growth in 2012. Compensation of
employees of government officials comprising public servants, state enterprise
employees, public permanent employees, and public temporary employees
recorded the value of Baht 1,401,719 million, a 35.0% proportion to total
compensation of employees. Government compensation of employees increased
by 5.0%, slowing down from last year on account of a deceleration at the rate of

4.7% and 5.8% in government and state enterprises, respectively.

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Compensation of employees by sector

Compensation of employees in agricultural sector registered at the value of
Baht 214,978 million, accounting for 5.4% to total compensation of employees.
The value rose by 1.0%, lower than a 14.1% rise in previous year. Wages and
fringe benefit in agriculture, hunting and forestry sector decelerated by 2.8%,
while fishery sector contracted by 9.5 %. These were resulted from lower
agriculture production especially in crops in keeping with lower major
agricultural product prices, for example, rice, rubber and oil palm. Moreover,
higher export products from other countries led to lower prices in global market
and lower market share of Thailand agricultural exports. The causes
of agricultural prices decline is not only from global market condition but also
from uncertainty in agricultural prices such as rice and rubber due partly to the
government’s agricultural prices policy. In addition, fishery products especially
shrimp contracted from Early Mortal Syndrome (EMS), which conduced to
employment effect.

Compensation of employees in non-agricultural sector valued at Baht
3,784,875 million, increased by 6.3% compared to a 10.7% growth in
previous year owing to production slowdown. Furthermore, minimum wage
improvement policy in 2012 and 2013 was the cause of average wage slowing
down in 2013 compared to a surge in 2012. Moreover, private
employee wage data from labour force survey showed a 10.2% growth less than
16.6% increase in 2012. In addition, entrepreneur, in particular small and
medium enterprises, hold back their employment on account of high labour cost
and slowdown in global demand. Number of labour force in 2013
dropped by 0.1%, while unemployment rate was at 0.72% slightly increased
from 0.66% in 2012. Meanwhile, number of unemployed assured subscribers
rose by 8.0% in contrast to a 10.3% decline in previous year.

Compensation of employees slowed down in almost all production sectors
particularly manufacturing, a 27.6% share of non-agricultural sector, slowed
down by 5.0% from a 12.6% increase in 2012 caused by
industries lowering their production capacity in line with the global and
domestic demand situations. Compensation of employees in wholesale and retail
trade sector, and transport, storage and communications sector slowed down by
11.7% and 4.9%, respectively, in keeping with production and international
trade circumstance along with household’s spending deliberation.
Compensation of employees in hotels and restaurants sector lifted up by 11.4%
on virtue of a high number of foreign tourists which influenced to
employment. Compensation of employees in construction sector slowed down
by 5.6% as a result of construction slowing down. Compensation of employees
in public administration, defense and compulsory social security sector;
education sector; and health and social work sector slowed down by 5.3%, 4.8%
and 4.6%, respectively, which mainly derived from public’s compensation of
employees slowing down. On the other hand, other sectors consisting of
financial intermediation sector, real estate and business activities sector and
other community services sector slowed down by 8.4%, 7.0% and 8.7%,
respectively.

Returns on land, capital, and entrepreneurs

Net return on land, capital, and entrepreneurship amounted to Baht
4,777,025 million, accounting for 54.4% of total national income, diminished
by 1.0% in contrast to a 0.8% increase in previous year. Such a reduction was
categorized by type of income as follows

Income from farms and unincorporated enterprises was valued at Baht
2,811,171 million and accounted for 32.0% of total national income, fell by
5.1% in contrast to a 2.3% increase in previous year. Farm income grew by the
rate of 2.0% slower than a 6.2% expansion in 2012, as a result of agricultural
production slowing down and contraction in overall agricultural prices which
conformed to global prices.

Income from entrepreneurship or profit of corporations posted the value of
Baht 1,446,535 million, accounting for 16.5% of national income, lifted up by
2.1% in contrast to a contraction of 6.9% in 2012 owing to lower net transfer
payments.

Households and private non-profit institutions income from property (Net)
registered the value of Baht 501,133 million, increased by 10.2% smaller than
22.9% in 2012. Income from property valued at Baht 868,736 million, lifted up
by 10.5%. In addition, interest received by households, dividends received by
households, and other sources - namely provident funds, government fund and
insurance - decelerated by 2.6%, 17.2%, and 9.8%, respectively. On the other
hand, household’s property expenses had the value of Baht 367,603 million
which expanded by 10.8%, compared to 20.2% in 2012. This was largely driven
from interest expense on consumer loans which expanded by 15.5% less than
25.1% in previous year. Consequently, net income from property of households
and private non-profit institutions decelerated.

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General government income from property consisting of income from rent,
interest, and dividends grew by 14.8% compared to 5.2% in previous year.
Such acceleration was mainly from dividend income which expanded by 20.3%,
which was attributed by increases in dividend from Government Savings Bank,
Metropolitan Electricity Authority, Electricity Generating Authority of Thailand
(EGAT), MCOT Public Company Limited, Provincial Waterworks Authority,
Metropolitan Waterworks Authority, Wastewater Management Authority and
Government Housing Bank. Meanwhile, income from interest decelerated by 17.6%
owing to a deceleration in interest from banks deposit. However, income from rent
decreased by 13.0% because of the decline in Special Remuneratory Benefit (SRB)
from petroleum concession and rental.

Gross savings and net savings in 2013 registered at Baht 3,482,724 million and
Baht 1,535,360 million, respectively. Gross saving increased by 1.2%, slowing down
from 4.1% in 2012, while net saving continued to subtract by 11.2% from a 6.2%
contraction in 2012. Private net saving decreased by 6.3%, while public net saving
deeply decreased by 48.8%. Depreciation was valued at Baht 2,081,526 million,
slowed down by 6.4%.

Private net savings

Private net savings, comprising households, non-profit institutions,
corporations and cooperatives, had the value of Baht 1,433,059 million,
accounting for 93.3% of total net savings, dropped by 6.3%, compared to a fall of
5.4% in 2012.

1) Households and non-profit institutes net savings

Households and non-profit institutes net savings registered the value of Baht 594,439
million, fell by 6.1%, in contrast to a 3.3% expansion in preceding year on account
of personal disposable income showed a higher deceleration than consumption
expenditure. Households and non-profit institutes disposable income posted at Baht
7,184,310 million, increased by 2.0% slower than 8.4% in 2012. This was due
mainly to a deceleration in major income from compensation of employees and
mixed income. Compensation of employees registered at Baht 4,006,526 million,
slowed down by 5.8%, meanwhile income from entrepreneurship subtracted by
5.1%. Property income and transfer slowed down by 10.5% and 14.2%, respectively.
Consequently, overall households and non-profit institutes income slowed down
by 2.7%. After subtracting of property income payments and inevitable expenses,
for instance, income taxes and transfer payments which grew with the higher rate
than income, hence, households and non-profit institutes disposable income slowed
down. Private final consumption expenditure decelerated by 3.1% higher than
disposable income growth, thus households and non-profit institutes net savings
subtracted. Per capita net saving in 2013 posted at Baht 8,905, decreased by 6.5%
in contrast to a 2.8% expansion in previous year.

Corporations and cooperatives net savings had a value of Baht 838,620 million,
dropped by 6.5%, compared to a 10.7% decrease in 2012. This was mainly from
corporations net saving which showed an improvement from a 10.8% decrease in
2012 to a fall of 6.6% in 2013, furthermore cooperatives net saving lifted up by
15.5%. Profit of listed companies (excluding commercial banks and state
enterprises) which were adjusted to national account definition, accounting for
11.8% of total corporations and cooperatives net savings, highly grew up at 53.0%.
Commercial bank net saving decelerated by 7.5% whereas other private
corporations, accounting for 70.2% of private net savings, dropped by 0.8%.
Moreover, international net saving sharply shrank. Therefore, corporations and
cooperatives net saving diminished.

1) General government net savings

General government net saving recorded the value of Baht -21,917 million which
accounted for -21.4% of total public savings or equivalent to -0.2% of GDP. In
2013, revenues of general government registered the value of Baht 3,989,054
million, a deceleration of 2.6% as the major item—income from taxes—slowed
down by 4.7%. Meanwhile, government expenditure in non-investment item
posted at Baht 3,641,479 million which decelerated by 4.0%.
Meanwhile, changes in rights to receive pension from government pension fund
increased by 22.0%. Consequently, general government net saving extremely
dropped by 144.5%, compared to a 54.8% decrease in previous year.

In 2013, a deceleration in general government income came mainly from
production and import taxes, income taxes, and government property income
which enabled to categorize as follows:

Production and import taxes regarded as the main source of revenues in 2013
with the proportion of 35.9%. It decelerated by 3.3% due to a slowdown in value
of government taxes collection. Taxes with slowdown expansion were
(1)Value-Added Tax (VAT) in line with the deceleration of import VAT. This
was a result of the deceleration of import value in both Thai Baht and US dollars,
(2) specific business taxes due to higher real estate transaction than that of
previous year, coupled with high tax collection from interest, banking fees, and
services fees resulted from a good performance in banking business,
(3) automobile taxes as all factories has lunched new models to the market
coupled with the fast delivery under the First Car Tax Rebate Scheme,
(4) beer tax owing to a deceleration of the production, (5) non-alcohol taxes,
(6) petroleum royalties, and (7) tobacco stamps. Tax  categories with favorable
growth were (1) liquor taxes and liquor stamps owing mainly to new alcohol
taxes raise which has been active since September 4, 2013, (2) tobacco stamps
due to tobacco tax raise from 85% to 87% since August 21, 2012, coupled with
the rumor of new tobacco tax raise so that entrepreneurs hurried to pay tax in
advance in September, 2012, (3) the communication services fees, (4) oil excise
taxes, (5) mineral royalties. Meanwhile, tax on  electrical appliance, income
from the government lottery office, and motorcycle tax decreased.
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Income from property and investment income from pension entitlements
with the share of 4.9% of total government revenue expanded by 13.6% as a
result of a 20.3% expansion in income from dividend, accounting for 52.8% of
total government property income. The increase in dividend income was
attributed mainly from Government Savings Bank, Metropolitan Electricity
Authority, Electricity Generating Authority of Thailand (EGAT), MCOT Public
Company Limited, Provincial Waterworks Authority, Metropolitan Waterworks
Authority, Wastewater Management Authority and Government Housing Bank.
Meanwhile, other property income such as investment income from pension
entitlements decelerated by 8.1% in line with a deceleration of interest
receivable from social security fund, and the deceleration of interest income by
17.6% due to a slowdown of interest receives from banks. On the other hand,
rent decreased by 13.0% referring to a decrease of special benefit from
petroleum concession and rental.

Tax on income and property ownership with the share of 24.8% of total
government revenue grew by 6.9% as a result of an increase in each type of tax
as described below; (1) Direct taxes on corporations increased by 5.0% as a
result of higher tax collection on service fees paid/profit distributed to foreign
countries according to good performance of foreign corporations in Thailand
together with lower base from previous year due to the great flood during
the end of 2011 that affected tax payments in 2012. However, tax collected on
profit base (Por.Ngor.Dor 50, Por.Ngor.Dor 51) was lower than forecast.
Factors of lower collection were; tax incentive schemes for improving
production efficiency towards green energy granted by the Board of Investment
(BOI); business’ losses of some corporations continuing from the 2011 flood;
corporate income tax rate reduction from 23% to 20% for 2013 which affected
the tax collection on profit base (Por.Ngor.Dor 50) and on forecasting profit
base (Por.Ngor.Dor 51); and finally lower tax collection from major industries
which accounted for about 25.0% of tax collection such as business service, real
estate, public service, foods and animal feeds, gas separation, other
manufacturing products, manufacture of plastic products, manufacture of
construction products, etc. (2) Petroleum income taxes expanded by 19.6%. This
was a result of higher production in petroleum exploration in line with
a continually increase in Dubai oil prices and higher number of entrepreneurs.
Meanwhile, personal income tax decelerated by 8.5%. The main factors were
from the deceleration of taxes collection from salary base according to
a slowdown of withholding tax collection on government salary payments, and
from interest payments despite a higher expansion of bank deposits from the
previous year especially in quarter 1 of 2013 which expanded at an accelerating
rate. In the meantime, the interest rate on 3 months and 12 months — fixed
deposit accounts of 2013 were average at 1.7% and 2.4% compared to 2.0% and
2.9% in previous year respectively. Finally, withholding tax collection on hire
of work payments slightly decelerated. This was a result of an increase in
the private sector’s investment in 2012 due to the post-flood restoration and the
lower base in 2011, consistent with the private investment in construction, and
machinery and equipment.
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Contribution to social security with the proportion of 9.4% to total
government revenue increased by 6.0% as a result of an expansion of
contribution to social security fund from both employers and employees.

Other miscellaneous current transfers, receivable with the 0.6% share of total
government revenue decreased by 9.7% due to a decrease in government cash
aid with the value of Baht 5,068 million.

Interest paid with the 3.9% of total government revenue dropped by 3.2%.
A decline came from domestic interest on public debt which decreased by 3.1%
in accordance to slowdown from debt restructuring bills, short-term interest rest,
and treasury bills. The bond rates adjusted decelerate as a result of a decrease of
short- term vyields in financial market and bonds market in line with policy
interest rate at the end of 2013. The 1 month government bonds yields recorded
at 2.3% per year, coupled with fluctuations in middle- and long-term bond yields
which adjusted upward in line with US government bonds referring to Fed
intended to stop QE earlier so that high volume bonds was sold from foreign
investors. In order that, 10 years government bonds yields at the end of 2013
was recorded at 3.98%, higher than a 0.5% growth in previous year.

Subsidies with the share of 2.9% to total government expenditure dropped by
2.0% as a result of a decrease in subsidy on fares of the State Railway of
Thailand and sugarcane planters.

Social benefit other than social transfer in kind with the share of 8.9% to
total government expenditure decelerated by 0.6% as a result of a deceleration
of contributions to the social security fund by the government (for children and
elderly), financial aids for elderly and disable, etc. In contrast, subsistence
allowances and medical fees declined.

Other miscellaneous current transfers, payable with the share of 3.4% to
total government expenditure grew by 57.2% as a result of the increases in the
First Car Tax Rebate Scheme and operating subsidies for non-financial state
enterprises.

2) Public corporations and government enterprises net savings

Net savings of public corporations and government enterprises valued
at Baht 124,218 million, declined by 17.4% in contrast to a rise of 27.8% in
previous year. Overall net profit of public corporations and government
enterprises valued at Baht 244,317 million compared to Baht 158,309 million in
2012. However, net saving after national accounts conceptual adjustment valued
at Baht 290,231 million, fell by 2.6% in contrast to a 19.1% rise in last year.
After deduction by appropriation of income valued Baht 166,013 million,
net enterprise savings shortened in 2013.

Public corporation savings valued at Baht 92,742 million, reduced by 15.9% in
contrast to a 22.3% rise in 2012. Such public corporation savings contraction
was found from a 10.1% decrease in operating surplus of public corporations.
Furthermore, net profit of other government enterprises registered at Baht
65,773 million, improving from the loss in 2012. Nevertheless, after national
accounts concepts adjustment, net government enterprises savings lessened by
21.6%.
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Saving-investment gap

Saving-investment gap or current account in 2013 registered a deficit of Baht
63,667 million, compared to a deficit of Baht 45,070 million in 2012.
Saving-investment gap was equivalent to -0.5% of GDP. Investment in 2013
decelerated by 1.7%, however, gross saving was still lower than investment
level. For this reason, domestic saving was not adequate for investment, so
saving-investment gap showed a deficit in 2013.

GDP Implicit Price Deflator grew by 1.6%, slower than a 1.9.% rise in
previous year. Agricultural price deflator decelerated by 1.7%. This was
contributed by a deceleration in prices of agricultural, hunting and forestry by
the rate of 1.6%. In addition, prices of fishery products decelerated by 3.8%.
Non-agricultural price deflator rose by 1.6% as a result of a rise in price level
of several items such as manufacturing; electricity, gas and water supply; hotels
and restaurants; financial intermediation; public administration and defense’
compulsory social security; health and social work; and private households with
employed persons activities. Nonetheless, price level of transport, storage and
communications contracted, and other sectors slowed down.

On the expenditure side, overall price deflator rose by 2.5%, compared to a rise
of 2.3% in previous year owing to an increase in the price level of domestic
expenditure components. Private consumption expenditure price deflator
increased by 2.2%. Price of government consumption expenditure grew by
2.7%. Meanwhile, investment price contracted by 0.7%. Moreover, exports of
goods and services price deflator contracted by 0.7%. In addition, prices on
imports of goods and services dropped to 2.2%.

Consumer price index (CPI) increased by 2.2%, compared to a 3.0% rise in
previous year, while producer price index (PPI) increased by 0.3%, slower than
a 1.0% rise in previous year.
