The Thai economy in 1Q2010 increased by 12.0%, compared with a rise of
5.9% in previous quarter. This resulted from the expansion of goods and
services exports and imports by 16.2%, and 31.4%, respectively, along with
higher numbers of foreign tourists. Moreover, household consumption
expenditure grew by 4.0%, mainly driven by higher expenditures on
durable goods such as vehicles, and electrical appliances in line with higher
farm income of major crops such as rubber, cassava, sugarcane, and oil
palm, as well as low unemployment rate. Domestic investment lift up by
12.6%, compared with a fall of 3.4% in previous quarter comprising
upward trend of construction and equipment investment of the private
sector, and continual expansion of the public investment. Government
consumption expenditure increased by 6.9%, continuously rising from
previous quarter. This partly resulted from the effect of second phase of
economic stimulus package disbursement (SP2).

Domestic production increased by 12.0%, as a consequence of non-
agricultural production rising by 13.2%, compared with 7.0% in previous
quarter. This resulted from the expansion of almost all sectors, especially
export-oriented manufacturing industries, and services, together with
favorable growth of domestic tourism, and the production base of the same
period of previous year staying at the lowest level. Agricultural production
growth slightly increased, mainly attributed by fishery production.

Seasonally adjusted gross domestic product increased by 3.8%, compared
with 4.0% in previous quarter.

Gross domestic product at current market prices valued at Baht 2,567.1
billion in 1Q2010. After deducting Baht 74.3 billion of net factor income
from the rest of the world, the gross national product (GNP) registered at
the value of Baht 2,492.8 billion, rising at the rate of 11.7% in real terms.

Balance of trade and services at current market prices registered a surplus
with the value of Baht 210.6 billion. After incorporated net factor income
and net current transfer from the rest of the world, current accounts showed
a surplus with the value of Baht 172.5 billion.

GDP implicit price deflator in 1Q2010 increased by 4.6%, compared with
3.1% in previous quarter. Meanwhile, producer price index, and consumer
price index increased by 12.0% and 3.8%, compared with 6.7%, and 1.9%
in previous quarter, respectively.

Domestic production in 1Q10 rose by 12.0% affected from an irregular
low base level in 1Q09, which production drop by 7.1%. Non-
agricultural sector presumably increased by 13.2% as a result of export-
oriented industry. In addition, tourism sector improved whereas
agricultural sector slightly expanded.

Agricultural product in 1Q10 slightly contracted by 0.3% recovering
from a fall of 2.9% in previous quarter as a result of a 0.6% decline in
crops production whereas livestock production rose by 2.1%.

e Crops declined by 0.6%, which mainly was from a fall of cassava,
sugar cane, and maize productions caused from drought and
epidemic problem. On the other hand, oil palm nut and rubber sheet
expanded in response to the world market demand.

e Livestock increased by 2.1% recovering from a drop of 4.0% in
previous quarter. An expansion was seen from poultry production in
response to the global market demand along with a rise in swine and
dairy production.

Fishery rose by 2.5% compared to a 3.0% incline in previous quarter.
This resulted from that shrimp production decelerated in response to the
world market. On the contrary, live fish production fell.

Agricultural price level kept rising by 18.6% as a result of crops price,
which inflated by 21.9%. A shape incline was primary from prices of
rubber, cassava, sugar cane, and oil palm nut etc. Livestock price
expanded by 14.4%, which was mainly originated from a high price of
chicken, egg, and pork. In addition, fishery price increased by 4.8%
decelerating from previous quarter as a result of a decline in shrimp
production in response to the world market.

¢ Foods and beverages contracted by 0.3% which was primarily from
a 3.9% drop of beverage item. Meanwhile, food items expanded by
1.9% decelerating from a 10.3% rise in previous quarter as a result of
sugar and cooking oil which production fell.

¢ Garment and wearing apparel fell by 6.2% in response to a drop of
export.

¢ Furniture and jewelry increased by 2.2%, which originated from an
expansion of furniture industry by 4.8% as a consequence of
domestic demand and export demand.

Raw material industries expanded by 9.1% decelerating from a 12.1%
rise in previous quarter, which enabled to describe from;

e Chemical and chemical products increased by 5.9% slowing down
from a 17.0% expansion in previous quarter. A slowdown was partly
from petrochemical industry, which some factory closed for regular
maintenance.

e Rubber and rubber products rose by 17.7% as a result of high
demand on rubber-related industry namely motor vehicles and export
of tires.

e Office machinery rose by 58.4%, which was partly from an
expansion of hard disk drive production, and computer and
equipment in response to the global market demand.

e Machinery and electrical appliances expanded by 76.4% which
was chiefly from increasing orders of integrated circuit and related
downstream industries both domestic and export demand in
accordance with global economy recovery.

e Motor vehicles increased noticeably by 89.8% accelerating from a
9.2% rise in previous quarter. Such an expansion was mainly from
production of passenger and commercial vehicles in response to
rising in domestic and the world market demand.

e Other vehicles rose by 21.3% as a result of motorcycle production,
which increased in response to domestic demand.

e Radio and television grew by 28.5% in response to an expansion of
both export and domestic demands.

Consumption of Electricity, gas and water supply in 1Q10 kept expanding by 15.8%,
electricity expanded in which escalated from 4.8% in 4Q09. Such an expansion was from that
response to higher electricity — the largest share of items — rose by 17.6% accelerating from

industry production and a 4.9% rise from previous quarter in response to a 16.1% increase in

household consumption. electricity demand for all users. It was found that electricity
consumption of residential increased by 12.2% and large industry
significantly rose by 22.3% in response to production of industry.
Meanwhile, water supply rose by 3.5% accelerated from a 0.8%
increase in previous quarter. In addition, production of processed gas
increased by 15.4% as a result of an increase in natural gas production.

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Mining and quarrying in 1Q10 rose by 7.8% escalating from a 6.2%
rise in 4Q09. Natural gas, liquefied natural gas, and crude oil — 70.7%
share of mining and quarrying item —expanded by 8.4% compared to a
7.3% drop in previous quarter. Such an expansion was from a rise of
natural and liquefied natural gas. It was seen that national gas
production increased by 15.4%, which was mainly from Arthith and
Bongkot gas fields. Meanwhile, production of liquefied natural gas grew
by 13.2%, which was largely originated from Bongkot gas field. In
contrast, crude oil production contracted by 10.8%. Strikingly, other
mining items inclined by 53.0%, which was from production of major
stone item, namely limestone for cement industry, dolomite, anhydrite,
and gypsum.

Construction in 1Q10 rose by 5.2% increasing slightly from 5.1% in
4Q09 due to private construction especially residential and office
building. An expansion was partly from imposing tax measure to
stimulate real estate sector along with low level of construction material
price. Meanwhile, construction of commercial buildings declined as a
result of a fall of industrial buildings, especially in Mab-Ta-Pud
Industrial Estate in compliance with a ban from the administrative court.

Housing Authority of Thailand, etc.

Transportation and communication in 1Q10 expanded by 7.4%
slightly accelerating from a 7.0% rise in 4Q09. Such an incline was
largely from a continuous rise of 11.8% of transport service in
accordance with an increase in numbers of tourists. Meanwhile,
communications service increased by 0.2% recovering from a
contraction of 14.0% in previous quarter due to higher performance of
communications service providers.

Hotel and restaurants in 1Q10 increased by 15.5% accelerating from a
13.6% increase in 4Q09. Such an expansion was from a 9.0% rise in
restaurant service and a 27.4% increase for hotel services in response to
numbers of tourists, which rose by 28.4%. In addition, an expansion was
partly affected by an irregular low base level in the same quarter last
year along with economic recovery in inbound tourist market. It was
seen that hotel occupied rate rose from 54.1% to 60.7% in 4Q09 and
1Q10 respectively.

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Financial intermediation in 1Q10 expanded by 7.3% accelerating from
6.8% in 4Q09 as a consequence of an increase in net interest receipts of
commercial bank, especially earning credits from household sectors. In
addition, credits for business purpose increased compared to previous
quarter. Meanwhile, special purpose banks — Export and Import Bank of
Thailand (EXIM bank), Government Housing Bank, Government
Saving Bank — maintained favorable growth.

Other services in 1Q10 expanded by 5.2% compared to a 2.4% rise in
4Q09.

GFCF increased by 12.6%, recovery from a 3.4% drop in previous
quarter. This was a result of an escalating of private investment in both
construction and machinery and equipment investment. In addition,
public investment continued to expand from the previous quarter.

Private investment increased by 15.8%, better than a continual drop in
last 5 quarters since world financial crisis in the fourth quarter of 2008.
This was attributable to a rise of imported machinery and equipments in
order to support production capacity expansion referring to a
tremendous increase of manufacturing products for exports and local
consumer products. In addition, transport equipment showed a
favorable growth.

e  Private construction increased by 9.7%, higher than 2.0% in
previous quarter due to a rise of residential and commercial
building construction. This was partially a result of low material
prices and an incentive taxes measures to stimulate real estate
sector. The residential buildings increased by 10.4% better than
6.0% in previous quarter. In addition, commercial buildings
increased by 3.2% better than a 10.7% drop in previous quarter.
Meanwhile, factory construction declined by 1.4%; this partially
was a result of freezing construction of industrial buildings,

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especially in Mab-Ta-Pud Industrial Estate in compliance with a ban
from the administrative court.

e Private machinery and equipments increased by 17.7% better
than a 6.3% drop in previous quarter. This resulted from machine
and equipment expanded by the rate of 10.0%. In addition, office
equipment and transport equipments expanded by 21.0% and
22.3%, respectively, which had been shown from the recovery sign
of the registered number of trucks, buses and commercial vehicles.

Public investment grew by the rate of 2.7% compared to 1.1% in
previous quarter as a result of the encouragement of disbursement from
central government according to the Stimulus Package 11 (SP2).
Meanwhile, state enterprises showed a low disbursement. This was only
from the carry-on projects since there had no new investment projects in
this quarter.

e Public construction slightly grew by the rate of 0.9%, originating
from central and local government which grew by the rate of 18.2%.
This resulted from investment projects referring to the Stimulus
Package Il (SP2). Meanwhile, state enterprise investment dropped
by the rate of 23.6% compared to a 4.4% increase in previous
quarter which partially related to a delay disbursement in some
investment projects such as a gas pipeline construction in Mab-Ta-
Pud Industrial Estate by the Petroleum Authority of Thailand (PTT),
transmission system and service station construction phase 8 part 1
by Provincial Electricity Authority, dual track railway project by the
State Railway of Thailand, and “Baan Ua Athon” (phase 3) project
of National Housing Authority.

e Public machinery and equipments increased by 6.9% compared to
a 10.4% drop in previous quarter. This resulted partially from an
increase of 7.1% and 6.8% in central and local authority and state
enterprises respectively. In the mean time, Thai Airway
International Public Company Limited imported 2 commercial
aircrafts with the value of Baht 7,826.8 million.

Change in inventories valued at Baht 100,886 million at current market
prices, led to an increase of inventories for two consecutive quarters.

In Q12010, the stock of paddy went down due to lower production as
the ending of harvesting season.On the contrary, the stock of

manufacturing products grew up as a result of overall economic
recovery which showed the higher rate of growth whereas exports of
goods slightly increased from the previous quarter. This led to an
accumulating stock of manufacturing goods, particularly rice which its
export declined as a result of lost market shares to Vietnam due to
higher prices relatively such as Singapore and Hong Kong markets. In
addition, stock of other manufacturing goods also rose, for instance,
textiles and apparels, and food products. Decreasing of stock of other
manufacturing goods comprised chemical products, and radio and
televisions. Obviously, import of non-monetary gold in this quarter
sharply increased due to lower prices in gold as a result of Baht
appreciation, its prices, however, still fluctuated. Thus, stock of non-
monetary gold showed a large growing up with the value at nearly Baht
100,000 million.

Merchandise Exports surged up from 2.8% in 4Q2009 to 16.5% in
1Q2010 as a result of an expansion of both agriculture and
manufacturing products, particularly in major exports products such as
computer, integrated circuit, electrical appliances and vehicles. This
mainly resulted from global economic recovering and a low base effect.
Moreover, exports to ASEAN market was boosted up by AFTA
(ASEAN Free Trade Area) along with an increase in other main
markets.

Services Receipts hastened from 9.4% in 4Q2009 to 15.0% in 1Q2010
in view of boosted up receipts in tourism and passenger services in line
with the higher foreign tourists.
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Merchandise Imports expanded by 43.2% as a result of a raising in all
import categories especially in gold and raw material goods. Such an
elevation was largely from lift up in both domestic and external demand
along with the rehabilitation of trading partner countries. In addition,
Thai Baht currency appreciation was a supporting factor for import
expansion.

Services Payments fell by 4.5%, on account of a lower travel services
and other services items, whereas transportation services payments

rebounded.

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Revision Policy

QGDP figures are subject to 2 types of revisions:

1) First Revision: At the time of producing the most recent quarter, figures in the previous quarter are revised as
more complete and accurate information is available. The letter “r” is shown on the quarter where the revision
has been made.

2) Second Revision: When compiling the annual GDP figures — usually at a time of producing statistics of GDP
of the third quarter — annual figures are revised back 2 years prior to the reference year. Along with such
revision, annual figures are redistributed across all quarters within a year so that the statistics of 4 quarters
added up to be equal to annual total. There is no changes in indicators as the office applies Denton Least
Square Technique, using computer program called “The Canadian Bench Program and Extrapolation (Bench

Program)” in the redistribution process. The letter “r”” is shown on the years where the revision has been made.

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Data Dissemination of Quarterly Gross Domestic Product (QGDP) according to SDDS

The Office of the National Economic and Social Development Board (NESDB) is responsible for compiling and
disseminating GDP statistics, both quarterly and annually. Data-collection and compilation methods used to compile
GDP statistics follow internationally-accepted System of National Accounts set forth by the United Nations. Detailed
concepts, definitions and methodology are explained and published under title “Quarterly GDP Compilation

Methodology.”

Quarterly GDP has also met Special Data Dissemination Standard of the IMF, which is to release quarterly figures
within 3 months after the end of reference quarter. The NESDB had been able to speed up the compilation process to
meet users’ demand by releasing data on the fourth Monday of the second months following the reference quarter (8
weeks). The data is available for all users via 3 channels: (1) press release (2) hard copy and (3) NESDB website,
which is www.nesdb.go.th. The data can be accessed at the same time, normally at 9.30 am of the date previously
informed.
