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Executive Summary

Capital Stock of Thailand in 2010

1 Overview

Gross capital stock at replacement cost in 2010 was valued at Baht
43,138.2 billion, increasing from Baht 39,734.5 billion in 2009. After
deducting depreciation, the value of net capital stock stood at Baht
30,764.7 billion. This posted a real-term expansion of 3.7%, and 3.5% in
gross capital stock, and net capital stock--higher than 2.6%, and 2.1% in
2009 respectively.

The increase in value of gross capital stock and net capital stock in
2010 resulted from the increase in machineries and equipment
investments, and construction, particularly a 13.8% rise in private
investment. This resulted from the increase in investments in machineries
and equipment by private investors in order to expand production
capacity of various industries such as electronics, motor vehicles, and
electrical appliances industries. Moreover, private construction increased
due to the government’s real-estate tax reduction measure to boost the
real estate industry which resulted in the expansion of residential building
and commercial building construction along with MRT line. Furthermore,
the public investment increased as a consequence of the fiscal
disbursement under the government’s second phase economic stimulus
measures under “Thai Khem Khang” or “Strong Thai 2012 with the value
of Baht 107,705 million, thus the accumulated capital stock increased in

this year.

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2 Net Capital Stock by economic activities

Net Capital stock can be classified into 15 economic activities,
namely agriculture; fishing; mining and quarrying; manufacturing; electricity
and water supply; construction; wholesale and retail trade; hotels and
restaurants; transport and communications; financial intermediation; real
estate and business activities; public administration; education; health and

social works; and other community, social and personal services.

Considering only two major economic activities, it consists of
agricultural sector (agriculture, and fishing) and non-agricultural sector (the

rest of all sectors) which exhibited as follows:

2.1 Agricultural sector: net capital stock at replacement cost
valued at Baht 2,199.1 billion or 5.5% growth in real terms, compared
with 3.3% in 2009. Most investments covered agricultural machineries and

equipment such as plowing equipment, and rice harvesting machine.

2.2 Non-agricultural sector: net capital stock at replacement cost
valued at Baht 28,565.5 billion, or 3.4% growth in real terms, compared
with 2.0% in 2009. It resulted from a rise of 5.9% in manufacturing, as well
as upward trend of services such as construction with the growth of 7.39%,
hotels and restaurants with 9.6% due to the expansion of hotels and
guesthouses rooms to serve an increasing number of tourists, transport
and communications with Thai Airways International Plc. purchasing 2
aircrafts, valued Baht 7,826.8 million, and financial intermediation with

4.5% owing to an increase in office equipment investment.

3 Capital factor analysis and sources of economic growth
in 2010

3.1 Incremental Capital Output Ratio: ICOR
Overview

ICOR in 2010 stood at 1.2. ICOR means an increase of GDP by 1

unit came from 1.2 unit rise in capital.
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ICOR by sectors

Considering ICOR by sectors, ICOR in agriculture was a fall of 5.6 in
contrast to a rise of 5.8 in 2009. It meant that an increase of GDP by 1 unit
came from 5.6 unit fall in capital. This exhibited that agriculture sector

was more capital-productive.

In manufacturing, ICOR in 2010 was a rise of 0.5, in contrast to a
fall of 0.5 in previous year. It showed that an increase of GDP by 1 unit
came from 0.5 unit rise in capital, thus manufacturing was less capital-
productive.

For services and others sectors, ICOR equaled to a rise of 1.9, in
contrast to a fall of 36.5 in 2009. This illustrated an increasing trend of

inefficient capital employment in the sectors.
3.2 Capital Productivity: CP
Overview

In 2010, CP was equal to 0.39, compared with 0.37 in 2009. This

means that rising in 1 unit of capital resulted in rising of 0.39 unit of GDP.
CP by sectors

CP of agriculture in 2010 stood at 0.40, compared with 0.43 in
previous year. It meant that rising in 1 unit of capital resulted in rising of

0.40 unit of GDP, less than previous year.

CP of manufacturing, on the other hand, was 0.89, rising from 0.83
in previous year. This illustrated that capital productivity in manufacturing
has slightly moved forward. After adjusted with capacity utilization of
manufacturing, CP of manufacturing stood at 1.30, compared with 0.89
which was not adjusted with capacity utilization. It showed that the

manufacturing was the efficient capital-productive.

For services and others sectors, CP posted at 0.27, slightly
increasing from 0.26 in 2009.

3.3 Total Factor Productivity: TFP
Overview

Overall GDP increased by 7.80% in 2010. Consider sources of

economic growth regarding factors of production, it was contributed by
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5.08% of TFP, 2.37% of capital, 0.33% of labor, and 0.02% of land. It

exhibited that the entrepreneurs’ business performance was better.
TFP by sectors
Agriculture Sector

GDP of agriculture sector decreased by 2.30% in 2010. Considering
sources of economic expansion, this was due to the decrease of TFP and
labor by 7.22% and 0.07% but the rise of capital and land by 4.89%, and
0.10% respectively. This implied that agriculture sector relied on basic
factors of production-particularly capital such as plowing equipment, and

rice harvesting machine and land.
Manufacturing sector

In 2010 GDP of manufacturing sector increased by 13.90%.
Consider sources of economic expansion, this was contributed from a rise
of 10.71% in TFP, 3.38% in capital, except the 0.19% drop in labor. This
resulted from the business management effectiveness of entrepreneurs,
including adopting new production technology, as well as imports of new

machines to replace the old ones.
Service and others sector

In 2010 GDP of Service and others sector increased by 5.499%,
although domestic political unrest which did not affected to tourism. This
was because the number of foreign tourists increased up to 15.8 million
persons, or grew by 11.7%, compared with a fall of 3.0% in previous year.
Consider sources of economic expansion, this was contributed from a rise
of 2.60% in TFP, 1.82% in capital, and 1.07% in labor.

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1 OVERVIEW

1.1 Gross Capital Stock

Gross capital stock at replacement cost in 2010 was valued at Baht
43,138.2 billion, increasing by Baht 3,403.7 billion from 2009. This resulted
from a 9.4% rise in gross fixed capital formation, particularly from private
investment with a rise of 13.8% in 2010 compared to a fall of 13.1% in
2009 as a result of more imports of machineries and equipment in line
with the expansion of production capacity of various industries such as
electronics, motor vehicles, and electrical appliances industries. This
posted a real-term expansion of 3.7%, increasing from a rise of 2.6% in
2009.

1.2 Net Capital Stock

Net capital stock at replacement cost in 2010 was valued at Baht
30,764.7 billion. After deducting depreciation, the value of net capital
stock increased by Baht 2,366.8 billion from 2009. This posted a real-term
expansion of 3.5% in 2010, compared with 2.1% in 20009.

Compared to the value of net capital stock and GDP, the value of

net capital stock in nominal terms was 3.0 times higher than GDP value.

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2 CLASSIFICATION

Capital stock of Thailand can be classified in 2 ways:

2.1 Classified by institutions consists of capital stock of public

sector and capital stock of private sector as follows:
2.1.1 Public sector
Overview

Gross Capital stock in public sector in 2010 valued at
replacement cost was Baht 13,818.8 billion, increasing by Baht 1,277.6
billion from 2009. After deducting accumulated depreciation, net capital
stock equaled to Baht 9,882.4 billion--a growth of 1.5%, slowing down
from 2.9% in 2009. This resulted from the decrease in public investment,
particularly from two consecutive years decline in machineries and
equipment investment, meanwhile construction slowed down from 5.9%
in 2009 to 3.2% in 2010.

Structure of public sector net capital stock

Public sector held 30.0% of the total capital stock increased
by 1.5% in 2010. It can also be further classified according to types of

assets as follows:

Construction: In 2010, public sector held 83.5% of its total
capital stock as construction. Construction assets were held mainly by
central government and local municipality e.g. roads, bridges, dams and
watergates under the government’s second phase economic stimulus
measures under “Thai Khem Khang” or “Strong Thai 2012 such as water
resources development and irrigation areas development project, highway
development project, and dust-free roads project. For state enterprise
construction, it was Metropolitan Rapid Transit (MRT) Purple line: Bang Yai
- Rat Burana (Bang Yai - Bang Sue section) of Mass Rapid Transit Authority
of Thailand (MRTA), Baan Eua-Arthorn housing projects phase 2-3-4 and 5
of National Housing Authority, Bangplee-Suksawat Expressway joint with
the industrial ring road construction project, North line Expressway phase 3

construction project of Expressway Authority of Thailand.
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Machineries and equipment: Machineries and equipment
accounted for 16.5% of total public sector capital stock in 2010. This was
partly a result of Thai Airways International Plc. purchasing 2 aircrafts,
valued Baht 7,826.8 million.

2.1.2 Private sector
Overview

Value of gross capital stock of private sector at replacement
cost in 2010 was Baht 29,319.5 billion, rising by Baht 2,126.1 billion from
2009. After deducting accumulated depreciation, net capital stock valued
Baht 20,882.3 billion—a 4.5% of growth, rising from 1.7% in 2009 as a
consequence of the increase in investments in machineries and

equipment, as well as construction.
Structure of private sector net capital stock

Private sector occupied 70.0% of total capital stock in
Thailand increased by 4.5% in 2010. It can also be classified by type of

assets as follows:

Construction: In 2010, 47.0% of total private sector capital
stock was construction. Construction assets were mostly residential

building, commercial building, and factory construction.

Machineries and equipment: Share of machineries and
equipment in total private sector capital stock was 53.0% in 2010.
Investment was mostly made in manufacturing activities as new
investments and investments to replace the old machineries and
equipment as well as to expand production capacity to meet higher
domestic and external demands. Moreover, the investment in motor

vehicles such as trucks, and buses showed upward trend.

2.2 Classified by economic activities

2.2.1 Capital stock by economic activities

Capital stock can be classified into 15 economic activities,

namely agriculture; fishing; mining and quarrying; manufacturing; electricity

and water supply; construction; wholesale and retail trade; hotels and

restaurants; transport and communications; financial intermediation; real

estate and business activities; public administration; education; health and

social works; and other community, social and personal services.

Capital stock at replacement cost in 2010 was Baht 43,138.3

billion. By considering the structure of distribution of capital stock among

economic activities, real estate and business activities came up with the
hishest value of Baht 8,722.4 billion, followed by transport and
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communications with the value of Baht 8,212.4 billion, manufacturing with
the value of Baht 7,589.3 billion, electricity and water supply with the
value of Baht 3,799.6 billion, wholesale and retail trade with the value of
Baht 3,193.2 billion, agriculture with the value of Baht 2,700.2 billion,
health and social works with the value of Baht 1,681.4 billion, hotels and
restaurants with the value of Baht 1,595.1 billion, construction with the
value of Baht 1,338.8 billion, other community, social and personal
services with the value of Baht 950.9 billion, education with the value of
Baht 841.6 billion, fishing with the value of Baht 675.0 billion, public
administration with the value of Baht 672.9 billion, mining and quarrying
with the value of Baht 604.8 billion, and financial intermediation with the
value of Baht 560.8 billion.

Likewise, net capital stock in real term increased by 3.7%,
rising from 2.6% in 2009. By considering each economic activities, hotels
and restaurants grew at the highest rate of 10.4%, followed by
construction, and mining and quarrying (5.8%), agriculture and fishing
(5.3%), manufacturing (5.2%), education (4.7%), financial intermediation
(4.3%), public administration (4.2%), other community, social and personal
services (4.1%), health and social works (3.9%), wholesale and retail trade
(3.6%), real estate and business activities (2.9%), transport and

communications (1.6%), and electricity and water supply (1.2%).
2.2.2 Net Capital stock by economic activities

In 2010, the value of net capital stock at replacement cost
was Baht 30,764.7 billion. By considering each economic activities,
transport and communications appeared to be the sector with the highest
value at Baht 6,211.1 billion, followed orderly by manufacturing with Baht
5,954.6 billion, real estate and business activities with Baht 5,721.5 billion,
electricity and water supply with Baht 2,669.8 billion, wholesale and retail
trade with Baht 2,143.3 billion, agriculture with Baht 1,759.3 billion,
construction with Baht 1,182.7 billion, hotels and restaurants with Baht
1,110.5 billion, health and social works with Baht 910.9 billion, other
community, social and personal services with Baht 700.7 billion, education
with Baht 572.9 billion, public administration with Baht 517.8 billion,
mining and quarrying with Baht 470.5 billion, fishing with Baht 439.8 billion,

and financial intermediation with Baht 399.2 billion.
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In real term, net capital stocks in 2010 expanded by 3.5%
compared with 2.1% in 2009. Considering by economic activities, almost
all sectors showed accelerating growth, which led by hotels and
restaurants (9.6%), followed by construction (7.3%), mining and quarrying
(6.6%), manufacturing (5.9%), agriculture, and fishing (5.5%), financial
intermediation (4.5%), wholesale and retail trade (3.8%), education, and
health and social works (3.6%), other community, social and personal
services  (3.4%), public administration  (3.3%), transport  and
communications (1.8%), real estate and business activities (1.5%), and

electricity and water supply (1.2%).

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3 DEPRECIATION

Overview

For annual depreciation in 2010, annual depreciation at
replacement cost was Baht 1,720.5 billion. The first 5 sectors with the
highest share of total depreciation were transport and communication
sector with the value of Baht 382.5 billion-a 22.2% share of total
depreciation. This was due to the fact that a substantial part of
investment in the sector went to vehicles as well as telecommunication
equipment, all of which have shorter lives relative to assets such as
construction, leading to a comparatively higher depreciation each year.
Manufacturing sector, then, ranked second with the value of Baht 360.5
billion, followed by real estate and business activities with the value of
Baht 174.7 billion, wholesale and retail trade with the value of Baht 174.3
billion, and with the rates of 21.0%, 10.2% and 10.1%, respectively. The
rest came up with the rates of less than 10.0% were, in order, health and
social works, agriculture, electricity and water supply, hotels and
restaurants, construction, financial intermediation, education, mining and
quarrying, public administration, fishing, and other community, social and

personal services.

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4 CAPITAL FACTOR ANALYSIS

4.1 Incremental Capital Output Ratio: ICOR
Overview

ICOR in 2010 stood at 1.2. ICOR means an increase of GDP by 1

unit came from 1.2 unit rise in capital.
ICOR by economic activities

In 2010, ICOR in agriculture was a fall of 5.6. It meant that an
increase of GDP 2010 by 1 unit came from 5.6 unit fall in capital, in
contrast to a rise of 5.8 in 2009. This exhibited that agriculture sector was
more capital-productive. Consider ICOR in agriculture averaging from the
years of the Sixth Plan to the first four-year of the Tenth Plan, ICOR in the
Eighth Plan stood at a fall of 5.4, the most capital-productive.

In manufacturing, ICOR in 2010 was a rise of 0.5, in contrast to a
fall of 0.5 in previous year. It exhibited that an increase of GDP 2010 by 1
unit came from 0.5 unit rise in capital. Nevertheless, averaging from the
years of the Sixth Plan to the first four-year of the Tenth Plan, ICOR in the

Tenth Plan was 0.5, the most capital-productive.

For services and others sectors, ICOR equaled to a rise of 1.9, in
contrast to a fall of 36.5 in 2009. This illustrated an increasing trend of
inefficient capital employment in the sectors. Consider ICOR averaging
from the years of the Sixth Plan to the first four-year of the Tenth Plan,
ICOR stood at a fall of 6.7 in the Tenth Plan, the most capital-productive.

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4.2 Capital Productivity: CP
Overview

In 2010, CP was equal to 0.39, compared with 0.37 in 2009. This
means that rising in 1 unit of capital resulted in rising of 0.39 unit of GDP.
Consider CP averaging from the years from the Sixth Plan, averaged CP
was 0.46 in the Sixth Plan, the most efficient capital-productive, followed
by the Seventh Plan, the Tenth Plan, the Ninth Plan, and the Eighth Plan
with 0.40, 0.39, 0.37, and 0.32, respectively.

CP by economic activities

CP of agriculture in 2010 stood at 0.40, compared with 0.43 in
previous year. This implied that capital productivity in agriculture less than
previous year. Consequently, averaged CP of the Sixth Plan, posted at
0.75, the most efficient capital-productive. However, averaged CP of the
four-year of the Tenth Plan, posted at 0.42, and showing the low level

when compared with other Plans.

CP of manufacturing, on the other hand, was 0.89, rising from 0.83
in previous year. This illustrated that capital productivity in manufacturing
has slightly moved forward. Consider the averaged value of the four-year
of the Tenth Plan, CP was 0.88, slightly rising from 0.86 in the Ninth Plan.

After adjusted with capacity utilization of manufacturing, CP of
manufacturing stood at 1.30, compared with 0.89 which was not adjusted

with capacity utilization. This exhibited the efficient capital-productive.

For services and others sectors, CP posted at 0.27, slightly
increasing from 0.26 in 2009. The averaged value for the four-year of the
Tenth Plan exhibited CP staying at 0.27, compared with 0.25 in the Ninth
Plan.

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4.3 Total Factor Productivity: TFP

TFP determines the proportion of GDP growth that is not a result
of an increase in factors of production (labor, capital, and land). This
means TFP measures amount of GDP growth contributed by the residual

or technical progress.
Overview

GDP of 2010 increased by 7.80%, in contrast to a fall of 2.33% in
2009. Consider sources of economic growth regarding factors of
production, it was contributed by 5.08% growth of TFP, 2.37% of capital,
0.33% of labor, and 0.02% of land. This implied that economic growth
was mainly driven by TFP, while capital, labor, and land slightly stimulate

the economic growth.

Considering the averaged annual value during the four-year of the
Tenth Plan, the economic growth increased by 3.24% per annum owing to
the expansion of capital, TFP, labor, and land by 2.01%, 0.67%, 0.529%,
and 0.04%, respectively.

Considering averaged TFP from the Sixth Plan to the four-year of
the Tenth Plan, TFP of the Ninth plan came up with the highest growth of
3.32%. The Sixth Plan ranked second with the growth of 2.38% per annum
and the four-year of the Tenth Plan with 0.67% per annum, while TFP of
the Seventh Plan and the Eighth Plan with a fall of 0.03% and 1.74% per

annum respectively.

Agriculture sector

Agricultural sector decreased by 2.30% in 2010, in contrast to a
rise of 1.30% in previous year. Considering sources of economic
expansion, this was due to the fall of TFP and labor by 7.22%, and 0.07%
respectively, while the increase of capital by 4.89% and land by 0.10%.
This implied that agriculture sector relied on basic factors of production-
particularly capital such as plowing equipment, rice harvesting machine,

and land.

Agricultural sector growth during the four-year of the Tenth Plan
posted at 0.85%, slowing down from 2.90% of the Ninth Plan. This was
mainly contributed from TFP with a drop of 3.28%, followed by labor with
a fall of 0.01%, while capital and land with rises of 3.89%, and 0.25%,

respectively.

Considering averaged TFP of Agricultural sector from the Sixth Plan
to the four-year of the Tenth Plan, it exhibited that TFP of the Sixth Plan
came up with the highest growth of 1.36%, while TFP of the Ninth Plan,
the Eighth Plan, the four-year of the Tenth Plan and the Seventh Plan
with a fall of 0.51%, 1.29%, 3.28% and 3.37% per annum respectively.

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Manufacturing sector

Manufacturing sector increased by 13.90% in 2010, in contrast to a
fall of 6.07% in previous year. Consider sources of economic expansion,
this was contributed from a rise of 10.71% in TFP, and 3.38% in capital,
except the 0.19% drop in labor due partly to the investment in
machineries and equipment to replace the old ones as well as to increase

production efficiency, thus it relatively resulted in a rise in TFP.

Consider GDP growth of manufacturing sector during the four-year
of the Tenth Plan, it showed that GDP growth increased by 4.50%, slowing
down from 7.43% on the Ninth Plan owing to a rise of 2.52% in capital,
followed by a rise of 1.77% in TFP, 0.21% in labor. This implied that
capital is the most important factor of production such as machineries

and equipment.

Considering averaged TFP of manufacturing sector from the Sixth
Plan to the four-year of the Tenth Plan, it exhibited that TFP of the Ninth
Plan came up with the highest growth of 4.42% followed by 1.77% of the
four-year of the Tenth year, 1.35% of the Sixth Plan, 0.50% of the Eighth
Plan and 0.44% of Seventh Plan.

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Service and others sector

Service and others sector increased by 5.49%, compared with a
fall. of 0.19% in previous year due to domestic economic recovery,
although domestic political turmoil. This resulted from the significant
increase in the number of foreign tourists-15.8 million persons, and grew
by 11.7% compared to a fall of 3.0% in previous year. Consider sources of
economic expansion, this was contributed from a rise of 2.60% in TFP,
1.82% in capital, and 1.07% in labor.

During the four-year of the Tenth Plan, service and others sector
increased by 2.92%, compared with 5.09% of the Ninth Plan due to a rise
of 1.64% in capital, followed by 1.22% of labor, and 0.06% of TFP.

Considering averaged TFP of service and others sector from the
Sixth Plan to the four-year of the Tenth Plan, it exhibited that TFP of the
Ninth Plan came up with the highest growth of 2.50% followed by 1.61%
of the Sixth Plan and 0.06% of the four-year of the Tenth year, while TFP
of the Seventh Plan and the Eighth Plan with a fall of 1.68% and 3.77%

per annum respectively.

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Concept, definitions and methodology of Capital Stock of Thailand

1. Definition

® (Capital is the assets used as factors of production of goods and
services, usually consisting of fixed assets as well as financial assets.
However, it refers here to only fixed assets, which are defined as tangible
assets produced within an economy that can be used repeatedly for more
than 1 year. They can also be replaced by the newly produced assets.

Fixed assets consist of constructions and equipments.

® Gross Capital Stock (GCS) is sum of fixed assets
accumulated over each asset’s life as they are usually disposed after
certain period of time when they can no longer provide the production
service. GCS is generally measured at one point in time, specifically at the

end of the year.

® Net Capital Stock (NCS) is the value of fixed assets after

deducting depreciation

® Private Sector Capital Stock consists of capital stocks owned
by private sector, covering both registered and non-registered ones as well
as fixed assets acquired by households and non-profit institutions. For

households sector, housing is the only assets considered as capital stock.

® Public Sector Capital Stock is all capital stock owned by
public sector, which consists of central government, local municipalities,
state-owned enterprises, all kinds of funds operated and controlled by the

government, and independent agencies.

® Depreciation refers to depletion of fixed assets. As fixed assets
are used repeatedly in production process, they become less productive,
worn off and downgraded as new technology emerged. Thus, depreciation
should be deducted from fixed assets each year, by how much depending

on type of assets and their working life.

® Service lifetime is a period of time a fixed asset can be

employed for production.



® Retirement of fixed assets from production process takes place

when they can no longer provide production service.

® |ncremental Capital Output Ratio: ICOR is an indicator
measuring investment capacity in economic system. ICOR reflects how
much additional investment is required for 1 unit increase in GDP. The

smaller the ICOR, the higher efficiency the last unit of investment provides.

2. Coverage

Capital stock covers all fixed assets employed for producing goods
and services in an economic system, categorized by institution, e.g. private
sector, public sector, which includes central government, local

municipalities and state-owned enterprises.

3. Methodology

Perpetual Inventory Method or PIM is applied here, which is an
indirect method. This method is being used widely as this method draws
basic data from accumulation of capital stock compiled under the System
of National Accounts. As a result, outcomes from PIM are consistent with
other national income statistics. The basic concept is to calculate the
value of all fixed assets in one year, which covers capital stock at the first
year as well as the additional capital acquired in following years
subtracted by those disposed from production process. The total value of
fixed assets at current price before deducting depreciation is Gross Capital
Stock. In reality, however, all kind of assets wear out during production
process such that the value of assets decline each year. Reduction in such
value each year is called Depreciation. Thus, to find value of capital stock
in existence or Net Capital Stock is simply by deducting accumulated
depreciation from gross capital stock. An alternative approach for net
capital stock is by adding last year net capital stock with investment during

the year, then subtracting by depreciation.
