3 sides--namely production, expenditure and income, which reflect the overall economic
activities of accounting of the country.

The National Income of Thailand 2016 edition, following the International
System of National Accounts (SNA), is compiled using the chained volume measures
(CVMs) in measuring the real terms. In this 2016 edition, data are revised back to 2012 in
accordance with the latest available primary data and latest revision of data sources provided
by responsible agencies. This is to ensure the accuracy and the consistency of the entire
system of national accounts. Details of revisions are indicated in the revision note on the
following pages.

NESDB would like to express our gratitude to agencies and individuals who
constantly supply basic data as well as contribute suggestions on enhancing compilation
of the National Income of Thailand and other statistic accounts.

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Revisions to the National Income of Thailand 2016 Edition

In this publication, the main estimates have been revised back to 2012. The revisions are
made based on the most recent data from the primary sources as follows:

1. Revising data

e Agricultural, forestry and fishing sector: revising crops and livestock production figures
back from 2012 to 2015 according to the Agricultural Statistics of Thailand 2017 from
the Office of Agricultural Economic, Ministry of Agriculture and Co-operatives.

e Fishery sector: revising fishery production figures back from 2012 to 2015 according to
the Fisheries Statistics of Thailand 2016 from the Department of Fisheries.

e Manufacturing sector: revising industrial production figures back from 2012 to 2015
according to the Manufacturing Product Index (MPI) from the Office of Industrial
Economics, Ministry of Industry and data from relevant sectors.

e Construction sector: revising the data of the construction of the government back from
2014 to 2015.

e Real estate, renting and business services sector; and other community, social and
personal services activities sector: revising income for value added tax assessment back
from 2014 to 2015.

e Education sector; and human health and social work activities sector: revising the data of
education and public health services back from 2012 to 2015 and revising the data
according to annual report of the private universities back from 2012 to 2015.

e General government consumption expenditure: revising the estimation method of salary
index which previously used salary and the number of officers from the
Comptroller General’s Department. The new estimation method of salary index called
“composite salary index” is weighted average from the four indices covering 1) Salary
index; 2) Consumer price index on tuition item; 3) Consumer price index medical care
item; and 4) General consumer price index. Correspondingly, four-group weight of com-
pensation of employees comprises (1) salaries, wages and remuneration; 2) expenses on
educational support; 3) expenses on health service support; and 4) pensions.

Moreover, this series had added up new three off-budget agencies comprising Srinakha-
rinwirot University; Mahachulalongkornrajavidyalaya University; Silpakorn University.

e Export and import of merchandise and services; and data of primary income and second-
ary income are revised back to 2012 according to the current accounts of the Bank of
Thailand.

e Updating other basic data according to the latest data available from original data
sources.

2. Abbreviation

e In this publication, there are two letters assigned after data period (s) in tables
(r and p). Letter “r” stands for “revised” representing revision figures based on most recent

data, coverage, and compilation methodology. And letter “p” stands for “preliminary”
annual figure, which is subject to revisions in the next series of publication.

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Executive Summary

The Thai economy in 2016, measured by the Gross Domestic Product (GDP), increased by 3.3%,
accelerating from a rise of 3.0% in 2014, mainly contributed to production of goods and service
for private final consumption expenditure, exports, and tourist-related industry which consecu-
tively maintained expanding. On production side, non-agricultural production grew in a favorable
level whereas agricultural production fell persistently but improved greatly from the previous year
as a result of drought mitigation. For expenditure side, private final consumption expenditure
rose prominently whereas government final consumption expenditure slowed down from last year.
Private investment rebounded and returned to expand while public investment decelerated due to
base-effect from a high value of public investment projects in response to disbursement
expedition measure in the previous year.

Production increased by 3.3%, accelerating from a rise of 3.0% in the previous year. Non-
agricultural production, accounted for 91.5% of total production, grew by 3.8%, compared to a
rise of 4.1% previously. Such a high level of production was from manufacturing sector with a
growth of 1.6%, attributed to motor vehicles; chemicals and chemical products; computer and
components; In addition, tourist-related sectors also maintained expansion in response to a high
level number of tourists, covering a rise of 4.1% for transportation and storages; 9.9% for
accommodation and food service; 5.4% for wholesale and retail trade; 21.3% for arts,
entertainment and recreation. Meanwhile, agricultural production fell by 2.5%, improving from
a sharp drop from drought in last year.

Domestic demand rose continuously from last year. Supporting factors were from private
sector including both final consumption expenditure and investment. However, public sector
slowed down in both consumption and investment. Expansion in public sector contributed to low
price level of main product especially low oil price. In addition, commercial bank relax prudent
policy for consumer credit expansion. As a result, private consumption expenditure rose by 3.0%.
Gross fixed capital formation increased by 2.8%, slowing down from 4.3% previously.
Particularly, public investment decelerated with an expansion of 9.5% compared to a 28.4% rise
in 2015 due to a high base-effect in which disbursement on investment projects was expedited in
last year namely water resources development and management system and urgent phase land
transport system. Government consumption expenditure slightly slowed down with an
expansion rate of 2.4% compared to 2.5% last year. Such a slowdown was from an item of
government purchase of goods and services whereas compensation of government employees
slightly accelerated from the previous year. For external sector, exports of goods and services
grew favorably by 2.8% while imports of goods and services slightly contracted.

National income in 2016 posted the value of Baht 9,921,830 million, rose by 6.8% accelerating
from a 2.5% increase from the previous year. Sources of income were from a return to labor with
the value of Baht 4,724,692 million or a 3.9% rise and a return to capital, land and operation with
the value of 5,197,138 million increased by 9.6%. In per capita terms, national income per capita
in 2016 was Baht 147,088, rising from Baht 138,179 in 2015. Disposable income per capita was
Baht 117,583 and consumption expenditure per capita was Baht 107,633. Lastly, per capita
personal saving valued at Baht 11,944, accelerating from Baht 10,074 in 2015.

For overall economic stability, recently gross saving kept expanding whereas gross investment
trended to be contraction. It was seen in 2015 that gross saving rose by 14.4% whereas investment
dropped by 0.1%. As a result, saving-investment gap (equivalent to current account) postulated
a surplus with the value of Baht 1,704,145 million, accounting for 11.7% of GDP. Such a surplus
was regarded as the third consecutive year which a surplus for 2014 and 2015 was Baht 497,597
million and Baht 1,103,130 million.

GDP implicit price deflator rose by 2.4%, rising from 0.9% in the previous year.
Agricultural price index increased by 2.5%, compared to a drop of 1.2% in 2015. Non-agricultural
price index grew by 2.3%, accelerating from a 1.1% rise previously. Meanwhile, consumer price
index (CPI) rose expanded by 0.2% whereas producer price index (PPI) declined by 1.2%
recovering from a drop of 4.1% in last year.
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Thai Economy in 2016 National Accounts Perspectives

Overview

GDP in 2016 rose by 3.3%
compared to a rise of
3.0% in 2015, driven by
private consumption
expenditure, exports, and
tourist-related industries.

Gross Domestic Product of 2016 increased by 3.3%, compared to a rise of
3.0% in 2015 as a result of a continuous expansion of private final consumption
expenditure, exports, and tourist-related sector. Such a rise of private final con-
sumption was partly from high farming income in line with rising price in main
agricultural and fishery prices. In addition, low inflation level maintained as a
consequence of low fuel price. Meanwhile, public investment and government
consumption expenditure decelerated due partly to base-effect from disburse-
ment expedition for government investment project, namely water resource
development and management project and urgent phase highway project. Higher
demand led to rising in production especially for non-agricultural sector which
maintained high level of an expansion. Favorable expansion sectors covered
manufacturing sectors such as motor vehicles, chemical products, computer and
components whereas service sectors rose favorably in construction and tourist-
related sectors such as accommodation and food service activities,
transportation and storage. Meanwhile, contraction of agricultural sector
improved relatively compared to a sharp decline in last year.

Gross Domestic Product (GDP) in 2016 at current market prices valued at
Baht 14,533,465 million. After deducting Baht 682,354 million of net factor
income from the rest of the world, Gross National Product (GNP) registered at
Baht 13,851,111 million, with an expansion of 6.2%. Deduction further by net
indirect taxes and consumption of fixed capital, National Income (NI) in 2016
valued at Baht 9,921,830 million. The per capita GNP was Baht 205,339 while
per capita NI was Baht 147,088 higher than that of Baht 138,179 in 2015 or a
6.4% growth.

Real Growth Rate

Domestic Demand improved from last year, attributed to an expansion of
private and government final consumption expenditure, exports, and private
investment. Supporting factors were from; 1) higher household income
especially farming income which was from rising in main crop and fishery
prices; 2) higher household purchasing power due to lowering main product
prices as a consequence of maintaining a low level of oil price; 3) rising in
household consumer credits which led to higher consumer demand. As a result,
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private final consumption expenditure rose by 3.0% compared to a 2.8%
expansion in last year. Gross fixed capital formation expanded by 2.8%,
decelerating from a rise of 4.3% previously. Public investment grew by 9.5%,
decelerating due to a base-effect from a disbursement expedition of major
government investment project last year. Government Consumption Expendi-
ture increased by 2.2%, compared to a rise of 2.5% previously, attributed to the
growth of 0.7% in compensation of employees, 4.7% in expenditure for goods
and services, and 10.0% in purchase by household and enterprises.

External Sector: exports of goods and services at current market prices grew
by 5.4%, compared to a 3.0% rise in 2015. Such an expansion was chiefly
contributed to a 3.1% rise in merchandise export and 13.1% in service receipts.
For import side, imports of goods and services at current market prices
contracted by 0.7%, recovering from a drop of 4.9% in last year. Particularly,
merchandise imports fell by 2.1% whereas service payments increased by 5.4%.
Trade and services balance at current market prices valued a surplus of Baht
2,145,946 million, attributed to Baht 1,583,014 million for trade surplus and
Baht 1,289,479 million for service surplus. In addition, net factor income and
net current transfers recorded a surplus of Baht 682,354 million and Baht
240,553 million respectively. Ultimately, a current account registered a surplus
at Baht 1,704,145 million in 2016.

National Income (NI) or income from factors of production in 2016 recorded
the value of Baht 9,921,830 million, expanded by 6.8% compared to a 2.5%
growth in the previous year. Expansion was found from both compensation of
employees (accounted for 47.6% of NI) and returns on capital, land, and firms
(a 52.4% of NI) with a rise of 3.9% and 9.6% respectively. Meanwhile, Net
property income dropped by 6.9% while operating income grew by 12.6%.

Domestic Saving in 2016 registered the value of Baht 4,767,765 million, rising
with the rate of 14.4% compared to a rise of 13.8% in 2015. Overall net savings
valued at Baht 1,889,468 million, growing with the rate of 21.2% in contrast to
a fall of 7.7% previously. An expansion contributed to net private saving with
an increase of 23.1% while net public saving decreased by 18.8%.

Overall Economic Stability: recently, saving kept expanding and maintained at
the high level whereas investment tentatively kept contracting. Particularly in
2016, total saving rose by 14.4% while total investment dropped by 0.1%. As a
result, saving-investment gap (equivalent to current account surplus) registered
a surplus of Baht 1,704,145 million and accounted for 11.7% of gross domestic
product. Current account was considered to be a surplus for three consecutive
years which was Baht 497,595 million and Baht 1,103,130 million surplus for
2014 and 2015 respectively.

GDP Implicit Price Deflator increased by 2.4%, accelerating from a 0.9% rise
in the last year. Agricultural price index grew by 2.5%, compared to a 1.2%
increase in 2015. Meanwhile, non-agricultural price index rose by 2.3%, grow-
ing by 1.1% previously. Consumer prices index (CPI) increased by 0.2% while
producer prices index (PPI) contracted by1.2%.
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Gross domestic product in 2016 grew by 3.3% accelerated from a growth of
3.0% in 2015. Such an expansion was from non-agricultural sector which grew
by 3.8 % due to a high private consumption, exports and tourist-related sector.
Manufacturing sector increased by 2.2% from a growth of 1.6% in the previous
year. Tourist-related sector such as accommodation and food service, transporta-
tion, and other business services still expanded. In contrast, agricultural sector
decreased by 2.5% but recovery from a sharp drop in last year due mainly to a
decline of crops and livestock production while fishery rose.

Agricultural production dropped by 2.5% improving from a decline of 6.3% in
the previous year as a result of a slowdown of major crops such as paddy, sugar-
cane, and palm oil. Livestock declined by 0.9% attributed to cattle and buffalo.
Moreover, swine and poultry such as chicken and hen’s egg decreased. Mean-
while, fishery production accelerated, particularly on marine fishery.

Non-agricultural production grew by 3.8% from a growth of 4.1% in the previ-
ous year. Manufacturing sector rose by 2.2% continually rising from last year.
Expansion was sourced by a high production of main manufacturing sector such
as mother vehicles, chemical and chemical product, and computer and computer’s
part. In addition, services and tourist-related sector such as construction, accom-
modation and food services grew by 5.4% and 9.9%, respectively.

Overall agricultural production decreased by 2.5% improving from a
decline of 6.3% in 2015, resulting from major agriculture production
such as crops, perennials, and livestock with a decline of 4.1%, 3.5%,
and 0.9, respectively. However, agricultural service, forestry, and fishery
expanded 2.7%, 7.7%, and 5.8%, respectively. Meanwhile, price of
agricultural products rose by 2.5% compared to a decline by 1.2%
growth in the previous year.

Agriculture, forestry and fishery

Total production decreased by 2.5% from a fall of 6.3% in the previous year.
Major production activities were as follows:

o Annual crops fell by 4.1% due to a drought pending along with an
uncertain climate. Major crops production, namely paddy, tobacco,
sugarcane, and cereal declined by 3.4%, 18.0%, 17.6%, and 3.6% respec-
tively.

° Perennial crops declined by 3.5% as a consequence of uncertain climate.
Production reduction was found from main crops namely rubber, palm
oil, coconut, and other fruits fell by 3.3%, 7.6%, 5.5%, and 3.1% respec-
tively.

° Livestock dropped by 0.9% due to production of cattle, and dairy prod-
uct declined by 3.9% and 0.1% respectively. Meanwhile, production of
swine, chicken, duck and hen’s egg increased by 7.2%, 4.7%, 7.9%, and
3.7% respectively.

° Agricultural services increased 2.7% attributed mainly to an expansion
in planting and harvest services which grew in response to planting area.

° Forestry increased by 7.7%, continually grew from 1.8% in the previous
year as a result of an expansion of forest products and reforestation.

o Fishery increased by 5.8% from a fall 10.5% in the previous year.
Production of marine fishery grew 7.2% due to higher external demand
and disappearance of Early Mortality Syndrome (EMS) in shrimps.
Meanwhile, freshwater fishery maintained steady to the previous year.

° Implicit prices of agricultural products grew by 2.5% compared to a
fall of 1.2% in the previous year. Higher domestic and external demand
whereas agricultural products fell. As a result, the price of agricultural
products increased.

Non-agricultural Manufacturing

Mining and quarrying

Mining and quarrying expanded by 1.0% from a 2.4% growth in the previous
year. Such an expansion was from production of crude oil and natural gas with
a rise of by 0.3% compared to a 2.7% expansion in the previous year. Crude
oil production rose by 6.4% compared to a 10.2% growth formerly, found
from in main oil fields namely Lanta, Surin, Manora, Songkhla and Sirikit.
Natural gas and liquefied natural gas decreased by 1.5% compared to a
decline of 0.3% previously, found in main fields namely Bongkot, Tantawan,
Benchamas, Pailin and Arthit. In addition, other minerals namely stone, sand
and dust rose by 0.7% and 12.7% previously. Chemical and fertilizer minerals
expanded by 31.2%, compared to a 42.6% growth in the previous year.

Manufacturing

Manufacturing rose by 2.2% as a result of exports on manufacturing goods
namely chemical and chemical products, rubber and plastic products, motor
vehicle and other vehicle. In addition, domestic demand expanded.

Industries with a favorable expansion

° Food products expanded by 1.8% from a contraction of 1.0% previously
attributed to rising in manufacturing production of preserved foods
(fishery frozen) along with raw material products.

° Paper and paper products rose by 1.8% due to an expansion on pulp,
paper, and paper board as consequence of demand from downstream
industries rose.

° Petroleum refinery increased by 0.9% in response to domestic demand.

° Chemical and chemical products expanded by 3.1% due to an
expansion of petrochemical demand from downstream industries.

° Rubber and plastic products rose by 2.4% due to higher demand in
downstream industries such as motor vehicle. Moreover, external
demand on rubber maintained expanding.

° Computer, electronic and optical products increased by 1.2% due to
external demand on computer and part, electronic and intergraded
circuits.

° Electrical machinery and apparatus rose by 6.3% from an expansion

of household appliance both from domestic demand and exports.

o Fabricated metal products expanded by 5.7% due to higher demand on
downstream industries namely processing and preserved of meat, canned
fish, and processing and preserved of fruit and vegetables.
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° Motor vehicles continually rose by 8.0% in response to domestic and
external demand which induced rising in spare part production.

J Other transport equipment rose by 7.2% attributed mainly to domestic
and external demand on motorcycles. In addition, manufacturing of ship
still rose.

J Other non-metallic products expanded by 0.2% as a result of an

increase in concrete products. Meanwhile, cement slightly declined due
partly to changing construction technology.

o Beverage dropped by 0.3% due to lower production on spirit and
non-alcohol beverage. However, production of beer still rose.

o Textile continually contracted by 3.1% in response to low domestic
demand. Some raw materials for downstream industries were imported in
stead of using domestic raw materials. In addition, export of textile still
declined together.

o Wearing apparel continually fell by 6.7%, affected from that production
plants moved to neighboring countries. As a result, export decreased.

Electricity, gas and air conditioning supply

Electricity, gas and air conditioning supply rose by 2.9% compared to a 4.8%
growth in the previous year. Electricity power generation grew 2.1% slightly
declining from last year due to a slowdown of private power generation. Partic-
ularly, sales of electricity in medium, small, and special enterprises slowed
down. Meanwhile, larges enterprises and residential maintained expanding.

Construction

Construction rose by 8.6 %, slowing down from 17.1% in 2015, described by a
13.9% decrease from base-effect of government construction spending in last
year which was disbursed from the water resources development and manage-
ment project. In addition, there was no new state enterprise construction project
in 2016 but only ongoing projects were implemented. Moreover, private
construction expanded 1.1%, accelerating from 0.3% in 2015, contributed to
residential building construction growing in response to higher demand for
living, particularly in areas along the sky train route.

Wholesale and retail trade; repair of motor vehicles and motorcycles

Trading and repairing increased by 5.4% due mainly to a rise in sales of motor
vehicles and motorcycles in response to domestic and export demands.
Wholesale and retail trade continually increased from the previous year in line
with higher domestic and tourism demands, especially from tax-deductible
government stimulus packages at the end of 2016. Meanwhile, repair of motor
vehicles and motorcycles rose in response to regular maintenance period.
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Transportation and storage

Transportation and storage sector increased by 4.1%, slowing down from the
previous year. Such a slowdown was attributed to air transports with a rise of
10.4% decelerating from a 12.3% expansion in the previous year in response
to a slowdown on freight and a number of passengers from tourist-related
sector. Moreover, water transport rose by 7.6 % compared to a 6.3% growth in
the previous year. Land transport expanded by 0.2%, compared to a decrease
of 3.8% previously, mainly attributed to an increase of passengers and freight
transport. Post activities by 4.7% %, compared to a decrease of 0.3% in the
previous year which was consistent to revenue of entrepreneurs.

Accommodation and food service activities

Accommodation and food service activities grew by 9.9% slightly slowdown
from a 15.0% growth in the previous year. Due to an accommodation service
which rose by 9.1% from a 21.5% in last year. This was contributed mainly by
an 8.8% increase in number of tourists, lower than a 20.6% growth in the
previous year. Number of tourists from East Asia decelerated while number of
tourists from Europe, the Americas, Middle East and Africa increased favora-
bly. Food service activities rose by 10.6%, accelerating from 2015 as a result
of a project “12 Hidden Cities” and project “12 Hidden Cities Plus”. Such a
project promoted Thai tourists spreading to travel attractions. The government
also imposed tax-deductible stimulus measure for domestic tourism in Decem-
ber, 2016. As a result, Thai tourists increased.

Information and communication

Information and communication sector grew by 3.3%, attributed to
communication services with an increase of 2.9% decelerating from a 9.3%
growth in the previous year. In addition, computer programming, consultancy
and related activities expanded by 4.9% decelerating from a 12.2% growth in
last year, mainly sourced from information related activities. Meanwhile,
sound recording and music publishing activities and motion picture, and video
and television program production fell by 8.1% and 0.5%, respectively in
response to a poor turnover of media channels.
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Financial and insurance activities

Financial and insurance sector expanded by 6.5%, compared to an 8.4%
growth in the previous year. This resulted from a slowdown of operating
income of commercial banks and other depository institutions. Such a slow-
down was from both credits and deposits. In addition, income from fees and
other services also slowed down from the previous year in line with the gradu-
al economic recovery and prudent credit issuance for financial institutions
both in business and personal consumption credits. Meanwhile, non-life insur-
ance except insurances also expanded.

Real estate activities

Real estate activities sector expanded by 7.0% compared to a 1.5% growth in
last year, driven by a 7% expansion of in real estate activities with own or
leased property accelerating from a 1.6% rise in the previous year. Real estate
activities on a fee or contract basis grew by 6.9% from a 0.5% rise previously.
The main driven was from a large real estate transactions in response to a trans-
fer fees reduction measure from 2.0% to 0.01% in the first 4 months of 2016.

Professional, scientific and technical activities

This sector decreased by 1.0% from a fall of 1.5% previously. Management
consultancy activities, research and experimental development on natural
sciences and engineering activities, advertising activities, and photographic
activities declined. Meanwhile, architectural and engineering activities,
technical testing and analysis activities, market research and public opinion
polling activities slowed down. However, legal activities; accounting,
bookkeeping and auditing activities; and veterinary activities kept rising.

Administrative and support service activities

This sector grew by 2.4%, lower than a 3.6% rise in the previous year, due
mainly to a slowdown of construction and civil engineering activities, and
office administrative, office support and other business support activities. In
addition, travel agency and tour operator activities slowed down in response
to a slowdown of inbound tourist numbers. Renting a personal motor vehicle
activities, activities of employment placement agencies, and security and
investigation activities also decelerated.
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Education

Education sector grew by 1.2% compared to a 0.2% fall in the previous year.
Public education accelerated by 1.1%, compared to a 0.4% fall in last year.
Private education grew by 2.2% compared to a 1.7% growth previously in
response to an expansion of number of students in informal education,
vocational education; private universities; and special education.

Human health and social work activities

Human health and social work sector grew by 2.6%, attributed to an expansion
of 2.0% in public health services, slightly slowing down from a 3.7% growth in
the previous year. Private health services increased by 3.6%, compared to a
2.1% growth in last year. Such an expansion in private sector was seen in many
types of services including other human health activities, NPISHs, and clinical
activities. Meanwhile private hospitals declined.

Art, entertainment and recreation

Art, entertainment and recreation sector rose by 21.3%, compared to a 9.2% rise
in the previous year. Sales of lottery tickets expanded in response to a new
policy allowing lottery reservation in advance. Private museum activities,
botanical activities, and sport activities slowed down. Meanwhile, creative, arts
and entertainment activities; and other recreation activities declined.

Other service activities

Other service sector rose by 3.9% in comparison to a 3.1% growth in the
previous year. Repair of computers and communication equipment, and other
personal service grew continually. Meanwhile, activities of membership
organizations slowed down.

o Activities of membership organizations increased by 1.2%, slightly
slowing down from a 3.3% growth in the previous year owing to a slow-
down of religious organizations activities, and activities of business
employers’ membership organization.

° Repair of computers and communication equipment rose by 5.5%,
attributed to an increase in repair of computers and communication
equipment, and repair of household goods.

o Other personal service activities grew by 3.2%, compared to a 2.3%
rise in the previous year due to an expansion of hairdressing and other
beauty treatment, funeral activities, and other personal service activities.
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Composition of private final consumption expenditure

Private final consumption expenditure in 2016 rose by 3.0%, accelerating from
a growth 0f 2.3% in 2015

The main contribution factors were from an expansion of farm income from
which major crop price increased along with fishery product price. In addition,
non-agriculture income continued to expand owing to a low rate of inflation as a
consequence of maintaining a low oil price. Meanwhile, commercial banks
relaxed personal loan credit which induced purchasing power. Particularly,
spending on durable goods items increased from the previous year and net ser-
vices continued to grow. Besides, semi-durable goods and non-durable goods
remained

expanding.
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Private final consumption expenditure in the domestic market excluding non-
residents expanded by 2.4%, higher than an increase of 2.0% in 2015.

Private final consumption expenditure in the domestic market - including
expenditure of non-residents in the country and excluding expenditure of
residents abroad - expanded by 4.1% slowing down from a rise of 5.0% in the
previous year. An expansion contribution was from a 4.1% increase of household
final consumption expenditure and a 1.5% rise of non-profit institutions serving
households final consumption expenditure.
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Household consumption expenditure classified by goods and services items.

Food and non-alcoholic beverages grew by 2.1 % decelerating from a rise of
2.3% in 2015. Food items expanded by 2.4%, slightly slowing down from rise of
2.5% in the previous year. The contribution factors were seen in bread and cereals,
vegetables, milk, cheese and eggs and meat. Nonetheless, consumption of non-
alcoholic beverage slowed down by 0.3%, compared to a rise of 0.9% in 2015. In
particular, carbonate water and energy water decreased in response to a reduction of
its sale.

Alcoholic beverages and tobacco declined by 3.2%, accelerating from a rise of
1.6% in the previous year. Alcoholic beverages shrank 3.5%, from a rise of 1.9%
in 2015. Such a reduction was a result of a decreasing in consumption of liquor,
beer, and wine. Furthermore, tobacco consumption fell by 2.5%, compared to a
rise of 0.9% in the previous year, in response to a lower sale volumes of cigarette
of Thailand Tobacco Monopoly.

Clothing and footwear increased by 3.3% from a rise of 1.8% in the previous year,
contributed to a rising consumption in both clothing and footwear. Spending on
clothing grew by 3.0%, better than a rise of 1.3 % in 2015. In addition, footwear
spending expanded by 6.2%

Housing, water, electricity, gas and other fuels expanded by 4.3% compared to
an increase of 4.8% in the previous year, resulting from a rise in electricity
consumption and expenses on gases and fuels with an expansion of 4.7% from a
rise of 6.2% slowing down from 2015. Moreover, household water supply
consumption, rental for housing expanded by 4.1%, maintaining a high expansion
as in the previous year.

Furnishing, household equipment and routine maintenance of the house
grew by 0.2%, slowing down by a rise of 3.2% in 2015, attributed to spending of
furniture and furnishings, carpets and other floor covering with a decline of 1.1%
from a rise of 3.4% in the previous year. Besides, households equipment and
routine maintenance of the house rose by 0.3% from an expansion of 3.2% in
2015.

Health increased by 4.7%, decelerating from a rise of 3.2% in 2015, comprising
an increase in medical services which rose by 9.2% from a rise of 5.5% in the
previous year. Additionally, an expenditure of out-patient services continually
expanded by 2.6% from a rise of 2.2% in the previous year, Moreover, spending
on hospital service still increased by 1.1%.

Transport grew by 4.3% decelerating from a rise of 2.7% in 2015, contributed
mainly to a recovery of vehicle purchases from a contraction of 9.3% in 2015 to a
rise of 1.5% in 2016 in response to an improvement of passenger cars sale. Mean-
while ,personal transportation expanded by 6.1% slowing down from a rise of 9.9%
in the previous year whereas public transportation remained expanding with the rate
of 4.5% owing partly to an increase in foreign tourists numbers. Such supporting
factors led to a downward trend of transport consumption.
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Communication expanded by 2.4%, decelerating from a 6.2% growth
previously. Telephone services slowed down by 2.6% from a 6.5% rise in the
previous year, consistent with a decrease of revenue of service providers
Furthermore, expenses on postal services shank by 1.8%, leading to a downward
trend of communication consumption.

Recreation and culture accelerated by 15.6%, accelerating from a rise of 2.3%
in the previous year due to a sharp increase of recreational and cultural services,
furthermore computer expenditure consumption which rose by 7.8% from a rise
of 3.8% in the previous year. Besides, musical instruments accelerated by 6.5%
from drop of 2.3% in 2015 which led to a high growth of recreation and culture.

Education increased by 2.1% slowing down from a rise of 4.3% in the previous
year, consistent with a declined number of students especially in the primary
and secondary schools.

Restaurants and hotels expanded by 6.8% in comparison to a sharp increase of
12.4% in 2015. Such a deceleration was a slowdown from both restaurant
services and hotel services in which restaurant expanded by 4.3% slowing down
from a rise of 10.2% in the previous year. Additionally, hotel services grew by
10.6% in comparison to a rise of 16.1% in 2015 mainly due to a slowdown
number of foreign tourists. Moreover, improvement of purchasing power from
government stimulus measures led to an expansion of restaurants and hotels.

Miscellaneous goods and services grew by 3.4% slowing down from an
increase of 9.7% in the previous year. Personal effects spending decelerated by
3.5% from a rise of 23.0% in 2015. Moreover, personal services slowed down
by 2.6% in comparison to an increase of 9.7% in the previous year. Financial
services and other services grew by 3.9% and 2.8% compared to an increase of
5.2% and 5.6% in the previous year, respectively.

Non-profit institutions serving households consumption expenditure
increased by 1.5% improving from a decrease of 0.2% in the previous year.
Education, health, and social protection rose by 0.4% from a zero growth in
2015. Moreover other services increased by 2.7 from a drop of 0.4% in the
previous year.

factors Durable goods grew by 1.0% increasing from contraction of 2.0%, Purchase of
vehicles increased by 1.5%, compared to a contraction of 9.3% in the previous
year. Spending on health consumption equipment rose by 1.8% from a decline
of 1.7% in 2015. Meanwhile, other durable goods; recreation and culture slowed
down.

Semi-durable goods increased by 2.0% slowing down from a rise of 4.3% in
the previous year. Slowdown was found from major items. Furnishings, house-
holds equipment and routine maintenance of the house grew by 1.1% from a rise
of 3.5%. Repair and maintenance of vehicles dropped by 2.3% decreasing from
a rise of 9.0%. Besides, semi-durable goods of recreation and culture;
newspapers, books and stationery shank to 11.8% considerably fell from a rise
of 1.3% in 2015.

Non-durable goods expanded by 2.6% slowing down from an increase of 3.7%
in the previous year due partly to a slowdown in consumption of food and
beverage which expanded by 2.1% decelerating from 2.3% previously. For
operation of personal transport equipment, fuels consumption expanded by
6.4% decelerating from a rise of 10.1% in 2015. Furthermore, other services
n.e.c. in miscellaneous goods and services also slowed downs.

Services grew by 4.2% accelerating from a rise of 1.0% in the previous year.
Main supporting factors of expansion were from rentals for housing with an
increase of 4.3% from a rise of 4.1% in 2015. Recreation and culture services
recorded a sharp increase of 26.2% from a rise of 11.0% in the previous year.
Furthermore, other services; transport service, health services remained expand-
ing with the rate of 4.8% and 1.4% from a rise of 5.4% and 1.6%, respectively.
Nevertheless, domestic services slowed down, especially expenditure of non-
residents in the country which slowed down in response to a number of foreign
tourists. Meanwhile, expenditure of residents abroad grew by 20.6%. As a re-
sult, net services consumption for Thai residents increased in 2016.

By type of expenditure, total general government final consumption at
current market price registered at the value of Baht 2,461,539 million with an
increase of 4.6%. Government compensation of employees valued at Baht

1,350,361 million, increased by 4.5%, due partially to a rise in other personnel

expenses along with pension with an increase of 8.6% and 20.3% respectively.
Meanwhile, purchases from enterprises and aboard with the value of Baht
708,961 million rose by 4.2% partially in accordance with government measures

to improve living standard of low-income earners especially measures on
improving well-being at a sub-district (Tambon) level along with an
acceleration in services other than personnel and supplies. Consumption of
fixed capital registered at the value of Baht 272,413 million a 4.4% increase.

Social transfers in kind — purchased market production posted the value of Baht
265,008 million or increased by 8.8%, improving from a 0.3% contraction in the

previous year.

By function of the government, total general government final consump-
tion at current market with the value of Baht 2,461,539 million composed of
health service with a 16.6% share of total general government final
consumption expenditure. The rest of government service by function
comprised 14.6% share for general public services, 12.2% share for economic
affairs, 10.5% share for defence, 9.0% share for public order and safety, 3.0%
share for housing and community amenities, 4.5% share for the remaining of
instance Recreation, culture and religion, Environmental, and Social protection.

General government final consumption expenditure in real term grew by
2.2 %, attributed to a 0.7% increase for compensation of employees, 4.7% for

purchases from enterprises and aboard, 1.7% for consumption of fixed capital.

Besides, social transfers in kind — purchased market production rose by 8.0%
and purchase by households and enterprises increased by 10.0%.
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Gross capital formation

Gross capital formation or investment at current market prices recorded the
value of Baht 3,063,620 million, consisting of gross fixed capital formation and
change in inventories with the value of Baht 3,484,345 million and Baht
420,725 million, respectively.

Gross fixed capital formation in real terms expanded by 2.8%, slowing down
from 4.3% in 2015 as a result of private investment which grew by 0.5%,
improving from a contraction of 2.1% in 2015. Similarly, public sector
investment expanded by 9.5%, slowing down from 28.4% in 2015.

Private construction at current market prices recorded the value of Baht 524,010
million, consisting of residential, non-residential, and other constructions with the
value of Baht 293,168 million, Baht 147,773 million, and Baht 65,225 million,
respectively. Private construction in real terms increased by 1.1%, improving from
an expansion of 0.3% in 2015, contributed to an expansion of residential building
construction as a result of higher demand for condominium particularly in areas
along the sky train route.

Private investment on equipment and machineries at current prices posted the
value of Baht 2,031,405 million which rose by 0.3% in real value, improving from
a 2.8% contraction in 2015. Such an expansion was attributed to an increase in
imported capital goods of office machinery. Moreover vehicles and transport
equipment also expanded due to an increase in truck and buses.

Public investment

Public investment at current market prices posted at the value of Baht 928,930
million, comprising public construction and public machinery and equipment with
the value of Baht 699,190 million and Baht 229,740 million, consecutively. Public
investments in real terms expanded by 9.5%, decelerating from a sharp rise of
28.4% in 2015.

Public construction at current market prices registered the value of Baht
699,190 million, consisting of residential, non-residential, and other
constructions with the value of Baht 18,080 million, Baht 129,550 million, and
Baht 551,560 million, respectively.

Public machinery and equipment at current market prices valued at Baht
229,740 million. The real value of public machinery and equipment decreased by
2.2% in contrast to a 17.7% expansion in the previous year, due partly to base
effect from imported aircraft for Thai Airways International Public Company in

Tangible fixed assets at current market prices recorded the value of Baht
3,359,799 million, composing of residential construction, non-residential
construction, machinery and equipment, and produced assets with the value of
Baht 311,248 million, 829,525 million, Baht 2,212,751 million, and Baht 6,275
million, respectively. The real value of tangible fixed assets expanded by 2.2%,
lower than an increase of 4.5% in 2015, attributed to a 2.1% increase in
residential construction, compared to a shrink of 1.8% in 2015. Other
constructions decelerated by 3.2% from a sharp rise of 33.6% in 2015.
Likewise, machinery and equipment increased by 31.2% continually rising from
15.5% in 2015.

Intangible fixed assets at current market prices posted the value of Baht 106,702
million, consisting of mineral exploration and computer software with the values
of 63,238 million and Baht 43,464 million, respectively. The real value of
intangible fixed rose by 24.9% accelerating from an expansion of 0.1% in the
previous year, as a result of a 90.0% rise in mineral exploration in 2015, compared
to an 8.1% drop in 2015.

Cost of ownership transfer at current market prices valued at Baht 17,844
million. The real value expanded by 5.4%, improving from an increase of 1.5%
in 2015.

Change in inventories

Change in inventories at the current price recorded a decrease of Baht 420,725
million, kept decreasing from the previous year. In 2016, the overall production,
private consumption expenditure, and net exports expanded whereas general
government final consumption expenditure, and investment slowed down in com-
parison to the previous year. A decrease in stock was seen from manufacturing
goods, namely jewelry and related articles; electronic tubes; and wearing apparel.
In particular, stock of jewelry and related articles declined moderately according
to higher external demand from the United States of America and European
countries. On the contrary, an increase in stock of manufacturing goods covered
general purpose machinery; office, accounting and computing machinery; and
plastics in primary forms. However, stock of rice diminished as a result of a
deceleration in rice production together with an expansion in domestic
consumption demand of rice as well as tourist demand in response to an increased
number of foreign tourists. Moreover, stock of monetary gold declined due to
higher exports in line with rising in the world price of gold. Consequently, the
overall change in inventories declined.

Exports of goods and services in 2016 at current market prices registered Bath
9,950,611 million, expanded by 5.4%, accelerating from a 3.0% growth in 2015,
resulting from higher export of goods improving from a decline in 2015. Mean-
while, service receipts slowed down.

Merchandise exports in 2016 at current prices posted the value of Baht
7,560,314 million, increased by 3.1% from 0.4% in 2015, attributed to agricul-
tural, fishery and manufacturing products improvement. Agricultural products
shrank at a reducing rate, especially, improvement of rice export value from
Republic of Benin and Republic of Indonesia market. Exports of fishery
products grew at a high level, attributed to an export of shrimp recovering from
limit supply, according to lower effect from of Early Mortality Syndrome
(EMS) situation. For exports of manufacturing products, the main driver was
not only passenger cars but also air-conditioners which grew from Vietnam
market. In addition, other manufacturing products such as electronic parts,
automotive parts and gold also expanded. However, exports of pickup trucks
continued to decrease from the previous year, according to lower exports to
Middle East which was a main market. Furthermore, exports to Japan, U.S.A.,
European Union (EU), China and ASIAN kept growing. Nevertheless, exports
to the Middle East continued to decrease from 2015 as a result of global
economy slowdown and revenue reduction from falling oil prices level. In 2016,
export prices increased by 2.8% while export volume gradually expanded by
0.3%, improving from a contraction of 2.0% in 2015.

Service receipts at current market price valued at Baht 2,390,297 million, rose
by 13.1% due to an expansion of the number of foreign tourists, especially
ASEAN, East Asia, Europe and the U.S.A., leading to an expansion of travel
and transport receipt. In addition, other business services also increased.

Imports of goods and services

Imports of goods and services at current market prices posted the value of
Baht 7,804,665 million, fell by 0.7% recovering from a 4.9% drop in 2015, due
to lower imported goods. Meanwhile, service payments expanded.

Merchandise imports at current market prices registered the value of Baht
6,270,835 million, continued to decrease by 2.1% from a 5.8% fall in 2015.
Such a decline mainly originated from lower imports of raw materials
particularly imports of crude oil and natural gas. However, imports of electronic
parts continued to expand, attributed to rising in electronic export categories.
Imported capital goods expanded in line with investment for private equipment
and machinery. Imported consumer goods rose in both durable and non-durable
goods due to an improvement of private final consumption expenditure. Overall
import price level in 2016 slightly grew up by 0.2% in 2016 whereas import
volume decreased by 2.3%.

Service payments at current market prices posted the value of Baht 1,533,830
million, expanded by 5.4% rebounding from a decrease of 1.0% in 2015, mainly
attributed to an increase of travel payments and other business services. On the
other hand, freight payments increased in response to a favorable international
trade situation.
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Trade and services balance and current account

high current account Trade and services balance at current market prices presented a surplus at

surplus Baht 2,145,946 million, kept increasing from a surplus of Baht 1,583,014
million in 2015. Trade surplus of Baht 1,289,479 million was higher than Baht
924,627 million surplus in 2015. Service balance posted a surplus of Baht
856,467 million, kept increasing from Baht 658,387 million in the previous
year. Primary income (net factor income) showed a deficit of Baht 682,355
million, recovering from a deficit of Baht 708,973 million in the previous year.
In particular, investment income receipts was larger than investment income
payments. Secondary income registered surplus value at Baht 240,553 million,
higher than a surplus in last year. Ultimately, aggregation of all current account
registered a large surplus of Baht 1,704,145 million, continued rising from a
surplus of Baht 1,103,130 million 2015.

Compensation of employees valued at Baht 4,724,692 million, 47.6%
of total national income, rose by 3.9%, slower than 5.2% in 2015.
Compensation of employees in agricultural sector built up by 0.7%
improving from a 7.1% reduction in the preceding year. Non-agricultural
sector expanded by 4.0% lower than 5.9% in 2015, slowing down in

both public and private sector. In conclusion, overall compensation of
employees in 2016 rose at a lower rate due to maintaining employee
minimum wage and government salary base together with low inflation
rate. In addition, number of employees from labor force survey by
National Statistical Office and number of insured persons (article 33) at
the end of 2016 by Social Security Office also slowed down.

Private and Public compensation of employees

Private compensation of employees (net compensation of employees from
abroad included) amounted at Baht 3,095,652 million, 65.5% of total compensa-
tion of employees, increased by 3.9% decelerating from a 5.2% rise in the
previous year. Private compensation of employees in agricultural sector
expanded by 0.7%, less than a 4.1% expansion in non-agriculture sector. Public
compensation of employees valued at Baht 1,629,040 million, increased by
3.9% from 5.6% previously, comprising civil servants, government employees,
state enterprise employees, permanent public employees and temporary public
employees. Compensation of employees for government and state enterprises
grew by 4.5% and 0.8 % respectively, lower than the previous year.

Compensation of employees in agricultural sector value at Baht 189,990
million regarding as 4.0% share of total compensation of employees and grew
by 0.7% recovering from a 7.1% drop in 2015. Such a rise was originated from
a higher price of agricultural products, especially oil crops, fruit trees, para
rubber, vegetables, livestock and fisheries. Moreover, main agricultural revealed
better production trend, particularly from an expansion of fishery products. As a
result, employment and compensation of employees in agricultural sector
increased.

Compensation of employees in non-agricultural sector value at Baht
4,512,675 million, increased by the rate of 4.0% lower than a 5.9% expansion in
2015, mainly originated from unchanged minimum wage and government salary
base. Average private compensation of employees decelerated and diminished
in most major sector, for example transportation and storage and financial and
insurance activities. On one hand, average private compensation of employees
accelerated for a few sectors. Private employment kept slowing down from the
previous year, particularly in manufacturing sector. Meanwhile, many service
sectors remained proper employment situation, for instance construction and
accommodation and food service activities.

Compensation of employees of manufacturing sector, the largest component,
increased by 2.8% lower than 6.1% in 2015. Such a slowdown derived from a
slightly increase in average compensation rate together with lower employment
in major sub sector, such as production of food products, manufacture of wear-
ing apparel, manufacture of computer, and manufacture of motor vehicles.
Compensation of employees of mining and quarrying sector declined by 3.3%,
attributed mainly to extraction of crude petroleum and natural gas activity.

For construction sector, compensation of employees expanded by 5.9%
continued from 3.1% in 2015 due to higher employment, particularly on private
construction. Wholesale and retail trade; repair of motor vehicles and
motorcycles rose by the rate of 5.6%, from 4.5% in the previous year, partially
affected from tourism expenditure in both Thai and foreign tourists. Moreover,
vehicle trading and wholesale and retail trade also grew up. Other service
activities increased by 7.2%, originating mainly from other personal service
activities.

Compensation of employees in other service sectors decelerated. Electricity,
gas, steam and air conditioning supply and water supply; sewerage, waste
management and remediation activities increased by a lower rate in both state
enterprise and private employees at the rate of 5.2% and 2.3%, respectively.
Transportation and storage increased by 3.0% from 8.0% in 2015 attributed to a
drop of compensation of employees of state enterprise while private compensa-
tion of employees slightly slowed down, contributed to land transport and other
transport activities. Accommodation and food service activities grew by 10.3%,
compared to 13.6% in the preceding year, owning mainly to a slowdown in
foreign tourist number while food service activities remained the same rate of
growth as 2015. Financial and insurance activities increased by 4.0% from 6.3%
in 2015, attributed to a slowdown of commercial bank sector. Meanwhile life
and non-life insurance reduced.

Compensation of employees of public administration and defence, compulsory
social security sector, education sector and human health and social work
activities sector built up by 4.3%, 3.6% and 6.3%, respectively, decelerating
from 2015 in all 3 sectors. Net consumption of employees from aboard
presented a recovery trend, resulting from an increase in consumption of
employees paid from aboard together with a slowdown in consumption of
employees paid to non-resident employees .

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Returns on land, capital, and entrepreneurs

Net return on land, capital, and entrepreneurship registered the value
Baht 5,197,138 million, a 52.4% share of total national income, or
expanded by 9.6% and postulated a positive trend from 2015.

Income from farms and households and NPISHs mixed income revealed at
Baht 2,783,687 million, a 28.1% proportion of national income, or rose by 9.5%
recovering from a 3.3% drop in 2015. Income from farm expanded by 0.8%
recovering from an 8.9% fall in 2015 on account of higher production value,
resulting from rising in agricultural product prices, particularly oil crops, fruit
trees and vegetables. Furthermore, higher fishery prices and Early Mortal
Syndrome alleviation. As a result, production and export of fishery products
increased. Meanwhile, self-employed and unincorporated enterprise income
increased favorably.

Income from entrepreneurship or profit of corporations showed the value of
Baht 1,729,001 million, a 17.4% share of national income, or increased by 18.0%
higher than a 2.8% rise in 2015. Such a rise was derived from high profit in
private corporations whereas profit of cooperatives slowed down.

Households and non-profit institutions serving households (NPISHs) net
income from property presented Baht 680,503 million, or contracted by 4.1%
from a 5.8% increase in 2015, resulting from that larger income payment
surpassed lower income receipt.

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Households and NPISHs property income receive posted value at Baht
1,051,186 million, contracted by 1.8%, on account of a decline in interest and
dividend, main income by 7.6% and 1.8%, respectively. Lower interest rate and
money deposit of households and NPISHs slowed down in response to a
consecutive fall of interest paid by banks to households and NPISHs by the rate
of 10.5% in 2016, deepening from a 4.8% drop in 2015. Dividend from
corporations to households and NPISHs decreased due mainly to a lower
dividend payout ratio from private corporations. However, dividend from
cooperatives and public corporations expanded. In addition, bond’s interest, land
rent and other income enhanced.

Households and NPISHs property income payment presented at Baht
370,683 million, or increased by 2.6%, slightly slowing down from a 2.8%
growth in the previous year. Interest payment expanded by 2.1%, decelerating
from a 4.2% rise in 2015 contributed to lower interest paid to banks as a result of
a slowdown in personal loan (excluding purchases of land, accommodation and
real estate and loan for working abroad). Moreover, average interest rate also
lower. However, interest paid to pawnshops and cooperatives, other payment and
land rent built up.

General government income from property consisting of income from rent,
interest, and dividends dropped by 3.8%, decelerating from 6.5% in 2015. Such a
decrease was mainly from rent income which decreased by 12.7%, attributed to a
decrease from extra-received benefits from petroleum royalty. Income from
interests decreased by 2.2%, owing partially to a decrease in deposit return from
financial institutions and investment return on securities. Meanwhile, dividend
income declined by 7.6%, attributed to a decease in dividend from some state
enterprises in utility service sector, transportation sector, and service industry
sector.

Gross savings and net saving, gross saving registered at the value of baht 4,767,765
million, consecutively increasing by 14.4% from 13.8% in 2015. Net saving
presented at Baht 1,889,468 million, rising by 21.2% from a 7.7% growth in 2015.
Such a sharp rise was principally attributed to a 23.1% growth of private net saving
which improved from a 2.0% drop in 2015 as a result of an increase in both house-
holds and NPISHs and private corporations. On the contrary, public net saving fell
by 18.8% , attributed to running deficit for government’s net saving with the value of
Baht 167,060 million, the highest deficit in last 3 years. However, public corpora-
tions and government enterprises remained surplus of net saving. Consumption of
fixed capital in 2016 registered at Baht 2,480,248 million, growing close to the rate
of 2015.

Private net saving

Private net saving comprising households and NPISHs, private corporations and
cooperatives posted the value of Baht 1,829,758 million, or increased by 23.1%
in contrast to a fall of 2.0% in 2015.

Households and non-profit institutes net saving

Households and NPISHs net saving recorded at Baht 805,664 million, or rose by
18.9% extremely elevating from a 0.3% rise in 2015, on account of disposable
income acceleration which effected by higher income and a slowdown payment.
In addition, private final consumption expenditure grew at the lower rate than
disposable income, so households and NPISHs net saving expanded.

Households and NPISHs income revealed at Baht 9,223,308 million, a 5.2%
expansion, owning mainly to a 1.9% growth of primary income, which com-
prised (1) compensation of employees, 51.2% share to total income, increased
by 3.9% (2) income from farm and unincorporated enterprises, 30.2% share of
total income, 9.5% grew up and (3) property income, decreased by 1.8% due to a
continual lower interest rate and lower dividend payout ratio. Not only did pri-
mary income increase but secondary income, consisting of social benefits other
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than social transfers in kind and other current transfers which expanded at the
rate of 10.0%. As a result, overall households and NPISHs income grew up.

Primary and secondary income payment, unavoidable expenses, posted the
value at Baht 1,291,748 million, or grew by the rate of 2.6% slowing down from
2.8% in 2015. Major expenses were from property income payment and income
tax which increased by 2.6% and 3.3%, slowing down from 2.8% and 14.5%,
respectively. Net social security contribution increased by 11.1% and current
transfer to government and abroad rose by 11.7%.

Disposable income increased by 5.0%, rising from 1.0% in the previous year.
Such an expansion was higher than a 3.5% growth for private final consumption
expenditure. As a result, private net saving considerably kept rising. Average
annual private net saving presented at Baht 11,944 per person, rising by 18.6%.

Private corporations and cooperatives net saving

Net saving for corporations and cooperatives showed at Baht 1,024,094 million,
or boosted up by 26.7%, improving from a 3.9% reduction in 2015. Net saving
of cooperatives expanded by 5.8% lower than the previous year. Net saving of
private corporations valued at Baht 1,013,429 million, significantly increased by
26.9% in contrast to a 4.3% fall in the previous year. Net saving for all
sub-sectors of private corporations posted favorable expansion, namely listed
companies in Stock Exchange of Thailand (excluding private commercial banks
and public corporations), private commercial banks and other private
corporations. However, after adjustment of national accounts definition, private
corporation performance showed favorable trend, better than an increase of
overall business profit which postulated at the close rate of last year. Further-
more, after adopting national accounts definition for performance adjustment
with a lower deficit for international net saving, hence overall private corpora-
tions and cooperatives net saving revealed a favorable level.

Public net saving

Public net saving, comprising saving from general government, public corpora-
tions and government enterprises, recorded value at Baht 59,710 million or
dropped by 18.8%. General government net saving registered a deficit of Baht
167,060 million, deepening than a deficit of Baht 58,315 million in 2015. Never-
theless, net saving of public corporations and government enterprises presented a
surplus of Baht 226,770 million, extremely boosting up by 72.0% greater than a
growth of 47.8% in 2015.

General government net saving

General government net saving recorded the deficit value of Baht 167,060
million with the negative share of 279% of public saving or the negative share
1.2% of gross domestic product. In 2016, revenues of general government regis-
tered the value of Baht 4,301,857 million, decelerating with an increased rate of
3.7%, contributed mainly to as income from taxes (the main component)
decelerated with an increased rate of 1.9%. Meanwhile, government expenditure
in non-investment item posted at Baht 4,061,991 million, or increased by 6.6%.
In the meantime, the value of adjustment for the change in pension entitlement
declined by 0.2%, attributed to a decline in general government net saving with
the rate of 186.5% in contrast to a 63.1% increase in 2015.

In 2016, a deceleration in general government income was mainly originated
from a decline of production and imports, property holdings, general government
income from property, and current taxes on income, which enabled to categorize
as follow:

Taxes on production and imports regarded as the main source of revenues with
the proportion of 35.4%, decelerated by 3.2% from a 5.9% expansion in last
year, owing to a deceleration government taxes collection.

Taxes with decelerating growth included: (1) Value added tax as a result of a
deceleration of vat collection on consumption such as wholesale and retail sector,
hotels sector which expanded as a result of the expansion from number of
tourists, constructions sector, food products sector, and production of coke and
refined petroleum sector. However, vat from imports declined according to a
decrease in import value of raw materials and intermediate products especially
crude oil in which its price kept dropping; (2) Oil and oil products tax as a result
of the lower price in the world market even though some kind of oil tax rates had
risen, resulting from higher amount for oil and oil product collection in year
2016 higher than the previous year; (3) Beer tax due to imposing market strategy
from beer producer resulting that tax revenue from beer manufacturer declined.

Taxes with rising growth included (1) Motor-vehicle tax as a result of
restructuring motor-vehicle tax and lunching new model of PPV into the market;
(2) Tobacco tax as a result of increasing tobacco tax rate especially ad valorem
from 87% to be 90% and specific tax from Baht 1.0 per gram to be Baht 1.10 per
gram which was effective on February 10th, 2016. As a result, tobacco tax paid
amount became higher. In addition, consumers switched to a cheaper cigarette
brands and ultimately tobacco tax collection amount increased; (3) Income from
the Government Lottery Office; (4) Non-alcoholic beverage tax.

Taxes with declining growth included (1) Petroleum royalty due to lower
turnover as a result of falling in crude oil price and natural gas (liquid) since the
end of 2014 which affected the turnover and profits of petroleum producers and
led to lower tax collection on net profit, net profit estimation and profit
redistribution to aboard; (2) Income from Thailand Tobacco Monopoly;
(3) Liquor tax and stamp due to intensive control measure in selling alcoholic
around educational institutes (Zoning) under a mandate of the National Council
for Peace and Order. Therefore; alcoholic selling channel decreased, especially
types of liquor with high tax rate such as compound alcoholic beverages,
imported liquors, etc. As a result, liquor tax collection amount declined in this
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year; (4) Specific business taxes due to the taxes scheme to boost real estate
sector which was effective from 29 October 2015 to 28 April 2016 and an
increase in number of land transfer transactions in response to the new land
assessment price which raised from January 2016, Ist. After the end of those
schemes, the specific business tax rebounded to slowdown. In addition,
commercial banks loan lowered average interest rate in which MLR reduced to
6.38% from 6.63% in 2015.

Property Income from government and Investment income payable on
pension entitlements with the share of 5% of total government revenue
decreased by 3.8%, attributed to a 2.2% increase in interest income due to a fall
in deposit return from financial institutions and investment return on securities.
Rents decreased by 12.7%, attributed to a decrease from extra-received benefit
from petroleum royalty. In the meantime, dividend income with the share of
70.2% of total government property income which decreased by 7.6% as a result
of a slowdown in income from Government Saving Bank, Expressway Authority
of Thailand, Electric Generating Authority of Thailand, and etc. Meanwhile,
other property incomes such as investment income from pension entitlements
increased by 8.6%, due to an increase of dividend and interest receive (child
allowance and old-aged program) from social security fund.

Current taxes on income, wealth, etc. with the share of 21.9% of total
government revenue decreased by 0.2%, as a result of a decrease in income taxes
base in line with economic slowdown.

Taxes with decreasing growth were described as follows; First, petroleum
income tax collection decreased by 44.4%, as a result of lower turnover
(preliminary data) due to falling in crude oil price and national gas (liquid) since
the end of 2014 which affected turnover and profits of petroleum producers,
resulting lower tax collection on net profit, net profit estimation and profit
redistribution to aboard. Second, personal income tax decelerated by 4.2%,
attributed to a 6.9% deceleration of tax on salary base collection in line with an
expansion of wages and employment. In the meantime, service sector
employment slowed down by 1.0%. Meanwhile, wages for manufacture
employment maintained the same level whereas public administration sector
expanded 6.0%. For withholding tax collection on interest payment and on real
estate transaction decreased by 4.1% and 0.2% respectively. However, corporate
income tax collection increased by 5.4%. Supporting factors for higher tax
collection were partially from: (1) Tax collection on net profit rose by 17.7%
higher than the previous year as result of an expansion of tax on net profit of the
second half of 2015. In addition, the Revenue Department collected higher taxes
from under-tax-payment entrepreneurs who granted investment promotion and
abused tax intensive scheme by correcting to accurate tax rate in compliance to
the Supreme Court judgement. (2) Tax collection on income redistribution
aboard was higher than the previous year by 16.1% due to the higher business
turnover in 2015, resulting that profits redistribution transfer in service payments
was higher aboard in 2016. (3) Withholding tax collection by private sector
(Por Ngor Dor 53) increased but decelerated by 1.0% in response to production
of real sector. The main factors were from a deceleration level of production
whereas manufacturing production index (MPI) expanded slightly by 0.1% and
capacity utilization was at 65.8% at the same rate as 2015, resulting that employ-
ment slightly increased.
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Social contributions with the proportion of 11.9% to total government revenue
increased by 11.1%, as a consequence of an increase in both employer and
employee contributions to social security fund. Meanwhile, the rate of
contributions of both employers and employees maintained at the same rate as
last year.

Miscellaneous current transfers, receivable with the 1.2% share of total
government revenue, decelerated by 2.0% as a result of a deceleration in income
from traffic penalty and pay fine.

Interest paid with the 5.2% share of total government revenue, increased by
6.2%, in response to a slowdown in interest payments on domestic debt with a
growth of 5.0%. Supporting factors were found from major items. (1) Govern-
ment bond yield as bond redemption increased by 13.7% whereas a short-term
yield maintained stable in line with policy interest rate movement. At the end of
2016, the 1-month government bond yield stood at 1.47%, approximately
dropped by 0.03% down from the end of the previous year. Meanwhile, middle-
term and long-term yield was volatile, attributed mainly to external factors
declining in the first half of 2016 due to investor concerns on global economic
recovery and risks from global political uncertainty. Nevertheless, it started to
recover in the second half of 2016 in response to investors’ expectation,
especially on policy interest rate movement from the US central Bank (Fed). As
a result, in overall short-term and long-term yield was lower than an average in
the previous year. In addition, the 10-year government bond yield traded at
2.18% at the end of 2016, a 0.56% drop from 2015 in line with easing financial
condition. Meanwhile, discount interest payment for treasury bill decreased by
73.4% as a results of a 49.1% decrease in bills redemption. Debt restructuring
bills decreased in response to a 20.0% decrease in its debt restructuring bills
redemption, which decreased by 17.2%. The short-term interest of commercial
banks was stable in line with policy interest rate movement. At the end of 2016,
an interbank rate and overnight rate stood at 1.40%, the same as previous year.

Subsidies with the share of 1.8% to total government expenditure increased by
4.4% as a result of an increase of subsidies on LPG and Gasohol from oil fund,
together with subsidies on sugarcane producers.

Social benefits other than social transfers in kind with the share of 10.4% to
total government expenditure increased by 12.1%, attributed to an expansion of
pension, subsistence allowances, medical fees, survivorship pension, financial
aid for elderly, and financial aid for AIDS patients. However, fees for the cost of
living pension recipients, financial aid for disable and elderly subsidy by Social
Security Fund (section 40) declined.

Miscellaneous current transfers, payable with the share of 2.7% to total
government expenditure increased by 33.4% as a result of an increase in trans-
fers from the strengthening grassroots and empowering communities (Pracha
Rat) project, the measure to raise income for poor people under state welfare
scheme, and subsidy for victim from natural disaster.

2) Public corporations and government enterprises net saving

Public corporations and government enterprises net saving posted at Baht
226,770 million, increased by 72.0% elevating from a 47.8% growth in 2015.
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Net profit of public corporations and government enterprises in business account-

ing figure posted the value of Baht 219,330 million, or contracted by 16.6%.

After combining with Baht 174,327 million of national account definition adjust-
ment, net profit of public corporations and government enterprises in national

accounts aspect registered at Baht 393,657 million, rising by 38.0%. After
excluding an 8.7% expansion of profit allocation from net profit of public
corporations and government enterprises in national accounts aspect, net saving
of public corporations and government enterprises boosted up.

Saving-investment gap

Saving-investment gap registered a surplus of Baht 1,704,145 million, 11.7%
proportion of GDP, regarded as three consecutive years surplus from Baht
497,597 million and Baht 1,103,130 million in 2014 and 2015, respectively. Such
a huge surplus was sourced by Baht 4,767,765 million of gross saving, a 14.4%
growth, and Baht 3,063,620 million of investment, slightly falling by 0.1%.

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GDP Implicit Price Deflator

GDP Implicit Price Deflator grew by 2.4%, accelerating from 0.9% rise in the
previous year. Agricultural price deflator increased by 2.5%, compared to a fall
of 1.2% previously. Non-agricultural price deflator rose by 2.3%, compared to a
rise of 1.1% in last year. Rising in deflators contributed chiefly to main
activities namely manufacturing; electricity, gas, steam and air conditioning
supply; wholesale and retail trade; accommodation and food service;
information and communication; financial and insurance; human health and
social work; and other service activities. Falling in deflators was found from
water supply, sewerage, waste management and remediation; transportation and
storage; real estates; public administration and defence; compulsory social
security; arts, entertainment and recreation; education; and households as em-
ployers.

On the expenditure side, overall price deflator rose by 3.0%, compared to a rise
of 2.7% in the previous year. Private consumption expenditure price deflator
inclined by 0.5%, recovering from a drop of 1.1% previously. In addition, price
deflator of investment rose by 0.6%. In addition, price of government final
consumption expenditure grew by 2.4%. For external sector, price deflator of
exports of goods and services rose by 2.5%, decelerating from a rise of 1.5% in
2015. Price deflator of import goods and services increased by 0.3%, in contrast
to a drop of 4.9% previously.

Consumer price index (CPI) expanded by 0.2%, in contrast to a 0.9% fall in the
previous year while producer price index (PPI) declined by 1.2%, recovering
frim a drop of 4.1% in last year.
