Executive Summary

Flow of Funds Accounts of Thailand in 2001

The Office of the National Economic and Social Development Board has compiled

the Flow of Funds Accounts of Thailand 2001 and revised the data back to 2000 in order to

analyze the fund movements in an economic system. The accounts present the savings

and investment that linked to the national accounts statistics, as well as sources and uses

of funds of each institutional economic sector through various financial instruments. Based

on compiled series and other supporting information, this report can be summarized into

three parts; first, an overview of Thai economy in 2001; second, savings and investment

situation; and last, flow of funds situation in 2001.

1.

Overview of Thai economy in 2001

The Thai economy in 2001, the last year of the 8th National Development Plan,
decelerated by 2.1 percent compared to 4.4 and 4.8 percent in 1999 and 2000,
respectively. In this year, most of the sectors were slowed down and contracted
except financial intermediation and construction that started to recover for the first
time since the economic crisis in 1997. Total expenditure also decelerated by 3.0
percent, lower than 4.1 percent in 2000. Both household consumption and
investment grew at a slower pace than last year. Savings investment gap was still
continuously surplus for the forth consecutively year. Consumer price index grew
by 1.6 percent, slightly higher than the previous year. Current account was
continually narrowed down due to sharply fall of trade surplus. Nevertheless,
balance of payments was surplus in this year, compared to deficit in 2000 owing to
lower repayment of foreign debts. It supported the foreign exchange rate stability
and induced the greater public reserves. However, the government finance was still
deficit. Therefore, the government had to implement the deficit fiscal policy in order

to stimulate the whole economy.

There was a very high financial liquidity situation in this year. This was partly due
to higher deposits than loans. The slowed down of both Thai and world economies
softened the demand of investment funds and caused the commercial banks to be
careful on loan issuing. The interest rates, both on deposit and loan, were adjusted

down twice during this year.



II

The commercial banks earned better income than last year because they had lower
expenses on interest paid, bad and doubtful debts. Greater amount of non-
performing loans were transferred to the commercial banks’ Asset Management
Corporation (AMCs). Moreover, the Thai Asset management Corporation (TAMC)

was emerged to absorb the bad debts of the commercial banks.

In this year, the new issued securities surged up by 34.0 percent. It was the 72.0
percent growth of the government sector; bonds, treasury bills, promissory notes for
debt re-structuring, and Financial Institutions Development Fund’s bonds. In
contrast, private sector contracted by 10.7 percent which was affected by investors’
uncertainty in economic situation. However, the secondary market sales volume
increased in spite of rather high volatilization. Market for Alternative Investment
(MAI) was firstly established in this year to provide the long term interest free
investment funds to the small and medium enterprises. The fund raising process
was similar to the large business, selling securities to the public since September
17, 2001. Trading in Thai Bond Dealing Center (TBDC) still expanded at a high
rate, but slightly decelerated from 2000, because the people preferred to invest in

debt securities than deposit in the banks that had a lower rate of return.
Savings and investment

In 2001, investment rose by 10.1 percent, higher than 0.5 percent growth of
savings. Therefore, there was a saving-investment gap at the amount of 5.3
percent of GDP. Household sector, business sector and government sector had a
surplus savings, but state enterprises sector and financial institutions sector savings

were deficit.
Flow of Funds in 2001

Even though the economy was slowed down, but the flow of funds among
institutions were increased significantly; both between real sector and financial
sector, and intra real sector. Nonetheless, intra financial institution flows was
dropped down. The higher financial asset investment sectors were household
sector, business sector, government sector and state enterprises sector. At the
same time, there were fund raising through various forms; share capital, deposits

and public securities. Details of fund movement in each sector were as follow
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III

Household invested more in share capital to benefit higher return instead
of depositing in the commercial banks that had a rather low interest rate.
They invested in the form of stocks in private businesses and savings co-
operatives, and deposits in life insurance companies and pension funds.
The sources of fund were borrowing from financial institutions and hire

purchase debts.

Large private companies that had already registered in the stock market
mobilized the funds by issuing common stocks and debentures rather
than borrowing from the financial institutions that tend to approve loans
carefully during this time. The repayment of foreign debts was slowed down

whereas net investment was shrank.

Government sector raised the funds by issuing securities and borrowing
from abroad. The increased securities were treasury bills and government
bonds. At the same time, the government had invested in financial assets
by depositing the money in financial institutions, and increasing the funds in
the Petroleum Authority of Thailand Public Company Limited and the Bank

for Agriculture and Agricultural Co-operatives.

State enterprises sector (excluding financial institutions) invested
higher in treasury bills, whereas decelerated depositing in the banks. The
major sources of fund were short term loans from the Government Savings

Bank, and issuing share capital and bonds.

Financial sector continued to increase an investment in the forms of
public securities. Moreover, debentures and hire purchase loans also rose
up. Thus, the total financial investment was better than last year despite an
investment in share capital and other loans were still contracted.
Meanwhile, the higher funds were flowed from various sources, such as
deposits, bonds and commercial bills issuing, life insurance and pension

funds.

Net fund movement less deficit than last year, owing to reduction of
foreign debts repayment by the Bangkok International Banking Facilities and
non-bank business. In addition, there were higher foreign direct investment

in this year.
