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Preface

The Office of the National Economic and Social Development Board has
compiled the Flow of Funds Accounts in 1999 for the purpose of fund movement
analysis. The accounts include investment, savings, sources and uses of funds which are
categorized by main financial instruments, in accordance with national income accounts
statistics.

In this publication, the flow of funds statistics have been revised in accordance
with the latest available data. In particular, savings and gross fixed capital formation have
been updated to be consistent with the 2000 edition of the National Income Accounts of
Thailand. The rest of the world part has also been revised based on the balance of
payment accounts, released by the Bank of Thailand.

The Office of the National Economic and Social Development Board would like
to express her gratitude to agencies and persons in continuously supplying basic data as
well as contributing suggestions for the improvement of the flow of funds accounts
compilation. We do hope that this statistics would be useful for financial analysis, policy
formulating, planning and decision-making.

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Executive Summary

Flow of Funds Accounts of Thailand in 1999

The Office of the National Economic and Social Development Board has compiled

the Flow of Funds Accounts of Thailand in 1999 and revised the data back to 1995 in order

to analyze fund movements in an economic system. The accounts present savings and

investment linked to the National Accounts, as well as sources and uses of funds of each

institutional economic sector through various financial instruments. Based on compiled

series and other supporting information, this report can be summarized into three parts;

first, an overview of the Thai economic performance in 1999; second, savings and

investment situations; and last, flow of funds situations in 1999.

Overview of the Thai Economic Performance in 1999

The Thai economy in 1999 expanded by 4.4 percent, up from the contraction of
10.5 percent in 1998 as a result of the increase of productions (except banking,
insurance and real estate sector; and construction sector), particularly manufacturing
sector rising by 12.3 percent, compared to 11.2 percent decline in the previous
year. It was driven by the exports and the government consumption expenditure.
The low interest rate and low prices of goods and services stimulated people to
consume more. The government investment and business investment decreased by
3.1 and 3.2 percent respectively. Current account and balance of payments were
still surplus. International reserves remained secure and stable. Nevertheless, the
government fiscal position was in a deficit, because the government had run a

deficit budget policy in order to spur the economy.

Monetary situation was in high liquidity due to graceful monetary and fiscal policy.
Concurrently, the current account was in a surplus position. Therefore, there was a
large amount of money circulated in the economic system. In addition, the interest
rates in the money market were slow down due to the Bank of Thailand reduced the
interest rates three times last year. It was consistent with the high liquidity in the
financial system and the lower demand for deposits from the commercial banks.
Nevertheless, the monetary situations were volatile during various festivals,
especially the new year festival. The financial institutions had to reserve sufficient

amount of cash for higher withdrawal of households and business companies both for



their consumption and for preparing protection on the information technology problems

( Y 2 K )

New issued securities had continued to increase from 1998, particularly in private
equity securities. Debentures sharply increased while the government bonds were
dropped. However, state enterprises, especially the Electricity Generating Authority
of Thailand, issued more on new bonds in order to substitute foreign loans. In the
secondary market front, average trading volume in the Security Exchange of
Thailand had been increased compared to the same period of the previous year;
resulting from low level of securities prices, the recovery of the economy, and the
low interest rates. These caused the people’s decision to invest in securities
because of the better benefit. Trading in the Thai Bond Dealing Center was
increased as a result of the continual decrease of the interest rates in the money

market, including expansion of debt securities.
Savings and Investment

Savings was higher than investment as expressed in surplus current accounting at
10.2 percent of GDP in 1999, compared to 12.9 percent surplus in 1998. Savings
surplus sectors, household and business, had surplus of 8.6 and 11.4 percent of
GDP respectively. Government sector and state enterprises sector had deficit
savings at 3.0 percent of GDP. Financial sector had the highest deficit savings at

6.8 percent of GDP, particularly the commercial banks and the finance companies.
Flow of Funds in 1999

Total funds movement decreased Baht 652,089 million, although the Thai economy
had shown signs of recovery. But the economic crisis caused a decrease of all
credits to the real sectors; short term loans, long term loans, re-purchase bills,
mortgages and hire purchase. In 1999, only household sector and local government
sector still had a higher acquisition of financial assets. On the liability side, the
government compensated the deficit by issuing various types of securities
(government bonds, treasury bills, government bond for the Financial Institution
Development Funds and financial institutions) and borrowed from the external

sector.

acquisition. Household preferred to hold currency as a result of
unconfidence of the Y2K problem solving and low interest rates. Therefore,
household deposits at the bank was dropped down and moved to invest in
the share capital of business, commercial banks, and savings cooperatives
which yielded the better benefit. Furthermore, they also invested in life
assurance and pension funds, government bonds and savings bonds.

Liabilities of household sector continually held net repayment of loan.

Business has a high repayment of loan. It included short term loans, long
term loans, the redemption of commercial bills, mortgages, hire purchase

and net repayment of foreign debts.

Government was still in deficit situation as a result of the deficit fiscal
policy. The government had to mobilize funds by issuing government
bonds, treasury bills and promissory notes including borrowing from the rest

of the world.

State enterprises increased external borrowing. The savings deficit of
state enterprises narrowed from 1998. Overall financial assets investment
decreased, but increased in capital formation in this year. They had
mobilized funds by issuing state enterprises bonds and borrowed from the

rest of the world.

Financial sector had a smaller financial asset acquisition and incurrence
of liabilities. The savings deficit had continued to rise from 1998 due to the
problem of financial institutions, commercial banks, and finance companies;
which had caused the overall financial sector’s financial asset acquisition
and incurrence of liabilities declined. Although financial sector had still
invested in government securities and foreign assets, it decreased crediting
for real sectors. In addition, the low interest rates caused the deposit of
financial sector declined, including net repayments of foreign debts in the
part of BIBF made. Source of funds of financial sector had come from
issuing savings bonds of the Government Savings Bank; the bonds of the
Government Housing Bank, Export-Import Bank of Thailand and Special

Purpose Financial Institution.

Rising in repayments for the foreign loan. The increase of repayment for

the foreign loan was mainly from that of business sector and financial



sector, particularly in the part of BIBF-the customers changed from the
foreign loan to Baht loan as well as turned to the domestic loan source due
to trending strength of Baht currency and the low domestic interest rate.
Government sector, State enterprises sector, and the Bank of Thailand had
remained net foreign borrowing. The foreign direct investment had
continually declined from 1998 and the net portfolio investment was

redeemed higher than securities investment.
